Issues

B [nitial problems with WIPO Sequence
B Automated check for missing feature tables quickly added
B Problem now very rare, but some applicants still using old
version of WIPO Sequence containing the relevant bug
B Otherwise, few problems
B More Rule 13ter listings than expected

B Confusion from many document types to cover specific reasons
for providing listings (corrections, rectifications at different
stages, amendment, incorporation by reference, translation for
different purposes)

B WIPO DAS limitation for priority documents containing
sequence listings

B No current proposals for changes to processing
B Strongly encourage update to latest version of WIPO Sequence
B Listen to user feedback
B Consider possible simplifications

B Consider adding full validations depending on performance
