Tourism
demand is increasingly differentiated by a market that proposes value-
added products and services. In this context, tourism stakeholders
can play a key role in providing high-quality products and services to
tourists by responding to their most specific interests and needs. Inso
doing, both consumers and providers of tourism proeducts and services
can benefit from the strategic use of the IP system.

Based on research conducted in the four pilot countries, the project
took a close look at practical experiences and made a series of
recommendations to assist tourism stakeholders adopt appropriate
strategies and tourism-related policies to support business
competitivenass and local development.
