» Usually you see this a lot on trademarks: a
multi-brand strategy means that you market
two or more products under different and
unrelated brands: for example, because you
want to segment your market between high
end and low end. With designs you can do
this as well. For example, Daimler owns the
brands Mercedes and Smart. You notice that
the design of the cars is also very different.

This
means that the core characteristics are the
same, but the new variety offers a new
benefit, such as flavour, size, package type
