As part of the European Union, Hungary transposed both the Marrakesh Directive?
and the Regulation? into its national law in 2018. The new provisions were
implemented by 41(1a)-(1g) 8 of the Act LXXVI of 1999 on Copyright (hereinafter:
Copyright Act)

There is also a Government Decree of 198/2018 (X. 25.) on the detailed rules
concerning the copyright exceptions benefitting persons with print disabilities.

2. Does your national legislation permit the cross-border exchange (i.e. exportation) of
“accessible format copies”, as defined in Article 2 b): MVT? If yes, under which
conditions?

Yes, 41(1b) § of the Copyright Act implemented Article 4 of the Marrakesh Directive,
which allows the authorised entity to communicate, make available, distribute or lend
an accessible format copy of the works within the borders of the EU to a beneficiary
person or another authorised entity.

This question also relates to exchanges between the EU and third countries, regulated
by Regulation (EU) 2017/1563, and can be answered by the Commission.

3. Does your national legislation allow the importation of “accessible format copies”, as
defined in Article 2 b)2MVT? If yes, under which conditions?

Yes, 41(1b) § of the Copyright Act implemented Article 4 of the Marrakesh Directive,
which allows the authorised entity to communicate, make available, distribute or lend
an accessible format copy of the works within the borders of the EU to a beneficiary
person or another authorised entity.

4. Does your national legislation provide a definition of “authorized entity”, as defined in
Article 2 ¢)sMVT? If yes, please provide the reference.

Yes. Section 1 (2) of the Government Decree of 198/2018 (X. 25.) on the detailed
rules concerning the copyright exceptions benefitting persons with print disabilities
implemented the definition of “authorized entity”.

Hungarian definition:

,,2. Jogositott szervezet: olyan szervezet, amelynek bevételszerzési tevékenysége - ha
van ilyen - kizardlag a koltségeinek megtéritéset célozhatja, és a kedvezményezett
szemelyek szamara oktatasi vagy specialis képzési tevékenységet vegez, tovabba
hozzaftérhet6 modon olvasasi lehetdségeket nyujt, és biztositja az informacidokhoz valo
hozzaférést, és e tevékenyseg ellatasara engedéllyel rendelkezik, vagy e tevékenysége
egyebként allamilag elismert. Ide tartoznak azok a kézintézmények és nonprofit
szervezetek is, amelyek ugyanezen szolgaltatasokat {6 tevékenységiikként, a szervezet
szamara eloirt kotelezettségként vagy kozérdeki feladataik ellatasa keretében nyujtjak
a kedvezményezett szemelyek szamara.”

Non-official English translation:

,,2. Authorised entity: an entity that may engage in revenue earning activity only to
recoup its costs, and provides educational, other instructional training, adaptive
reading or information access to beneficiary persons, and that is authorised or
recognized by the state. It also includes the public institutions or non-profit
organisations that provide the same services to beneficiary persons as one of their
primary activities, institutional obligations or as part of its public-interest missions.”

5. Please provide a list with contact details of entities that can operate as authorized
entities in your territory, and any further information that you can provide, such as
number of accessible titles in the catalogue of the authorized entity and the languages
covered.

There is one central authorized entity, which is the National Széchényi Library.

The National Széchényi Library’s collection contains 1464 titles of audiobooks in
CD/DVD format. The list of these works is kept in the centralized catalogue of the
Library, which can be accessed through this link.

The Hungarian Electronic Library contains 384 titles of audiobooks in MP3 format
(https://mek.oszk.hu/keresesek/keresesf.phtml?formatum=MP3). The Hungarian
Electronic Library can also be used in an accessible format through Electronic
Periodicals Archive and Database Website.
