ACCESSION BY THE SULTANATE OF OMAN

1. On March 30, 2021, the Government of the Sultanate of Oman deposited with the
Director General of the World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPQ) its instrument of
accession to the Geneva Act of the Lisbon Agreement on Appellations of Origin and
Geographical Indications (the “Geneva Act of the Lisbon Agreement”), adopted in Geneva on
May 20, 2015.
