Change in the Amounts of the Individual Fee: Oman

1. The Government of Oman has notified to the Director General of the World Intellectual
Property Organization (WIPO) a declaration modifying the amounts of the individual fee
payable with respect to Oman under Article 8(7) of the Madrid Protocol.
