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The Smart Patenting Solution

New PCT Contracting State
Bahrain (country code: BH)

On 18 December 2006, Bahrain depos-
ited its instrument of accession to the
PCT, and on 18 March 2007, will become
bound by the PCT. Consequently, any in-
ternational application filed on or after
18 March 2007 will automatically include
the designation of Bahrain.

Also, because Bahrain will be bound by
Chapter II of the PCT, it will automati-
cally be elected in any demand for inter-
national preliminary examination filed in
respect of an international application
filed on or after 18 March 2007. Further-
more, nationals and residents of Bahrain
will be entitled, as from 18 March 2007,
to file international applications under the
PCT.

Note that Bahrain has made a declara-
tion under PCT Article 64(5).

Application of the Patent
Cooperation Treaty in
Montenegro
Following the adoption by the National
Assembly of the Republic of Montenegro
of a declaration of independence on
3 June 2006, Montenegro (country
code: ME) deposited, on 4 December
2006, a declaration that the PCT contin-
ues to be applicable, as from 3 June
2006, in respect of the territory of
Montenegro. Further information will be
published in a future issue of the PCT
Newsletter.

Note that, similarly, the Paris Conven-
tion for the Protection of Industrial Prop-
erty and the Budapest Treaty on the In-
ternational Recognition of the Deposit of
Microorganisms for the Purposes of
Patent Procedure (as well as certain
other WIPO-administered Treaties) also
continue to be applicable in respect of
Montenegro.

European Patent Convention
Accession by Malta

Malta deposited its instrument of acces-
sion to the European Patent Convention
(EPC) on 1 December 2006, and will be-
come bound by that Convention on
1 March 2007. This brings the number
of Contracting States of the EPC to 32.

Therefore, any international application
filed on or after 1 March 2007 will include
the designation of Malta for a European
patent. Moreover, as from 1 March 2007,
it will be possible for nationals and resi-
dents of Malta to file international appli-
cations with the European Patent Office
(EPO) as receiving Office, in addition to
the patent Office of Malta or the Interna-
tional Bureau of WIPO.

Reminder: Warning About Requests for
Payment of Fees
Further to the many warnings that have been pub-
lished in the PCT Newsletter, it has come to the at-
tention of the International Bureau (IB) that PCT ap-
plicants and agents are continuing to receive invita-
tions to pay fees that do not come from the Interna-
tional Bureau of WIPO and are unrelated to the pro-
cessing of international applications under the PCT.
Whatever services might be offered in such invita-
tions, they bear no connection to WIPO or to any of
its official publications.

The invitations often identify a particular PCT appli-
cation by its international publication number (for ex-
ample: WO 04 xxxxxx), publication date, title of the
invention, international application number, priority
information and IPC symbols. The invitations typically
refer to a payment, which is to be made in euro or US
dollars, by cheque and/or money transfer to an ad-
dress in Germany, Switzerland, Austria, the Czech
Republic or the United States of America. Recent in-
vitations which have been sent to the IB (from F.I.P.T.R.
– Federal Institute for Patent & Trademark Registry,
Inc.) refer to payments of USD 1,629.30 or 1,637.18
to banks based in the USA, Austria or the Czech Re-
public on a form similar to the example which can be
found at:

Clarification Regarding Numbering of
Japanese International Applications
Reference is made to PCT Newsletter No. 10/2006,
page 7, and the new manner in which international
applications filed with the Japan Patent Office as re-
ceiving Office are numbered. That text stated that for
international applications filed on or after 1 January
2007 in the following ways:

• on paper;

• containing requests prepared using the PCT-EASY
functionality of the PCT-SAFE software;

• fully electronically using the Japanese software
(JPO PAS);

the application will be assigned a number with “05”
as the first two digits of the six-digit number, for ex-
ample, PCT/JP2007/050001. Note that the six-digit
number will not always be preceded by the digits “05”,
but will simply start with “050001,” increasing con-
secutively. Hence, the number following “059999”
would be “060000”.

Practical Advice
Dangers of relying on failure to pay PCT fees
when the applicant wants the international
application to be withdrawn

Q:  If I decide not to proceed with an international
application shortly after filing it, is it an option for me
to simply not pay the fees to the receiving Office? If I
do this, the receiving Office will consider the applica-
tion withdrawn, dispensing with the need for me to
take any action by sending a notice of withdrawal of
the application.

A:  By not paying the fees related to the filing of the
international application within the time limit pre-
scribed, your application should, in theory, be consid-
ered withdrawn by the receiving Office. According to
PCT Rule 16bis, where the transmittal fee, the inter-
national filing fee and the search fee have not been
paid within one month from the date of receipt of the
international application (see PCT Rules 14.1(c), 15.4
and 16.1(f)), the receiving Office invites the applicant
under PCT Rule 16bis.1(a) to pay to it the amount
required to cover those fees, together with, where
applicable, the late payment fee under PCT
Rule 16bis.2, within a time limit of one month from
the date of the invitation. Where the applicant does
not, within the time limit set in the invitation, pay in full
the amount due, the receiving Office declares the in-
ternational application withdrawn (PCT Article 14(3)(a)
and PCT Rules 16bis.1(c) and 29.1) and informs the
applicant accordingly.

Note, however, that it is not advisable to proceed in
this way if you wish to withdraw the international ap-
plication, as there are risks associated with such a
“passive” form of withdrawal. The following are ex-
amples of what can occur (and has occurred) when
applicants have relied on failure to pay fees to effect
the application’s withdrawal:

• the receiving Office sent the invitation to pay the
fees, but failed to follow up on that invitation by de-
claring that the application was considered withdrawn;

• the receiving Office failed to notify the International
Bureau (IB) that the international application was con-
sidered withdrawn; or

• the receiving Office did notify the IB that the inter-
national application was considered withdrawn, but
the notice failed to reach the IB in time to prevent
international publication of the international applica-
tion.

It is much safer to actively send a notice of withdrawal
if you want the international application to be with-
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drawn. It is recommended, although not compulsory,
that applicants use Form PCT/IB/372 for this, which
should be duly signed and preferably faxed to the fax
number indicated on that form. Withdrawals received
on this fax machine are monitored from Monday to
Friday until 6.00 pm, Geneva time, and processed
immediately. It is recalled that any notice of withdrawal
should be signed by all applicants (PCT Rule 90bis.5)
or by the duly appointed agent. If the notice has been
signed by the agent and a power of attorney has not
been submitted because the receiving Office has
waived the requirement to submit powers of attorney,

the necessary power(s) of attorney should be sub-
mitted together with the notice of withdrawal.

For further information on withdrawing the international
application, see PCT Applicant’s Guide, para-
graph 452, and PCT Rule 90bis. The withdrawal it-
self is free of charge, and by actively withdrawing the
application, you still do not have to pay the fees pay-
able on filing, and you are assured that your interna-
tional application will be withdrawn. You should, nev-
ertheless, check that your withdrawal is confirmed by
the authority with which the withdrawal was made.

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PCT Filings in 2006
The number of applications filed under
the PCT in 2006 reached approximately
145,300, representing an increase of
6.4% over 2005. These and the follow-
ing figures are estimates as the Inter-
national Bureau continues to receive,
throughout the first half of 2007, PCT ap-
plications which were filed with national
and regional Offices in 2006.

Applicants from the United States of
America filed the largest number of ap-
plications (34.1% of all applications), fol-
lowed by Japan (18.5%), Germany
(11.7%), the Republic of Korea (4.1%)
and France (4.1%). Applicants from the
member States of the European Patent
Convention, when grouped together, filed
33.8% of all international applications.

There was continued high growth in fil-
ings from North East Asia, in particular
from Japan, the Republic of Korea and
China. Japan again held second posi-
tion with 26,906 international applica-
tions, and the Republic of Korea and
China held their highest positions yet, in
fourth and eighth positions, respectively,
with 5,935 international applications
(26.6% more applications than in 2005)
filed by the applicants from the Republic
of Korea and 3,910 international appli-
cations (56.8% more than in 2005) filed
by applicants from China.

In 2006, a further five receiving Offices
announced that they were prepared to
receive and process international appli-
cations in electronic form, bringing the
total number of Offices that are prepared
to do this to 19 (see page 6 for a list of
those Offices). The number of applica-
tions filed electronically increased by
26.4%, and filings on electronic media
made up about 57% of all filings in 2006
(31% being filed fully electronically and
25% being filed using the PCT-EASY
functionality of the PCT-SAFE software).

Meeting of International Authorities
under the PCT
The fourteenth session of the Meeting of International
Authorities under the PCT was held in Geneva from
5 to 7 February 2007. All of the thirteen International
Searching and Preliminary Examining Authorities were
represented, including the recently appointed Nordic
Patent Institute.

Renewal of Agreements between the
International Authorities and the International
Bureau

The agreements between the International Authori-
ties and the International Bureau all expire on 31 De-
cember 2007. The Meeting discussed and exchanged
views on a new draft model agreement that will form
the basis of individual agreements between Interna-
tional Authorities and the International Bureau. The
new agreements would have effect from 1 January
2008 to 31 December 2017, subject to the approval
of the PCT Assembly in September–October 2007.

PCT International Search and Preliminary
Examination Guidelines

The Meeting agreed on proposed modifications to the
PCT International Search and Preliminary Examina-
tion Guidelines, subject to consequential modifications
to the Administrative Instructions and the Receiving
Office Guidelines which may be necessary as a re-
sult of the 1 April 2007 Rule changes.
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Quality Framework

The Meeting took note of the reports on quality man-
agement systems that had been submitted by all In-
ternational Authorities, and agreed that the templates
used provided a satisfactory basis for the preparation
of the reports. The Secretariat was requested to pre-
pare a draft report on the quality framework in accor-
dance with Chapter 21 of the PCT International Search
and Preliminary Examination Guidelines for submis-
sion to the PCT Assembly in September–October
2007.

PCT Reform

The Meeting reviewed relevant aspects of proposals
due to be discussed by the Working Group on Re-
form of the PCT from 23 to 27 April 2007. Of particu-
lar significance was:

• a proposal that would permit applicants to request
that the international search report be based on an
earlier national search; and

• the proposal, discussed at previous sessions of
the Working Group, to establish a system of supple-
mentary searches to be carried out by participating
International Searching Authorities, in addition to the
main international search.

Standard of Drawings

The Meeting had an exchange of views related to the
standard of drawings required for international search
and preliminary examination. The Meeting took note
of several examples of drawing defects and requested
the International Bureau to prepare proposals on mini-
mum drawing standards for submission to the Meet-
ing at its next session.

PCT Minimum Documentation

The Meeting agreed to restart the review of PCT mini-
mum documentation as a matter of priority.

Other matters

Other matters discussed by the International Authori-
ties include:

• the receipt of IPC codes from International Search-
ing Authorities;

• the receipt by the International Bureau of informa-
tion concerning demands for International Preliminary
Examination;

• the early provision of search-report information by
International Searching Authorities in order to stream-
line international publication; and

• the tagging of non-patent literature citations in
patent documents and the development of associated
standards.

Working Group on the Digital Access
Service for Priority Documents
Following approval by the Assemblies of the Paris
Union, the Patent Law Treaty (PLT) and the PCT Union
in October 2006 of the establishment of a digital ac-
cess service for priority documents (see PCT News-
letter 10/2006), the first session of the ad hoc Work-
ing Group on the Digital Access Service for Priority
Documents was held in Geneva from 7 to 9 February
2007. The Working Group agreed on principles and
discussed possible procedures, based on which the
International Bureau will set up a system allowing Paris
Convention requirements to be fulfilled by making
priority documents available in a digital library, instead
of requiring the applicant to provide certified copies
to each Office of second filing which requires them.

Comments are also invited from
interested parties on the requirements of such a sys-
tem through an electronic forum. See:

The second session is expected to be held from
30 April to 3 May 2007 and will aim to finalize the rec-
ommendations concerning the administration of the
service. Further details on this subject will be included
in a future edition of the PCT Newsletter.

• when you click into a field, an example of what to
search for will appear to the right of the field, for ex-
ample, “e.g. hovercraft” in the bibliographic front page;

• the search fields have been reordered so that the
most-used options are easier to find;

• when you have finished entering your terms, press
Search or Enter (on your keyboard) to begin the
search.
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You can still enter as many fields as you want to (re-
member to choose the appropriate operator such as
AND and OR from the left hand column).

Reminder About Procedure for Paying
RO/IB fees by Credit Card
As indicated in PCT Newsletter No. 08/2006, on the
cover page, it is now possible to pay by credit card
the various fees due to the International Bureau as
receiving Office (RO/IB). It is recalled that if the inter-
national application is filed using the PCT-SAFE soft-
ware, whether it is filed wholly in electronic form or
filed on paper with the request in PCT-EASY format,
the new version of the software provides for a secure
means for furnishing the credit card details to the
RO/IB.

It is recalled that the use of Form PCT/RO/197 (“Credit
card payment to the International Bureau as receiv-
ing Office”) should be limited to international applica-
tions filed on paper or to those filed using the PCT-
SAFE software when the fees are paid at a later date
than at the time of filing, or to the exceptional case
where the fees for applications filed using the PCT-
SAFE software have been underpaid, and the appli-
cant needs to pay the missing amount by credit card.

It is also recalled that if the payment is not being made
using the PCT-SAFE software, only PCT/RO/197
should be used for submission of credit card infor-
mation - no other form or document should be used.

Practical Advice
Data analysis of published international ap-
plications
Q:  I would like to carry out research in patenting
trends, and would like to know whether it is possible
to obtain information on PCT filing trends, such as
applications filed by applicant during a particular pe-
riod of time, and applications filed by country in a par-
ticular field of technology. Is there a tool for creating
such customized profiles?

A:  It is recalled that a variety of data on PCT applica-
tions (for example, top applicants, country of origin of
the application, fields of technology) is available in
the Statistical Indicators Reports, the Yearly Reviews
of the PCT and the list of top PCT applicants at:
www.wipo.int/ipstats/en/statistics/pct/index.html. How-
ever, these sources contain only information for cer-
tain pre-specified criteria. The PatentScope Search
Service can be used for obtaining a variety of infor-
mation on published PCT applications for any cho-
sen criteria for which data is available, and has re-
cently been further complemented by a  graphics func-
tion, which enables users to perform more custom-
ized analysis. The type of information obtainable us-
ing the PatentScope Search Service and its graphics
function are described below.

PatentScope Search Service

With the PatentScope Search Service you can per-
form a search by one element, or by a combination of
different elements, by typing the necessary informa-
tion in the box(es) in the Structured, Simple or Ad-
vanced Search pages at: www.wipo.int/pctdb/en/. For
example, to obtain data on a particular applicant, type
in the applicant’s name in the appropriate box of the
(default) Structured search box. You will then obtain a
list of all international applications published by that
applicant. For instance, if we take the PCT’s biggest
filer, Philips, a list of over 19,000 published applica-
tions are obtained.

Here are some examples of the kinds of things you
can search for, noting that all searches can be nar-
rowed down to a particular period of time, or a par-
ticular date of publication:

1. The country of origin of published international
applications (that is, the country of residence of the
applicants or assignees of the application), for in-
stance, you can search for applications originating
from a given country, or you can find out which coun-
tries are developing a particular technology, for ex-
ample, integrated circuits (for further information on
fields of technology, see 3., below).

2. The number of international applications published
in the name of a given applicant. This information can
be broken down by the different variants of the
applicant’s name (for example, if data on “Philips” is
requested, the list will include, amongst others:
Koninklijke Philips Electronics N.V., Philips Intellec-
tual Property & Standards GmbH, and Philips Semi-
conductors, Inc.). The results given will also include
cases where the applicant in question is an assignee
(that is, where an international application has been
assigned by another applicant to that applicant).

3. International applications by field of technology. For
example, you can find out the number of international
applications published in a particular field of technol-
ogy, that is, by IPC subclass (the first four characters
of the IPC classification). You can also find out which
applicant filed the most international applications in a
given field of technology, for example, which appli-
cant filed the most applications relating to pharma-
ceuticals such as antimalarial drugs. By carrying out
a search by applicant, third parties can find out about
the inventive activity of a particular applicant. Note
that one international application may be counted
under several IPC subclasses.

4. Searches for inventions by keywords describing
the invention, such as “Type II Collagen”. This could
be useful when you do not know the IPC subclass for
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a given technology. For example, you could find out
which IPC subclasses are given to technologies as-
sociated with bicycles by typing in the word “bicycles”
in the keywords box.

5. Searches by inventor, for example the number of
international applications published in the name of a
particular inventor, or the fields of technology in which
a particular inventor is working.

6. Searches by agent, for example the number and/
or fields of technology of international applications filed
by a particular agent

For help with more advanced searches , for example,
searching by date range, consult “Search Help” from
the list of shortcuts on the initial search page, or go
to:

www.wipo.int/pctdb/en/help-search-adv.jsp

New graphics function

Bearing in mind that searches giving a large number
of results may be difficult to analyze, the graphics func-
tion has been developed to display the results in vari-
ous ways at the click of a button. It gives anybody
access to data regarding published international ap-
plications in the form of four graphical charts orga-
nized by year of publication, country of origin, appli-
cant name and IPC subclass. This new feature is
found on the search results page after searching the
relevant information using the Structured, Simple or
Advanced Search at www.wipo.int/pctdb/en/.

Once you have obtained your list of applications, on
the right hand side of the screen you will see a button
which resembles a graph  

If you click on this you will obtain graphical charts,
each with an independent scroll bar. Graphics can be
generated very quickly for the results of any search,
however searches of larger amounts of data will take
a little longer.

To narrow down the graphics further, for example, to
re-analyze the graphic but only for the top three coun-
tries and the top applicant (where there are several
applicants listed), click to highlight each item of inter-
est (use the Ctrl key on your keyboard to select more
than one entry from a table) then press the Re-ana-

lyze button near the top of the screen. Where you
have restricted your search in this way, you will be
able to see confirmation of the way the search has
been restricted by hovering over the word “restrictions”
at the top. Any of the data obtained can be copied by
the user into their own files. To carry out a completely
new search, return to the original search page, and
click on “reset”.

Users of this new feature should be aware of the fol-
lowing:

• The feature extracts and downloads large volumes
of data from PatentScope to your local computer. For
this reason, it may take several seconds to display
the graphics, and the system is limited to display-
ing 20,000 results.

• In the case of an applicant search, the initial search
will list all applicants with a given name. The graph-
ics data obtained after clicking on the graphics func-
tion tab will only give information on the first-named
applicants in the request. Note that, if the inventor is
also listed as an applicant only for the purposes of
certain designations, for example, in the case of an
applicant/inventor for the purposes of the US desig-
nation, the applicant/inventor will not be included in
the graphics.

• The way in which you type the name of the appli-
cant may affect your search results, for example
“Philips” will get more results than “Koninklijke Philips
Electronics N.V.” because it may include different
branches of Philips, and the way in which the
applicant’s name was indicated in the request form
may vary. Note that typing “Philips” will also list any
applicants who are natural persons and whose family
name is Philips.

• Where the same IPC subclass is listed multiple
times for the same international application, the IPC
subclass is counted only once, for example if an in-
ternational application is listed under B64C 27/20 and
B64C 29/00, the subclass B64C will only be counted
once and not twice.

The following Tables show the amounts and currencies of the main PCT fees which are payable to the receiving Offices (ROs) and the
International Preliminary Examining Authorities (IPEAs) during the international phase under Chapter I (Tables I(a) and I(b)) and under
Chapter II (Table II). Fees which are payable only in particular circumstances are not shown; nor are details of certain reductions and refunds
which may be available; such information can be found in the PCT Applicant’s Guide, Annexes C, D and E. Note that all amounts are subject to
change due to variations in the fees themselves or fluctuations in exchange rates. The international filing fee may be reduced by CHF 100
under certain circumstances where the request is prepared using the PCT-EASY features of the PCT-SAFE software or by CHF 200 or 300
where the international application is filed in electronic form, as prescribed; see Item 3(a), (b) and (c) of the Schedule of Fees (annexed to the
Regulations under the PCT) and the PCT Applicant’s Guide, paragraph 202(A). A 75% reduction in the international filing fee (including the fee
per sheet over 30) and the handling fee, as well as an exemption from the transmittal fee payable to the International Bureau as receiving
Office, is also available to applicants from certain States—see footnotes 2 and 12. (Note that if the CHF 100, 200 or 300 reduction, as the case
may be, and the 75% reduction are applicable, the 75% reduction is calculated after the CHF 100, 200 or 300 reduction.) The footnotes to the
Fee Tables follow Table II.

Using the search index to obtain information
on national phase entries

The PatentScope search service has been updated
so that it is now possible to perform a search based
on PCT national phase entry information.

It is recalled that a number of patent offices (currently
27) notify WIPO of the PCT international applications
that have entered the national phase, as well as other
information relating to the national phase. Any user
can search such information from the PatentScope
database by using the four new search indexes that
are shown in the table below.

The search indexes can be further combined using
Boolean AND and OR operators. For example, to
search for PCT international applications filed by appli-

cants from France and entering the national phase in
Australia, the search expression below can be used:

ARE/FR AND NPCC/AU

The following points should be noted when searching
and using PCT national phase information:

• The data supplied to WIPO may be incomplete or
contain inaccuracies. Therefore the absence of data
should not be treated as evidence that no patent ap-
plication was filed before the office concerned. Users
are encouraged to contact the national offices directly
in case of doubt.

• The data in the PatentScope database does not
cover all offices or all periods of time. Users should
check the country coverage  carefully (see:
www.wipo.int/pctdb/en/nationalphase.jsp).

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Practical Advice

Change regarding the size of the text in the inter-
national application

Q:  I have seen that with the rule change package
that will enter into force on 1 April 2007, there is a
new minimum size for text matter in the international
application of 0.28 cm height for capital letters. I will
soon be filing an international application, the descrip-
tion and claims of which have already been prepared
in Times New Roman font with a 10 point font size
with the result that the capital letters are less than the
minimum 0.28 cm high. Why was this change in the
requirement for the height of the letters made? If the
international application is filed in its current format
on or after 1 April 2007, will I receive an invitation to
correct the size of the text? Are there any other
changes to the physical requirements of international
applications that I should be aware of?

A:  PCT Rule 11.9(d) has been amended with effect
from 1 April 2007, so as to increase the minimum
height of capital letters in the text matter of the inter-
national application from 0.21 cm to 0.28 cm. This
new height would be approximately equivalent to a
Times New Roman 12 point font, and applies to any
text matter of the international application except for
the request, noting that the request as such is not
published.

Although many applicants already use a larger font
size and thereby already meet the new minimum
height requirements, it was deemed necessary to
change the current minimum height requirement,
which dates back to a time when typewriters were
used rather than computers. Increasing the minimum
height requirement will increase the accuracy of cap-
ture where modern information and communications
technology is used in the processing of PCT applica-
tions. This is the case where international applica-
tions have been filed on paper and are converted into
electronic form, for example, by way of scanning and
subsequent further conversion from image files to text
files through Optical Character Recognition (OCR)
(which is the way in which all international applica-
tions filed on paper are processed at the International
Bureau). The accuracy of an OCR conversion is in-
versely proportional to the size of the text being
scanned, and it has been found that the OCR of ap-
plications filed using the minimum size of 0.21 cm
result in electronic files which contain numerous er-
rors which have to be corrected before they can be
properly searched, examined and published.

It has been found that scans of applications using a
font size having a capital letter height of no less than
0.28 cm result in an acceptable level of OCR accu-
racy. Moreover, a larger font size is also much easier
for people to read (scientific studies have shown that
the ideal font size is 11 or 12).

If the text size in your international application is be-
low the new minimum size of 0.28 cm, you will nor-
mally be invited by the receiving Office to correct the
defect because of the above-mentioned negative con-
sequences of having text that is too small to be
scanned effectively.

Note, however, that now that international publication
is in electronic form, many of the other physical de-
fects which may have resulted in invitations to correct
during the times of paper publication may no longer
have that result, due to the fact that they are not as
detrimental to the publication process. It is recalled
that, according to PCT Rule 26.3, the physical require-
ments under PCT Rule 11 will be checked only to the
extent that compliance therewith is necessary for the
purpose of reasonable uniform international publica-
tion. Therefore invitations to correct physical require-
ments are not normally issued in respect of many of
the minor defects, for example, if the line spacing is
not set at one and a half, or if the page numbering is
not centered.

None of the other requirements under PCT Rule 11
will change on 1 April 2007. However, because of the
difficulty that OCR scanners have in recognizing hand-
written characters, PCT Rule 26.4 has been amended
so as to no longer permit corrections to the interna-
tional application by hand. Therefore, in the case of a
correction of any element of the international applica-
tion other than the request, the applicant will be re-
quired, as from 1 April 2007, to submit a replacement
sheet embodying the correction together with an ac-
companying letter drawing attention to the differences
between the replaced sheet and the replacement
sheet. As far as any correction to the request form is
concerned, such correction may be stated in a letter,
without the need to submit a replacement sheet, if
that correction is of such a nature that it can be trans-
ferred from the letter to the request without adversely
affecting the clarity and the direct reproducibility of
the sheet onto which the correction is to be trans-
ferred.

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How to Make Use of Incorporation by
Reference if using old Request Form

by reference” statement. Note, however, that if you
do wish to make use of the statement of incorpora-
tion by reference under amended PCT Rule 4.18, and
the use of the new request form causes problems for
you, for example, if the old version of the request form
has already been signed by the applicant(s) and you
do not wish to ask the applicant(s) to sign it again,
you have the possibility of doing one of the following,
provided the statement, in whatever form it takes, is
contained in, or submitted with, the international
application:

• using all pages of the April 2007 request form (in-
cluding the second sheet containing the incorpora-
tion by reference statement) except for the page from
the old form containing the applicant’s signature;

• using all pages of the old request form except for
the second sheet, which you take from the new re-
quest form; or

• filing with the international application a separate
statement of incorporation of reference.

Even though it is preferable to make use of the most
up-to-date version of the request form, you are not
obliged to do this. If it wishes to do so, the receiving
Office may, however, request you to replace the old
version of the request form with the current version.

Change to the Publication Schedule
Publication of 18 May 2007

Due to the fact that Thursday, 17 May 2007, will be a
non-working day at WIPO, the PCT applications which
would normally have been published on that day, as
well as any Official Notices (PCT Gazette) which would
normally have been published on that day, will be pub-
lished on Friday, 18 May 2007 (publication no. 20/2007).

Full text search range broadened

On 26 March 2007, the PatentScope database was
extended, in the case of the Latin character languages
(English, French, Spanish, and German), to allow
users to search full text data from 1978 (the first year
that international applications were published) to
present day. Prior to 26 March 2007, it was possible
to search the full text of claims and descriptions back
to July 1998.

The full text data includes all published text of PCT
international applications (including bibliographic data,
descriptions and claims) that were filed in English,
French, Spanish or German. This 20-year extension
of availability of claims and descriptions means us-
ers will get more results than searching front page
bibliographic data only. Searches of full text can be
carried out in the following ways:

• in the default Structured Search interface: choose
"Any Field".

• in the Advanced Search interface: choose "Full
text"

• in the Simple Search interface: precede your text
with the field codes CL/ (to search claims) and DE/
(to search descriptions). Text not preceded by a field
code will search only the front page bibliographic data
in the Simple Search interface.

Notice to Users of the EPO's epoline
Online Filing Software
Applicants who file international applications in elec-
tronic form via the European Patent Office's epoline
Online Filing Software on or after 1 April 2007 should
be aware that, due to some delays in the implemen-
tation of the April 2007 Rule changes and in view of
the necessary time for the incorporation of the
changes made in this context to the PCT request into
the epoline  Online Filing Software, an update of that
software which includes the April 2007 Rule changes
will most likely only be available some weeks after
1 April 2007.

As a result, applicants using the epoline  Online Fil-
ing Software for the filing of international applications
between 1 April 2007 and the time when the updated
software becomes available, will not as easily be able
to take advantage of some of the new features of the
1 April 2007 Rule changes. This concerns primarily
the possibility to incorporate by reference missing el-
ements or parts into the international application
(amended PCT Rule 20). In order to rely on the incor-
poration by reference, pursuant to PCT Rules 4.18
and 20, a statement of incorporation by reference
needs to be included in the request at the time of fil-
ing, or if not contained in the request on that date, it
has to be otherwise contained in, or submitted with,
the international application.

Both the paper request form and the request in the
PCT-SAFE software (fully electronic and PCT-EASY
mode) will include such a statement as of 1 April  2007.
Applicants using the epoline  Online Filing Software
will, however, not have such a statement included in
the software until the PCT plug-in is updated, and if
they wish to make use of the new Rule, they should
add such a statement either in the request (as an
Annotation or Remark) or as a separate document
submitted together with the international appli-
cation.

Practical Advice
Restoration of the right of priority where the in-
ternational application is filed more than
12 months from the filing date of the earlier appli-
cation whose priority is claimed.
Q:  I am just about to file an international application
in which the priority of an earlier national application
is claimed. Unfortunately, however, I have missed the
12-month priority period as the earlier application was
filed 12 months and two weeks ago. Is it possible to
restore the right of priority, and if so, how do I do this?

A:  Amendments to the PCT Regulations have been
made, with effect from 1 April 2007, to enable the
applicant to restore the right of priority of an earlier
filed application if the international application is filed
outside the priority period (that is, after the expiration
of 12 months from the filing date of the earlier appli-
cation whose priority is claimed (PCT Rule 2.4)), pro-
vided that the international application is filed within
two months from the date on which the priority period
expired. For example, if your earlier application had
been filed on 1 March 2006, the priority period would
have expired on 1 March 2007, and, provided your
international application is filed by 1 May 2007, it may
still be possible for you to request the restoration of
the right of priority.

If you include the priority claim and you do not re-
quest the restoration of the right of priority, the receiv-
ing Office, provided that that Office has not notified
the International Bureau (IB) of the incompatibility of
PCT Rule 26bis.3 with its national law (for a list of
such Offices, see: www.wipo.int/pct/en/texts/reserva-
tions/res_incomp.pdf), may notify you of the possibil-
ity of submitting to the receiving Office a request to
restore the right of priority by way of revised Form
PCT/RO/110 ("Invitation to Correct Priority Claim and/
or Notification of Possibility to Request Restoration
of the Right of Priority").

Such a request for the restoration of the right of prior-
ity may be made, subject to certain conditions, during
the international phase before the receiving Office
(PCT Rule 26bis.3), or later, during the national phase,
before the designated Office (PCT Rule 49ter.2). The
conditions and procedures applicable before each
authority are discussed, separately, below.

(A)  Request for the restoration of the right of
priority during the international phase

PCT Rule 26bis.3 "Restoration of the Right of Pri-
ority by Receiving Office"

It may be more beneficial for applicants to request
the restoration of the right of priority initially during
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the international phase with the receiving Office, as
the decision of the receiving Office may have effect in
many of the designated Offices. Note, however, that
it is not possible to restore the priority claim be-
fore the receiving Office in all situations, and it is
not possible to do so before all receiving Offices
- there are several conditions which must be met, and
actions that must be taken, as described below:

(1) The international application must be filed on or
after 1 April 2007 (the date of entry into force of the
new rule).

(2) The receiving Office with which the international
application is filed should be one which has not filed
a notice under PCT Rule 26bis.3(j) of the incompat-
ibility of PCT Rule 26bis.3(a) to (i) with its national
law - requests for the restoration of the right of priority
should not be made before the receiving Offices of
the States and intergovernmental organization that
have notified the IB of such incompatibility1. If the re-
ceiving Office with which you normally file is one of
these Offices, you have the usual option of filing your
international application with the IB as receiving Of-
fice (RO/IB), which does allow for the restoration of
the right of priority. Notwithstanding, if you do file an
application with a receiving Office which has notified
the IB of such incompatibility, the receiving Office may
apply the procedure under PCT Rule 19.4(a)(iii)
whereby it will transmit the application to RO/IB.

Furthermore, even if a receiving Office has notified
the IB of the incompatibility of PCT Rule 26bis.3 with
its national law, PCT Rule 26bis.2(c)(iii), which is ap-
plicable in respect of all receiving Offices, provides
that a priority claim shall not be considered void if the
international filing date is within two months from the
date on which the priority period expired. Also, the
date of the earlier application will serve as a basis to
calculate time limits during the international phase.

(3) Depending on the criteria applied by the receiv-
ing Office2, one of the following criteria for restoration
must be satisfied:

a) the failure to file the international application within
the priority period occurred in spite of due care re-
quired by the circumstances having being taken;
or

b) the failure to file the international application within
the priority period was unintentional.

Note that some receiving Offices will, if the applicant
so requests, apply both criteria - first “due care” and
then the more lenient “unintentional”.

If conditions (1) and (2) are met and you think that the
applicable criterion for restoration of the right of prior-
ity under (3) can be satisfied, the following actions
must be taken, where applicable:

(4) The request for restoration of the right of priority
(hereinafter: “request for restoration”) must be filed
with the receiving Office within the time limit of two
months from the expiration of the priority period; if
made at the time of filing the international applica-
tion, it should preferably be made by using the Sec-
tion provided for this purpose in Box No. VI “Priority
Claim” of the request form dated 1 April 2007. If filed
separately, it can be submitted in a letter (there is no
specific form for this).

(5) The request for restoration must be supplemented
by a statement explaining the reasons for failure to
file the international application within the priority pe-
riod. That statement should indicate, for each earlier
application concerned, the filing date, the earlier ap-
plication number and the name or two-letter code of
the country, Member of the World Trade Organiza-
tion, regional Office or receiving Office. Then, for each
earlier application concerned, the applicant should
state the reasons for the failure to file the interna-
tional application within the priority period (PCT Rules
26bis.3(a) and 26bis.3(b)(ii)).

(6) Some receiving Offices2 may require the payment
of a fee, which should be paid within the time limit of
two months from the expiration of the priority period
(PCT Rule 26bis.3(e)).

(7) Some receiving Offices2 may require the furnish-
ing, within a reasonable time limit, of a declaration or
other evidence in support of the statement of reasons
(PCT Rule 26bis.3(f)). This should preferably be sub-
mitted to the receiving Office together with the request
for restoration.

Note that the time limit for submitting the request for
restoration and/or, if applicable, the fee payable there-
for, may be less than two months from the expiration
of the priority period where the applicant makes a re-
quest for early publication under PCT Article 21(2)(b),
in which case they should be submitted before the
completion of technical preparations for publication
(PCT Rule 26bis.3(e)).

For the restoration of the right of priority to be effec-
tive, the receiving Office must find that the criterion
applied by it has been satisfied. When the receiving
Office has made a decision on the request for resto-
ration, it will notify the applicant and the International
Bureau of its decision and of the criterion for restora-
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tion upon which the decision was based (PCT
Rule 26bis.3(h)(iii)). It is important to note that even if
the receiving Office restores the priority claim, the va-
lidity of the priority claim in the national phase cannot
be assured (see further details about the designated
office, below).

Rule 49ter.1 "Effect of Restoration of Right of Pri-
ority by Receiving Office" on designated Office

(1) Where the right of priority has been restored by
the receiving Office:

The restoration of the right of priority by the receiving
Office is, in principle, binding on the designated Of-
fice, but a limited review by the latter is possible.
Whether the designated Office accepts the decision
of the receiving Office will depend on:

(a) whether the designated Office has notified the IB
of the incompatibility of PCT Rule 49ter.1 with its na-
tional law - if it is one of the Offices of the States or
intergovernmental organization which has notified the
IB of such incompatibility3  it does not have to accept
that decision;

(b) for all other designated Offices, it will depend on
the criterion/criteria for restoration used by the receiv-
ing Office:

• any right of priority which has been restored using
the "in spite of due care" criterion is effective, subject
to PCT Rule 49ter.1(c) and (d), in all such designated
Offices;

• any right of priority which has been restored using
the "unintentional" criterion is effective, subject to PCT
Rule 49ter.1(c) and (d), in all such designated Offices
which, under their applicable national law, apply that
criterion or a criterion which, from the viewpoint of
the applicant, is more favorable.

(2) Where the request for restoration of the right of
priority has been refused by the receiving Office:

No designated State is bound by the decision of the
receiving Office; any designated Office may consider
the request for restoration submitted to the receiving
Office to be a request for restoration submitted to it
as designated Office under PCT Rule 49ter.2(a). It is
recalled that even if the receiving Office refused to
restore the right of priority, the priority claim will not
be considered void during the international phase (see
PCT Rule 26bis.2(c)(iii)).

(B)  Request for the restoration of the right
of priority during the national phase

Rule 49ter.2 "Restoration of Right of Priority by
Designated Office"
According to PCT Rule 49ter.2, where the interna-
tional application claims the priority of an earlier ap-

plication and has an international filing date which is
later than the date on which the priority period ex-
pired but within the period of two months from that
date, the designated Office will, on the request of the
applicant, restore the right of priority if the Office finds
that a criterion for restoration applied by it is satisfied.
You may want to request the restoration of the right of
priority in the national phase, rather than in the inter-
national phase, in the following situations:

• if the receiving Office was one of those which have
declared that PCT Rule 26bis.3 is incompatible with
its national law, and the international application was
not transmitted to the IB as receiving Office under
PCT Rule 19.4;

• if the receiving Office refused the request for res-
toration; or

• if you simply did not request the restoration of the
right of priority during the international phase.

If you request the restoration of the priority right be-
fore the designated Office, there are several condi-
tions which must be met and actions that must be
taken, as described below:

(1) The international application must be filed on or
after 1 April 2007, or, if the international application
was filed before 1 April 2007, the acts referred to in
PCT Article 22(1) must be performed on or after 1 April
2007.

(2) The request for restoration must be filed within a
time limit of one month from the applicable time limit
under PCT Article 22. As was indicated above, even
where the receiving Office has refused to restore the
right of priority, the priority claim remains in the appli-
cation and time limits will be calculated from the filing
date of the priority claim which has not been restored,
including the time limit under PCT Article 22.

(3) That request should state the reasons for the fail-
ure to file the international application within the pri-
ority period and, where applicable before the desig-
nated Office concerned2, be accompanied by any
declaration or other evidence required and a fee.

(4) The designated Office will restore the right of pri-
ority if it finds that the criterion for restoration applied
by it2 is satisfied.

(5) It may not be possible to restore the right of prior-
ity before a designated Office if it is the Office of one
of the States or intergovernmental organization which
has notified the IB of the incompatibility of PCT
Rule 49ter.2 with its national law3.
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A table showing information furnished to the IB by
receiving Offices and designated Offices on the crite-
rion/criteria applied by them, and on whether a fee is
payable and/or whether other evidence is required in
support of the request for restoration is under prepa-
ration and will be published shortly on the PCT Re-
sources page of PatentScope. Information on the cri-
teria applied by, and the requirements of the Offices
will also be published shortly in the PCT Applicant's
Guide, Annex C, and will be notified in the PCT News-
letter and the Official Notices (PCT Gazette) as and
when the IB is notified of those requirements or of
any changes to them.

Working Group on Reform of
the PCT
The ninth session of the Working Group
on Reform of the PCT was held in
Geneva from 23 to 26 April 2007.

Recommendations for Amend-
ments to the Regulations

The Working Group approved proposed
amendments to the Regulations, with a
view to their submission to the PCT As-
sembly for consideration at its next ses-
sion, in September/October 2007, to per-
mit the applicant to request that the In-
ternational Searching Authority take into
account the results of an earlier search
by another Office. This would be similar
to the current possibility of taking into
account a search which the Office act-
ing as International Searching Authority
had conducted itself.

Also approved for submission to the As-
sembly were minor amendments to PCT

Rule 29.1 (for clarification) and to PCT
Rule 26bis.3(d) (to permit a receiving Of-
fice to extend the time limit for payment
of a fee for requesting restoration of the
right of priority).

While the Working Group reached
agreement on what would be an appro-
priate set of amendments to the Regu-
lations in order to implement a system
of optional supplementary international
searches as part of the international
phase, there was no consensus that
such a system was desirable, and thus
no consensus to submit proposed
amendments of the Regulations imple-
menting such a system to the PCT As-
sembly for consideration at its next ses-
sion.

Future Work

The Working Group noted that, while
there would be an ongoing need to as-
sess and adapt the Regulations to
changing needs, there were no items re-
maining on its agenda which related to

Requesting Changes under PCT
Rule 92bis in Respect of Multiple PCT
Applications
In cases where the recording of a change under PCT
Rule 92bis concerning the applicant, inventor or the
agent is to be requested in respect of a number of
different international applications, applicants or their
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agents sending such requests to the International
Bureau (IB) should preferably do so by way of a single
letter in which the PCT application numbers concerned
are listed (either in the body of the letter or in an at-
tachment) rather than sending a separate letter for
each international application concerned. Not only
would this normally reduce the workload of the appli-
cant/agent concerned, but it also facilitates the pro-
cedure at the IB where the change is then recorded
for all applications concerned at the same time.

When sending such requests, please take note of the
following:

• the listing of the PCT application numbers con-
cerned is very important – it is not sufficient to sim-
ply request the change “in respect of all international
applications filed by the applicant/agent”;

• should any of the other agents from a firm be han-
dling different international applications, separate
requests should be sent by each agent in respect
of the international applications they are handling.

In order to ensure that the change is recorded
promptly, the request for recording of changes should
be sent direct to the IB, rather than to the receiving
Office*, and should be sent by fax to the general PCT
fax number: +41–22 338 82 70 (it is not necessary to
send a confirmation copy by mail).

New Contact Numbers for Processing
Teams at the International Bureau
The processing of international applications at the
International Bureau (IB) is carried out by 12 teams
(including the team which carries out the functions of
the IB as receiving Office). Each team now has its
own central contact details (phone and fax numbers
and e-mail address) and calls and messages to that
central point can be accessed by the whole team. The
central contact details will be indicated on PCT Forms
sent to applicants, agents, offices and authorities, to-
gether with the name of the authorized officer con-
cerned. The advantage of the central contact is that if
the authorized officer is absent there will be some-

one available to answer the enquiry every working
day, throughout the day.

By typing the PCT application number in the box pro-
vided, the contact details of the team and the name
of the supervisor in charge of the application will be
given.

Practical Advice
Later furnishing of missing elements or parts of
the international application
Q:  I recently filed an international application in which
a number of pages of the description were inadvert-
ently omitted. The application claimed the priority of
an earlier national application filed on 25 April 2006.
Is it possible to submit those missing pages without
affecting the international filing date which was origi-
nally accorded (4 April 2007), and if so, what must I
do?

A:  Following the recent entry into force of amend-
ments to the PCT Regulations concerning the incor-
poration by reference of missing elements or parts of
the international application, it is possible for you to
submit the missing pages of the description without
affecting your international filing date, provided that
certain conditions are met (further details follow).
Amended PCT Rule 20 enables the inclusion of acci-
dentally omitted elements of the international appli-
cation referred to in PCT Article 11(1)(iii)(d) or (e) (that
is, the whole of the description or the whole of the
claims) or parts of the international application (that
is, part of the description, part of the claims or part or
all of the pages of drawings) that were completely
contained in an earlier filed application, the priority of
which is claimed in the international application, with-
out affecting the international filing date. Those
amendments entered into force on 1 April 2007 and
are applicable in respect of international applications
filed on or after that date (hence they will not apply to
international applications in respect of which one or
more elements referred to in PCT Article 11(1)(iii) were
first received by the receiving Office before 1 April
2007).

In order to make use of this new incorporation by ref-
erence procedure, the following requirements must
be met:

(1) the priority of the earlier filed application must
have been claimed in the international application;
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(2) the missing element or part must be completely
contained in the earlier application concerned (PCT
Rule 20.6(b));

(3) the request must contain the statement of incor-
poration by reference under PCT Rule 4.18, which is
preprinted in the request form dated 1 April 20071 or,
if that version of the request form was not used, a
separate statement of incorporation by reference must
have been filed together with the international appli-
cation;

(4) confirmation of the incorporation by a written no-
tice submitted to the receiving Office, stating that the
element or part is incorporated by reference in the
international application. The time limit for doing this
is two months from the date on which one or more
elements referred to in PCT Article 11(1)(iii) were first
received by the receiving Office, or, where the receiv-
ing Office has issued an invitation to correct the ap-
plication, two months from the date of that invitation
(see PCT Rule 20.7)2. The notice of confirmation
should be accompanied by:

(a) the missing sheet or sheets which contain
the element or part as contained in the priority
application;

(b) a (simple) copy of the earlier application as
filed, unless such copy has already been submit-
ted in the form of the priority document under
Rule 17.1(a), (b) or (b-bis);

(c) a translation of the earlier application, if
required (see PCT Rule 20.6(a)(iii)); and

(d) in the case of a missing part, an indication
as to where in the earlier application (and, if
applicable, where in the translation) the missing
part is contained.

Note that if the applicant does not realize that an ele-
ment or part of the international application is miss-
ing but the receiving Office does so when determin-
ing whether the application fulfills the requirements
of Article 11(1) and/or when checking whether the in-
ternational application complies with the formality re-
quirements of the PCT, it will invite the applicant ei-
ther:

(1) in the case of a missing element:

(a) to furnish the missing element as a correc-
tion under PCT Article 11(2), in which case the
international filing date will be the date of receipt
by the receiving Office of the missing element
(assuming that all other Article 11(1) require-
ments are fulfilled) (see Rule 20.3(b)(i)); or,
alternatively,

(b) to confirm in accordance with Rule 20.6 the
incorporation by reference of the missing
element, in which case the missing element will
be considered to have been contained in the
international application on the date on which
one or more elements referred to in
Article 11(1)(iii) were first received, and the
international filing date will be the date on which
all of the requirements of Article 11(1) are
fulfilled (see Rule 20.3(b)(ii)); or

(2) in the case of a missing part:

(a) to complete the international application by
furnishing the missing part, in which case:

(i) if no international filing date has yet been
accorded, the missing part will be included
in the international application and the
international filing date will be the date on
which all requirements of Article 11(1) are
fulfilled (see Rule 20.5(b));  or

(ii) if an international filing date has already
been accorded, the missing part will be
included in the international application and
the international filing date corrected to the
date on which the missing part was received
by the receiving Office (see Rule 20.5(c));
in this case, the applicant has the option,
however, of maintaining the original filing
date by requesting that the missing part be
disregarded (see PCT Rule 20.5(e));

(b) to confirm in accordance with Rule 20.6 the
incorporation by reference of the missing part, in
which case the missing part will be considered to
have been contained in the international applica-
tion on the date on which one or more elements
referred to in Article 11(1)(iii) were first received,
and the international filing date will be the date
on which all of the requirements of Article 11(1)
are fulfilled (see Rule 20.5(d)).

Designated (and elected) Offices may, to a limited
extent, review the decisions by receiving Offices to
allow incorporation by reference (see PCT
Rule 82ter.1(b) to (d)).

It is important to note that a number of receiving Of-
fices3 and designated Offices4 have notified the Inter-
national Bureau (IB) of the incompatibility of certain
PCT Rules relating to incorporation by reference of
missing elements or parts with the national law ap-
plied by those Offices. Consequently, those receiving
Offices which have so notified the IB will not apply the
Regulations concerning incorporation by reference but
instead, in the case of the later furnishing of a miss-
ing element or part:

(a) accord a later international filing date; or

(b) in the case of a missing part, correct the
international filing date so that it is the date of
receipt of the missing part, leaving the applicant
the option, however, of maintaining the original
filing date by requesting that the missing part be
disregarded (PCT Rule 20.5(e)).

Similarly, those designated Offices which have so
notified the IB may treat the international application,
in the case of the later furnishing of a missing ele-
ment or part:

(c) as if the international application had been
accorded a later international filing date under
Rule 20.3(b)(i) or 20.5(b); or

(d) in the case of a missing part, as if the
international filing date had been corrected
under Rule 20.5(c), in which case the desig-
nated (or elected) Office must, however, give the
applicant the opportunity to maintain the original
filing date by requesting that the missing part be
disregarded (PCT Rule 82ter.1(d)).

Footnotes to Practical Advice:
1. If you filed your international application in electronic form,

you should check with your receiving Office whether the
software you used at the time of filing had been updated
to include that statement.

2. If a notice confirming the incorporation by reference of an
element is received by the receiving Office after the expi-
ration of the applicable time limit under PCT Rule 20.7(a)
but before that Office notifies the applicant under PCT
Rule 20.4(i) that the application will not be treated as an
international application, that applicant’s notice will be con-
sidered to have been received within that time limit (PCT
Rule 20.7(b)).

3. The receiving Offices of the following States and intergov-
ernmental organization have notified the IB under PCT
Rule 20.8(a) of the incompatibility of PCT Rules 20.3(a)(ii)
and (b)(ii), 20.5(a)(ii) and (d) and 20.6 with the national
law applied by them:  Belgium, Cuba, Czech Republic,
Germany, Hungary, Indonesia, Italy, Japan, Mexico, the
Philippines, the Republic of Korea, Spain and the Euro-
pean Patent Office.

4. The designated Offices of the following States and inter-
governmental organization have notified the IB under PCT
Rule 20.8(b) of the incompatibility of PCT Rules 20.3(a)(ii)
and (b)(ii), 20.5(a)(ii) and (d) and 20.6 with the national
law applied by them:  China, Cuba, Czech Republic, Ger-
many, Hungary, Indonesia, Japan, Lithuania, Mexico, the
Philippines, the Republic of Korea, Spain, Turkey and the
European Patent Office.

The following Tables show the amounts and currencies of the main PCT fees which are payable to the receiving Offices (ROs) and the
International Preliminary Examining Authorities (IPEAs) during the international phase under Chapter I (Tables I(a) and I(b)) and under
Chapter II (Table II). Fees which are payable only in particular circumstances are not shown; nor are details of certain reductions and refunds
which may be available; such information can be found in the PCT Applicant’s Guide, Annexes C, D and E. Note that all amounts are subject to
change due to variations in the fees themselves or fluctuations in exchange rates. The international filing fee may be reduced by CHF 100
under certain circumstances where the request is prepared using the PCT-EASY features of the PCT-SAFE software or by CHF 200 or 300
where the international application is filed in electronic form, as prescribed; see Item 3(a), (b) and (c) of the Schedule of Fees (annexed to the
Regulations under the PCT) and the PCT Applicant’s Guide, paragraph 202(A). A 75% reduction in the international filing fee (including the fee
per sheet over 30) and the handling fee, as well as an exemption from the transmittal fee payable to the International Bureau as receiving
Office, is also available to applicants from certain States—see footnotes 2 and 12. (Note that if the CHF 100, 200 or 300 reduction, as the case
may be, and the 75% reduction are applicable, the 75% reduction is calculated after the CHF 100, 200 or 300 reduction.) The footnotes to the
Fee Tables follow Table II.

Further to its notification of incompatibil-
ity of PCT Article 22(1), as modified with
effect from 1 April 2002, with its national
law (see PCT Newsletter No. 02/2002),
the Swedish Patent and Registration
Office, in its capacity as designated Of-
fice, has notified the International Bureau
(IB) that it has withdrawn its notification
with effect from 1 July 2007.

Furthermore, pursuant to PCT Ar-
ticles 22(3) and 39(1)(b), the Office has
notified the IB that the time limit appli-
cable for entry into the national phase
before it as designated Office and as
elected Office is, with effect from 1 July
2007, 31 months from the priority date.
(Updating of table of time limits for en-
tering the national/regional phase under
PCT Chapters I and II).

Further to its notifications of incompat-
ibility under PCT Rules 49ter.1(g) (effect
of restoration of right of priority by receiv-
ing Office) and 49ter.2(h) (restoration of
right of priority by designated Office) as
modified with effect from 1 April 2007,
with its national law (see PCT Newslet-
ter No. 03/2006), the Office, in its capac-
ity as designated Office, has notified the
IB that it has withdrawn the said notifi-
cations with effect from 1 July 2007. PCT
Rules 49ter.1(a) to (f) and 49ter.2(a) to
(g) therefore apply with respect to the Of-
fice with effect from that date.

Furthermore, the Office, in its capacity
as designated (or elected) Office, has no-
tified the IB under PCT Rule 49ter.2(g)
that it applies the “due care” criterion to
requests for restoration of the right of
priority.

Canada (PCT Rule 51bis.2(c))

Further to its notification of incompatibil-
ity of PCT Rule 51bis.2(a)(ii) with its na-
tional law (see PCT Newsletter
No. 02/2001, page 2), the Canadian In-
tellectual Property Office, in its capacity
as designated Office, has notified the IB
that it has withdrawn its notification with
effect from 2 June 2007. PCT Rule
51bis.2(a)(ii), concerning certain circum-
stances in which documents or evidence
may not be required by the designated
Office, therefore applies from that date.

New PCT Wheel

Update on the States of Serbia and
Montenegro: the PCT and Extended
European Patents
In a notice dated 23 May 2007, the European Patent
Office published information concerning the Co-op-
eration and Extension Agreement with the former
State Union of Serbia and Montenegro. Please find
below information about the applicability of the PCT
in Serbia and in Montenegro (see 1(a) and 2(a)) and
a summary of the information published by the EPO
in connection with the extension of European patents
(see 1(b) and 2(b)).

(1) Serbia

(a) Applicability of the Patent Cooperation Treaty (re-
minder)

As published in PCT Newsletter No. 10/2006, cover
page, as a result of the declaration of independence
adopted by the National Assembly of the Republic of
Montenegro on 3 June 2006, Serbia deposited, on
19 September 2006, a declaration to the effect that
the PCT continues to be applicable as from 3 June
2006 in that State. It is recalled that, pursuant to that
declaration, nationals and residents of Serbia can file
international applications, and Serbia is automatically
designated in international applications filed on or af-
ter 4 June 2006. Any international application the in-
ternational filing date of which is prior to 4 June 2006
and in which the State Union of Serbia and
Montenegro was designated will be recognized in
Serbia. For further details, see PCT Newsletter
No. 11/2006, page 3.

(b) Extension of European patents

It is recalled that prior to 3 June 2006 it was possible
to extend a European patent to Serbia and
Montenegro. The government of the Republic of
Serbia informed the European Patent Office (EPO)
on 27 November 2006 that Serbia continues to exer-
cise its rights and meet its commitments under the
Agreement between the Federal Republic of Yugo-
slavia and the European Patent Organisation on Co-
operation in the Field of Patents of 26 November 2001,
signed and ratified by the State Union of Serbia and
Montenegro. It therefore remains possible to extend
a European patent to Serbia. For further information,
see the Notice from the EPO dated 23 May 2007 listed
under “Updates” at:

(2) Montenegro

(a) Applicability of the Patent Cooperation Treaty

Further to the publication in PCT Newsletter
No. 01/2007 of information concerning the declara-

tion of independence by Montenegro (see PCT News-
letter No. 10/2006) and the declaration by Montenegro
that the PCT continues to be applicable, as from
3 June 2006, in respect of that State (see PCT News-
letter No. 01/2007), we inform you that the Interna-
tional Bureau (IB) has made comments on draft regu-
lations submitted by the Montenegrin authorities that
would provide the legal basis giving international ap-
plications effect in Montenegro where Serbia and
Montenegro was designated and which were filed
before its independence. These draft regulations also
provide for international applications currently being
processed in Serbia, and patents already granted in
Serbia based on international applications. The IB is
awaiting further news from Montenegrin officials.

As soon as the final text of the Regulations has been
notified to the IB, a notice will be published to clarify
these outstanding matters, and what steps, if any,
need to be taken by applicants who wish their inter-
national applications or patents to have effect in
Montenegro.

(b) Extension of European patents

The EPO has announced that, although it remains
possible to extend a European patent to Serbia (see
above), the EPO has not, up to now, been contacted
by the government of the Republic of Montenegro with
regard to the Co-operation and Extension Agreement
between the European Patent Organisation and the
former State Union of Serbia and Montenegro. As soon
as the EPO has any further news on this matter, it will
make another announcement, but in the meantime, it
has published the following information:

“…the European Patent Office bases the appli-
cability of the Co-operation and Extension
Agreement on the following assumptions:

“Serbia is the legal successor to the State Union
as regards the Co-operation and Extension
Agreement. As of 4 June 2006 the Co-operation
and Extension Agreement no longer applies to
the territory of Montenegro. European patent
applications and PCT applications filed after
3 June 2006 and entering the European phase,
and European patents resulting from such
applications, can be extended to the territory of
Serbia only.

“The protection conferred by pending European
patent applications and PCT applications filed up
to 3 June 2006 and entering the European
phase, and by European patents resulting from
such applications, can be extended to the
territory of Serbia. The European Patent Office
will endeavour, in co-operation with the Serbian
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and Montenegrin authorities, to clarify whether
the protection resulting from such applications
and patents can also be extended to the territory
of Montenegro.”

Filing and Processing of International
Applications in Electronic Form
Possible problem with page count when
using PCT-SAFE/epoline® Online Filing
Software

It has come to the attention of the International Bu-
reau (IB) that where the PCT-SAFE software or the
epoline® Online Filing Software has been used for
fully electronic filing of an international application
(especially when using versions of the software in-
corporating changes required in accordance with
amendments to the PCT Regulations which entered
into force on 1 April 2007), there may, in the case of a
limited number of international applications, be a dis-
crepancy between the number of pages constituting
the request form on the client side (applicant’s com-
puter using the software) and the number of pages
on the server side (the receiving Office server). Sev-
eral international applications have been identified
where differences in style sheets have resulted in
greater line-spacing on the client side than on the
server side.

In the event of any discrepancy in the number of pages
of the request caused by problems with the software,
the IB does not want the applicant to be put at a dis-
advantage as far as the “fee per sheet over 30” is
concerned. The IB as a receiving Office has there-
fore adopted the following procedure, and is propos-
ing to other receiving Offices that they adopt a similar
means to resolve any such fee issues that may arise:

• Where the client side shows more pages than on
the server side, the applicant may have overpaid the
amount of the “fee per sheet over 30” component of
the international filing fee, in which case the receiving
Office should refund the difference to the applicant.

• If the server side has more pages than counted
on the client side, the receiving Offices should not
charge a fee for the “extra pages”.

A patch for the PCT-SAFE software, which stabilizes
line-spacing, was released on 25 May 2007 and all
PCT-SAFE registered users have been notified of this
(see PCT-SAFE update, below, for details).

The EPO will, as soon as possible, issue a patch for
its software which fixes the problem. This only con-
cerns epoline® users filing PCT applications with the
Patent Office of the Republic of Poland, the Industrial
Property Office (Slovakia) and the IB as receiving
Offices under the PCT. It will be made available
through the “EOLF live update” for users filing with
the Patent Office of the Republic of Poland and the
Industrial Property Office (Slovakia) as receiving Of-
fices, and on the EPO website for users filing with the
IB as receiving Office. Users concerned may find more
information on the EPO website.

Warning About Requests for Payment of
Fees (Reminder)
Further to the many previous warnings that have been
published in the PCT Newsletter, it has come to the
attention of the International Bureau (IB) that PCT ap-
plicants and agents are continuing to receive invita-
tions to pay fees that do not come from the Interna-
tional Bureau of WIPO and are unrelated to the pro-
cessing of international applications under the PCT.
Whatever services might be offered in such invita-
tions, they bear no connection to WIPO or to any of
its official publications.

The invitations often identify a particular PCT appli-
cation by its international publication number (for ex-
ample: WO 05 xxxxxx), publication date, title of the
invention, international application number, priority
information and IPC symbols. The invitations typically
refer to a payment, which is to be made in euro or US
dollars, by cheque and/or money transfer to addresses
in various countries. Recent invitations which have
been sent to the IB (from ODM – Office Data Man-
agement and IOPTS – International Organization for
Patent and Trademark Service) refer to payments of
EUR 981.50 and EUR 1,499.50, respectively, to banks
based in Slovakia and the USA, on forms similar to
the examples which can found at:

The WIPO website (www.wipo.int/pct/en/warning/
pct_warning.htm) also lists the names of other com-
panies from which PCT users have received similar
invitations, and gives examples of the invitations from
these sources.

PCT applicants and agents should note that it is the
International Bureau of WIPO alone which publishes
all PCT applications promptly after the expiration of
18 months from the priority date (see PCT
Article 21(2)(a)); there is no separate fee for such in-
ternational publication, and the legal effects of inter-
national publication are set out in PCT Article 29. If

they have not already done so, PCT applicants and
agents are advised to bring this information to the at-
tention of the people responsible for handling pay-
ments of fees within their organizations. In case of
doubt in relation to such an invitation, please contact
the PCT Information Service at WIPO:

Practical Advice
Submitting replacement drawings where no invi-
tation to correct defects has been issued

Q: Upon filing an international application, I submit-
ted drawings which had been drawn up hastily, and
which I do not think were good enough quality. How-
ever, I have not yet received an invitation by the re-
ceiving Office to submit replacement drawings of bet-
ter quality. Is it possible to file replacement drawings
even if an invitation to correct defects (Form
PCT/RO/106) has not yet been issued by the receiv-
ing Office? If so, what is the time limit for doing this?
Also, if they are received by the International Bureau
after international publication, will they be forwarded
to the designated Offices?

A: If the quality of the drawings you have submitted
is poor, you do not need to wait for the receiving Of-
fice to issue an invitation to correct defects in the in-
ternational application because substitute sheets un-
der PCT Rule 26 may be submitted to correct formal
defects in the drawings, on the applicant’s own ini-
tiative (see PCT Receiving Office Guidelines, para-
graph 209, at: www.wipo.int/pct/en/texts/pdf/ro.pdf).
The ability to submit replacement sheets without invi-
tation by the receiving Office is not limited to draw-
ings – it applies equally to the text matter of the inter-
national application. As far as your drawings are con-
cerned, it may even be the case that the receiving
Office does not intend to invite correction. You should
bear in mind, however, that the omission by the re-
ceiving Office to invite correction does not prevent
the designated (or elected) Offices from inviting the
applicant to comply with the requirements under PCT
Rule 11 in the national phase.

In order to assess whether the quality of any draw-
ings or text matter filed in paper form is sufficient, you
should bear in mind that the sheets will be scanned
by the International Bureau (IB) for publication pur-
poses. Furthermore, certain receiving Offices which
do not require applications to be filed in more than
one copy may prepare a copy of the application them-
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selves for search purposes (whether by photocopy-
ing or scanning), and you should be aware that that a
bad reproduction of the drawings might even affect
the quality of the search.

It is recalled that replacement sheets should be sent
directly to the receiving Office, and not to the IB – it is
the receiving Office which forwards the sheets to the
IB for international publication. Where there has been
no invitation from the receiving Office to correct de-
fects, there is no fixed time limit for sending the re-
placement sheets to the receiving Office. However,
they must be sent early enough so that the receiving
Office can transmit them to the IB before the comple-
tion of technical preparations for publication (normally
15 days prior to the publication date). If they are re-
ceived in time, they will be published as part of the
international application.

If the formal drawings are received late by the IB and
are not published, they will not be forwarded to the
designated Offices, and you would need to furnish
the replacement sheets separately to each designated
Office concerned later, during the national phase. Nor
would the formal drawings be available on the data-
base of International Patent Applications (Patent-
Scope) published on the WIPO website. They would,

nevertheless become part of the file held by the IB,
and would be available as follows:

• under PCT Rule 94.1(a) they would be available,
at any time, to anyone authorized by the applicant,
subject to the reimbursement of the cost of the ser-
vice; and

• under PCT Rule 94.1(b) they would be available
to third parties after international publication of the
international application, subject to the reimbursement
of the cost of the service.

It is therefore recommended that the replacement
drawings be submitted as soon as possible in the PCT
procedure, even if you have not received an invitation
to correct defects from the receiving Office, particu-
larly if the originally filed sheets are such that if they
are reproduced, the clarity and sufficiency of the dis-
closure might suffer.

Withdrawal of Notifications of

Practical Advice
Information available to third parties about a with-
drawn priority claim
Q:  After filing an international application claiming
the priority of an earlier filed national application, I
realized that the earlier application contained infor-
mation that was not contained in the international ap-
plication, and which should never have been disclosed
in the earlier application in the first place. I would like
to know what my options are, if any, for the informa-
tion contained in the earlier application not to be made
available to the public. Will it be sufficient for me to
withdraw the priority claim so that neither the priority
document nor information about the priority claim will
be available to third parties?

A:  If you withdraw a priority claim under the PCT, the
extent to which the priority document itself and infor-
mation about that priority claim are available to third
parties in respect of the PCT application depends on
the time at which you withdraw the priority claim, as
explained below under item (1), noting that the op-
tions available to you under the PCT system cannot
be considered in isolation from the status of your ear-
lier national application or any other application you

may have filed outside the PCT system (see item (2),
below).

(1)(a) Withdrawal of a priority claim before
completion of technical preparations for
publication

If your notice of withdrawal of the priority claim is re-
ceived by the International Bureau (IB) before the
completion of technical preparations for international
publication, that is, before 15 days prior to the date of
publication (if the notice of withdrawal is sent to the
receiving Office, it will have to be sent even earlier,
as the receiving Office must then be able to notify the
IB of the withdrawal before completion of technical
preparations for publication):

• the priority document will not be available to third
parties (in accordance with PCT Rule 17.2(c)(ii)), ei-
ther via the IB's PatentScope search service
(www.wipo.int/pctdb/en/) or upon specific request ad-
dressed to the IB; and

• information concerning that priority claim will not
be included in the bibliographic data on the front page
of the published international application.

Having said that, it is very important to note that third
parties may obtain information about the priority claim
concerned if they request the IB to furnish copies of
certain documents contained in its file, in particular
the request form (priority claim(s) will appear in Box
No. VI) or subsequent correspondence relating to pri-
ority claims (such as a declaration correcting or add-
ing a priority claim or a notice of withdrawal of a prior-
ity claim). It is recalled that access to such documents
by third parties is governed by PCT Rule 94.1(b), which
provides that a third party can, after international pub-
lication of the international application, request the IB
to furnish copies of any document contained in its file
(subject to PCT Article 38 and PCT Rule 44ter.1 and
subject to the reimbursement of the cost of the ser-
vice).

(b)  Withdrawal of a priority claim after
completion of technical preparations for
publication but before international
publication of the international application

If your notice of withdrawal of the priority claim is re-
ceived by the IB during the 15 days between the date
of completion of technical preparations for interna-
tional publication and the actual publication date:

• the priority document will not be available to third
parties (in accordance with PCT Rule 17.2(c)(ii)), ei-
ther via the PatentScope search service or upon spe-
cific request addressed to the IB;
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but:

• it will be too late for the IB to omit the information
concerning the priority claim from the front page of
the published international application;

• the IB will publish a separate notice on the Patent-
Scope search service (under the "notices" tab of the
international application concerned) announcing the
withdrawal of the  priority claim after completion of
technical preparations for publication (PCT
Rule 48.6(c)); and

• the PatentScope search service will include an in-
dication on the bibliographical data screen (under the
tab "biblio. data") that the priority claim has been with-
drawn.

Third parties will therefore be aware that the priority
claim had been made and subsequently withdrawn,
but will not have access to the priority document it-
self.

(c)  Withdrawal of a priority claim after
international publication of the international
application

If your notice of withdrawal of the priority claim is re-
ceived by the IB after the international application has
been published:

• the priority document will be available to third par-
ties both via the PatentScope search service and upon
specific request addressed to the IB (PCT
Rule 17.2(c));

• information concerning the priority claim will have
already been included on the front page of the pub-
lished international application; and

• the IB will publish a separate notice on the Patent-
Scope search service (under the "notices" tab of the
international application concerned) announcing the
withdrawal of the priority claim after international pub-
lication (PCT Rule 48.6(c)); and

• the PatentScope search service will include an in-
dication on the bibliographical data screen (under the
tab "biblio. data") that the priority claim has been with-
drawn.

(2)  Withdrawal of the national application,
or any other subsequent applications
claiming priority of that application

On the assumption that you are able to withdraw the
priority claim before completion of the technical prepa-
rations for international publication (see item (1)(a)),
you must also withdraw the earlier national applica-
tion itself so that it is not published under the appli-
cable national law. Similarly, if other applications have
been filed outside the PCT system, you must ensure

that they are also withdrawn. In other words, attend-
ing only to the withdrawal of the priority claim in the
PCT application to prevent access to the priority docu-
ment, or publication of information about the priority
claim, does not have any effect on the access to that
document and related information as far as the prior-
ity application and other related applications are con-
cerned.

On the assumption that you are not able to withdraw
the priority claim before completion of technical prepa-
rations for international publication (see items (1)(b)
and (c) above), information about the priority claim
(and possibly also the priority document itself) will be
accessible to third parties under the PCT system, but
you may be able to limit the extent to which informa-
tion may become available in respect of the priority
application itself or other applications filed outside the
PCT system. It may be that under the circumstances,
limiting access is the best you can achieve, rather
than preventing access altogether. You must then take
action under each applicable national law as a matter
of urgency.

(3)  Information on withdrawing priority
claims under the PCT

It is recalled that you can withdraw a priority claim at
any time prior to the expiration of 30 months from the
priority date (PCT Rule 90bis.3(a)) and that, where
the withdrawal of a priority claim causes a change in
the priority date, any time limit which had been com-
puted from the original (earliest) priority date and which
has not already expired will be recomputed from the
priority date resulting from that change (that is, re-
computed from the international filing date or, if there
is another priority claim, the new priority date result-
ing from the withdrawal of the earliest priority claim)
(PCT Rule 90bis.3(d)). It is recommended that you
always submit withdrawals of priority claims, as well
as any other types of withdrawal under PCT
Rule 90bis, to the IB, and that you use Form
PCT/IB/372 (Notice of Withdrawal), ensuring that you
mark the box which enables you to make the with-
drawal conditional on its being received by the IB in
time to prevent international publication.

Please be aware that before withdrawing any priority
claim, you must consider the consequences that such
withdrawal will have on the assessment of novelty and
inventive step in the light of the relevant prior art, which
would then include prior art published before the in-
ternational filing date or any other priority date.

For information on the withdrawal of priority claims
see PCT Applicant's Guide, paragraphs 460-461, and
for information on the withdrawal of priority claims in
order to postpone entry into the national phase, see
PCT Newsletter No. 01/2003, page 11.

Warning About Requests for Payment of
Fees (Reminder)
Further to the many warnings that have been pub-
lished in the PCT Newsletter (the latest one was pub-
lished in issue No. 06/2007, on page 6), about invita-
tions to PCT applicants and agents to pay fees that
do not come from the International Bureau (IB) of
WIPO and are unrelated to the processing of interna-
tional applications under the PCT, a new invitation has
been identified originating from “ODM - Register of
International Patents”.

PCT applicants and agents should note that it is the
IB alone which publishes all PCT applications promptly
after the expiration of 18 months from the priority date
(see PCT Article 21(2)(a)); there is no separate fee
for such international publication, and the legal ef-
fects of international publication are set out in PCT
Article 29.
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Practical Advice
Access to the inventor’s address by third parties
Q:  I am going to file, on behalf of a client, an interna-
tional application, the subject matter of which is fairly
sensitive. The inventor is worried about having his
address made available to the public by way of the
published international application. Is there any way
that the information concerning the inventor can be
excluded from the published international application,
or even from the file of the international application
so that it will not be made publicly available?

A:  The request should, in accordance with PCT Ar-
ticle 4(v) and Rules 4.1(a)(iv) and 4.6(a), contain the
name and address of the inventor where the national
law of at least one of the designated (or elected) States
requires that the name and address of the inventor
be furnished at the time of filing a national applica-
tion. It is recalled that, for the purposes of the desig-
nation of the United States of America, the inventor(s)
must also be named as applicant(s) in the interna-
tional application*.

Any information included in the request form regard-
ing the applicant and inventor will be automatically
published on the front page (in the bibliographical data)
of the published international application (PCT Rule
48.2(b)(i)) (note that it is not possible under the PCT
to request that certain information be excluded from
publication). The bibliographic screen of the
Patentscope Search Service will also contain the ad-
dress of the inventor as indicated in the request as
well as any changes recorded under Rule 92bis after
international publication. Furthermore, access to the
file may be requested under Rule 94.1(b) to certain
other documents in the file of the International Bu-
reau that may contain the inventor’s address.

Note, however, that there is no requirement under
the PCT that the address indicated in the request
form be the inventor’s “home” address (PCT
Rule 4.4(c)) – it is normally possible to use the ad-
dress of the inventor’s employer instead. If this is not
possible or desired for any particular reason, it would
be a matter for the applicants/inventors (and a matter
of the national law of the relevant designated Offices)
as to what address could be indicated). In any event,
for the purposes of the international phase, the Inter-
national Bureau would not object to the use of an ad-
dress which is not the inventor’s home address.

Another option would be to simply not indicate any
address in the request form, in which case the re-
ceiving Office may bring to your attention the fact that
the address of the inventor (or the applicant/inventor)
is not indicated. If you choose to leave out the ad-
dress, and do not reply to any invitation to correct is-

sued by the receiving Office, the processing of the
application would simply continue, and the applica-
tion would be published without the address of the
inventor concerned. The consequences of any such
defect would then be a matter for the national phase.

While some designated Offices require the inclusion
of the inventor’s name and address in the request
form, some Offices allow that information to be fur-
nished later, in the national phase, and the designated
Offices of Austria, China, Israel and Spain do not re-
quire the address of the inventor at all. Annexes B1
and B2 of the PCT Applicant’s Guide (www.wipo.int/
pct/guide/en/) give information on the requirements
of the designated Offices regarding the furnishing of
the name and address of the inventor, noting that in
the case of many of those Offices, even though it is a
requirement of the Office to include that information
in the request form, if the information is missing from
the request at the expiration of the applicable time
limit under PCT Article 22 or 39(1), the Office will in-
vite the applicant to comply with the requirement within
a time limit fixed in the invitation.

If you intend to file a declaration of inventorship, which
must include the inventor’s address, during the inter-
national phase, that declaration will, provided the dec-
laration is received prior to the completion of techni-
cal preparations for publication, be published. Note
that in view of the fact that it is the law of the United
States of America which governs the contents of that
declaration and which provides for consequences of
non-compliance with requirements of the US national
law, it would be advisable to contact the United States
Patent and Trademark Office for questions regarding
the US law and practice regarding the inventor’s ad-
dress. It is recalled that you always have the option of
filing the declaration of inventorship in the national
phase.

As far as the indication of the inventor’s address in
the request is concerned, it is recommended that, in
order to avoid any problems in the national phase,
applicants always include the address of the inventor
in the request unless there are special reasons for
not doing so, recalling what was said above about
the fact that the address does not necessarily have
to be the inventor’s home address.

* Note that, although under Rules 4.5(a)(ii) and 4.6(a)
the request form should contain the address of the
applicants and/or inventors, Rule 26.2bis(b) provides
that if there is more than one applicant and the ad-
dress has been given in respect of at least one appli-
cant who is entitled to file the application with the re-
ceiving Office, this is considered sufficient and the re-
ceiving Office is not required to invite the applicant to
furnish any missing address in respect of any other
applicant/inventor.

Electronic Transfer of Priority Docu-
ments from the USPTO to the IB

The United States Patent and Trademark Office
(USPTO) has announced that, with effect from 31 Au-
gust 2007, it has updated its electronic system that
supports the administrative processing of international
applications. That update includes an enhancement
enabling the USPTO to electronically transfer certi-
fied copies of US priority documents to the Interna-
tional Bureau (IB) where the applicant has made a
request in accordance with PCT Rule 17.1(b).

Furthermore, given that such electronic transfer of US
priority documents is now highly automated, the
USPTO no longer requires a fee for transmitting the
priority document in respect of international applica-
tions filed with the USPTO as receiving Office
(RO/US) on or after 31 August 2007.

Therefore, if an applicant files an international appli-
cation with RO/US on or after 31 August 2007, and
checks the box in the request form (PCT/RO/101)
requesting the RO/US to transmit a certified copy of
a priority document to the IB (“Transmit certified copy”
under Box No. VI “Priority Claim”) (or, if using the
PCT-SAFE software, checks the corresponding box
on the Priority page), the USPTO will electronically
transmit a copy of the US priority document to the IB
free-of-charge, regardless of whether the application
was filed on paper or electronically. Note that the $20
“fee for priority document” will continue to be required
for the transmittal of a US priority document to the IB

in accordance with PCT Rule 17.1(b) for international
applications filed prior to 31 August 2007.

Warning About Requests for Payment of
Fees (Reminder)
Further to the many warnings that have been pub-
lished in the PCT Newsletter  about invitations to PCT
applicants and agents to pay fees that do not come
from the International Bureau (IB) of WIPO and are
unrelated to the processing of international applica-
tions under the PCT, a new invitation has been iden-
tified originating from “IOIP - Organization for Intel-
lectual Property”.

PCT applicants and agents should note that it is the
IB alone which publishes all PCT applications promptly
after the expiration of 18 months from the priority date
(see PCT Article 21(2)(a)); there is no separate fee
for such international publication, and the legal ef-
fects of international publication are set out in PCT
Article 29.

States Party to the PCT and the Paris
Convention and Members of the WTO
It is recalled that under PCT Rule 4.10(a), it is pos-
sible to claim in an international application the prior-
ity of one or more earlier applications filed in, or for,
any country party to the Paris Convention for the Pro-
tection of Industrial Property or in, or for, any Member
of the World Trade Organization (WTO) that is not
party to that Convention.

Budapest Treaty

It is recalled that the Budapest Treaty on the Interna-
tional Recognition of the Deposit of Microorganisms
for the Purposes of Patent Procedure permits the dis-
closure of an invention involving a microorganism, or
the use of a microorganism or other biological mate-
rial, by effecting a deposit of a sample of the microor-
ganism with a specialized institution. It thus eliminates,
before the national patent Offices of the Contracting
States of the Budapest Treaty and the regional Of-
fices that have filed a declaration of acceptance un-
der Article 9(1)(a) of the Treaty, the need to deposit
such a sample in each country in which protection is
sought.

Several changes have been made, since its publica-
tion in PCT Newsletter No. 09/2006, to the table set-
ting out the States party to that Treaty and the inter-
governmental industrial property organizations which
have filed a declaration of acceptance under
Article 9(1)(a) of the Treaty. An update of the table
appears on page 10.

Practical Advice
Late transmittal of the priority document
Q:  I have filed, on behalf of my client, an interna-
tional application claiming the priority of an earlier filed
national application. Since the applicant lived in a dif-
ferent country when he filed the earlier application,
the receiving Office with which the international ap-
plication was filed is not the same as the Office with
which the earlier application was filed. I was there-
fore unable to make use of the facility in the request
form for requesting the receiving Office to prepare
and transmit to the International Bureau a certified
copy of the earlier application. The time limit for trans-
mitting the certified copy to the International Bureau
of 16 months from the priority date has nearly ex-
pired and I have still not received it from the national
Office in question. What will be the consequences for
the priority claim if I am unable to submit the certified
copy to the International Bureau in time?

A:  In general, the priority document (copy of an ear-
lier application certified by the authority with which it
was filed) must be furnished to the International Bu-
reau (IB) within 16 months from the priority date (PCT
Rule 17.1). However, if you are unable to transmit it
to the IB before the expiration of that time limit, you
may in fact have more time as the IB will consider the
priority document to have been received by it on the
last day of that 16-month period if it reaches it before
the date of international publication of the international
application (which is, according to PCT
Article 21(2)(a), usually as soon as possible after the
expiration of 18 months from the priority date, unless
you have requested early publication under PCT
Article 21(2)(b)). Although PCT Rule 17.1 states that
the priority document should be submitted by the ap-
plicant to the IB or to the receiving Office, when it is
transmitted after the filing of the international applica-
tion, it is advisable to send it directly to the IB.

If the IB does receive the priority document in time, or
for cases where the applicant is in a position to re-
quest the receiving Office to furnish the priority docu-
ment to the IB under PCT Rule 17.1(b)*, the IB fur-
nishes, at the specific request of a designated Office
(but only after the international publication of the in-
ternational application) a copy of the priority docu-
ment to that Office, together with information about
when the priority document was received (or consid-
ered received, as the case may be). In such cases,
no designated Office may ask the applicant himself
to furnish it with a copy (PCT Rule 17.2(a)).

You should make every effort to ensure that the IB
receives the priority document in time in order to avoid
any extra work in the national phase. Even if the pri-
ority document is not submitted to the IB within the
time limit under PCT Rule 17.1(a) (and PCT
Rule 17.1(b) is not complied with*), please note the
following:

• the IB will still transmit the priority document to the
designated Offices but with an indication that it was
received outside the applicable time limit – any des-
ignated Office may, nevertheless, request a new cer-
tified copy from the applicant;

* It is recalled that where the Office with which the ear-
lier application was filed is the same Office as the re-
ceiving Office, the applicant may, instead of submit-
ting the priority document, request the receiving Of-
fice, before the expiration of 16 months from the prior-
ity date, to prepare and transmit the priority document
to the IB, preferably by checking the “Transmit certi-
fied copy” box under Box No. VI “Priority claim” of the
request form (PCT/RO/101), or, if using the PCT-SAFE
software, by checking the corresponding box on the
Priority page.
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• no designated Office should disregard the priority
claim before giving the applicant an opportunity to
furnish the priority document within a reasonable time
limit (PCT Rule 17.1(c)); and

• no designated Office should disregard the priority
claim if the earlier application was filed with it in its
capacity as national Office (PCT Rule 17.1(d)).

Note that in 2004, PCT Rule 17.1(b-bis) was adopted
to enable applicants to request receiving Offices or
the IB to obtain the priority document from digital li-
braries. Although this new Rule is not yet in opera-
tion, priority documents will in the future be made avail-

able, in accordance with the Administrative Instruc-
tions under the PCT (as yet to be modified accord-
ingly), to the receiving Office or to the IB from a digital
library. Thus, instead of submitting the priority docu-
ment, you will be able to request the authority con-
cerned, not later than 16 months after the priority date,
to obtain the priority document from that digital library,
and, in the case of the receiving Office, request it to
transmit it to the IB. Furthermore, no designated Of-
fice will be able to disregard the priority claim if the
priority document is, in accordance with the Adminis-
trative Instructions, available to it from a digital library
(PCT Rule 17(d)).

Assembly of the PCT Union
Supplementary international search

The Assembly approved the introduction
of a new system of supplementary inter-

national searches, which will give appli-
cants the option to request, in addition
to the “main” international search, one
or more supplementary searches to be
carried out by International Authorities,
other than the International Searching
Authority (ISA) that carries out the main
international search. The system is in-
tended to allow a more complete over-
view of the prior art to be achieved in the
international phase, in particular includ-
ing documents in languages which may
not be searched effectively by the Au-
thority conducting the main search. ISAs
are free to decide whether to provide a
supplementary search service and, if so,
under what conditions.

The amendments to the PCT Regula-
tions establishing the new supplemen-
tary international search system will en-
ter into force on 1 January 2009, and will
apply not only to international applica-
tions filed after the date of entry into force
but also to pending applications for which
it would still be practicable, having re-
gard to the time limits involved, for a
supplementary search request to be re-
quested and carried out. In any event,

Appointment and reappointment of International Au-
thorities; quality management systems

The PCT Assembly appointed the Brazilian National
Institute of Industrial Property and the Indian Patent
Office as International Searching and Preliminary
Examining Authorities. The appointments will take ef-
fect from the entry into force of the necessary agree-
ment between the Offices and the International Bu-
reau. The Offices will become the 14th and 15th In-
ternational Searching and Preliminary Examining Au-
thorities. The Assembly also reappointed all of the ex-
isting 13 Authorities for a further period of 10 years.
In this context, the Assembly also noted status re-
ports on the quality management systems of the In-
ternational Authorities (PCT/A/36/3), which are now
available on the PCT Resources page of the Patent-
Scope website at:

www.wipo.int/pct/en/quality/authorities.html

PCT publication languages

Two more languages, Korean and Portuguese, are to
be included as “languages of publication” under PCT
Rule 48.3. In view of the appointment of the Brazilian
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National Institute of Industrial Property as an Interna-
tional Authority, this will permit the processing of in-
ternational applications filed in these languages to be
completed without requiring translations during the in-
ternational phase. The amendments will apply to in-
ternational applications whose international filing date
is on or after January 1, 2009.

Other matters

The PCT Assembly also adopted other amendments
to the PCT Regulations which will enter into force on
1 July 2008, and apply to international applications
the international filing dates of which are on or after
that date, subject to transitional arrangements in re-
lation to certain provisions.  These amendments are
as set out in document PCT/A/36/2 and relate to:

• use of results of earlier searches (the applicant
may request the ISA to take into account, in carrying
out the international search, not only, as at present,
the results of an earlier search carried out by that
Authority but also the results of an earlier search car-
ried out by another ISA or any national Office) (see
new PCT Rules 4.12 and 12bis);

• restoration of right of priority by the receiving of-
fice (permitting the receiving Office to extend the time
limit for paying a fee for requesting restoration) (see
amended PCT Rule 26bis.3(d)); and

• international applications considered withdrawn
(clarification that international publication can only be
reliably prevented by way of an express withdrawal
received by the International Bureau prior to comple-
tion of technical preparations for international publi-
cation) (see amended PCT Rule 29.1(v)).

The PCT Assembly further requested the International
Bureau to carry out a study on the eligibility criteria
for determining the group of developing and least
developed countries whose applicants should benefit
from a reduction in the amount of PCT fees but did
not agree on proposals for an across-the-board PCT
fee reduction at this stage.

The PCT Assembly also decided that, with the adop-
tion of the above amendments, the work of both the
Committee on Reform of the PCT and the Working
Group on Reform of the PCT had been completed
and that the mandate of both bodies had come to an
end. It approved a proposal to convene, should the
need arise to consider a matter which required sub-
mission to the PCT Assembly, a new Working Group
to do preparatory work rather than submitting the
matter directly to the Assembly.

Digital Access Service for priority documents
A joint session of the Paris Union Assembly, PCT
Assembly, and Patent Law Treaty (PLT) Assembly
noted that the system architecture, general principles

and framework provisions of a Digital Access Service
for priority documents had been agreed and that work
was under way to implement it. This service will allow
applicants to meet priority document requirements by
requesting an Office of second filing to access the
document from a digital library instead of having to
provide a physical certified copy from the Office of
first filing.

Patent Law Treaty
In addition to deciding the applicability to the PLT of
two modifications of the PCT Administrative Instruc-
tions made in the past year (PLT/A/3/1), the PLT As-
sembly adopted model international forms, which can
be used for the relevant purposes before the Office
of any party to the Treaty (PLT/A/3/2). These cover:

• Request for Recordation of Change in Applicant
or Owner;
• Certificate of Transfer;
• Request for Recordation/Cancellation of Recorda-
tion of a License; and
• Request for Recordation/Cancellation of Recorda-
tion of a Security Interest.

For example, if the applicant wishes to with-
draw the international application, a designation or a
priority claim under PCT Rules 90bis.1(c), 90bis.2(e)
or 90bis.3(e), in sufficient time to prevent international
publication thereof, or if the applicant wishes to sub-
mit amendments to the claims under PCT Article 19
and the time limit under PCT Rule 46.1 will expire
soon, or wishes to change an indication concerning
the applicant, agent, common representative or in-
ventor under PCT Rule 92bis – any such notice must
reach the IB by the date indicated in the right hand
column of the table if the changes are to be reflected
in the international publication.

It is, as always, strongly recommended that applicants
notify the IB of any change as early as possible be-
fore completion of technical preparations for publica-
tion, preferably by fax, bearing in mind that more time
will be needed if the IB has to take any action in con-
nection with the matter in the last few days before the
completion of technical preparations for publication.

Practical Advice
The consequences of receiving a declaration of
non-establishment of an international search re-
port
Q:  I have received Form PCT/ISA/203 declaring that
no international search report will be established on
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my international application because it relates to a
subject matter on which my chosen International
Searching Authority (ISA) will not carry out searches.
What is the consequence of this for the international
application? Also, as my receiving Office has speci-
fied several authorities as competent ISAs, is it pos-
sible to request that another search now be carried
out by another ISA that will carry out searches on that
particular subject matter?

A:  A declaration of non-establishment of an interna-
tional search report (ISR) (Form PCT/ISA/203) can
be made if the ISA considers that a meaningful search
could not be carried out because the international
application relates to a subject matter which, under
the PCT Regulations, the ISA is not required to search
and, in the particular case, decides not to search (see
PCT Article 17(2)(a)). ISAs often search only subject
matter encompassed by the national/regional patent
granting procedure under the provisions of their ap-
plicable national/regional law. A list of the subject
matters which the ISA can decide not to search is
provided in PCT Rule 39.1; information relating to the
subject matters which will not be searched by a par-
ticular ISA can be found on the relevant page of the
PCT Applicant’s Guide, Annex D; however, for full
details, it is preferable to contact the ISA concerned
direct. It is recommended that before filing the inter-
national application applicants inform themselves
about which subject matters the ISA they intend to
choose will not search.

Note that a declaration of non-establishment of an
ISR can also be made if the ISA considers:

• that the description, the claims, or the drawings
do not comply with the prescribed requirements; or

• that a nucleotide and/or amino acid sequence list-
ing and/or tables related thereto are not furnished in
accordance with the prescribed standard and techni-
cal requirements or in an electronic form

to such an extent that a meaningful search could not
be carried out.

Where no ISR has been established, this does not in
itself have any influence on the validity of the interna-
tional application, the processing of which will con-
tinue, including its publication and communication to
the designated (or elected) Offices. Note, however,
that if no ISR has been established, it will not be pos-
sible to file amendments to the claims under PCT
Article 19, and, although you may in principle file a
demand and amendments to the international appli-
cation under PCT Article 34, the International Prelimi-
nary Examining Authority is not obliged to examine
the claims concerned (see PCT Rule 66.1(e)). Upon
entry into the national phase, however, you will be
given the opportunity to amend the application before

the Office concerned under PCT Article 28(1) or 41(1).
Note, however, that any amendments must not go
beyond what was originally disclosed in the interna-
tional application.

Where a declaration of non-establishment of an ISR
under PCT Article 17(2)(a) is made, there would nor-
mally still be, as a formal matter, a written opinion
(Form PCT/ISA/237) in accordance with PCT
Rule 43bis.1(a), but it would not normally contain any
opinion of substance, but rather a corresponding ob-
servation would be made by the ISA in Box No. III of
the form that no meaningful opinion could be estab-
lished since no ISR had been established. The Inter-
national Bureau would make a similar observation on
the International Preliminary Report on Patentability
(IPRP Chapter I of the PCT) (Form PCT/IB/373). If
the International Bureau receives any informal com-
ments from the applicant following the ISA’s notifica-
tion on Form PCT/ISA/237, it would simply communi-
cate them to the designated Offices (for further infor-
mation on informal comments, see the Practical Ad-
vice in PCT Newsletter No. 10/2004, page 7).

As far as your ability to request a further international
search by another ISA is concerned, under the cur-
rent PCT Regulations, you are not permitted to do
this. Notwithstanding, this will probably change in the
near future, once the newly adopted regulations en-
ter into force which provide for the supplementary in-
ternational search system, and once at least one ISA
has announced that it is prepared to carry out such
supplementary international search reports (see cover
page for further details). Even when this new system
does become operational, however, where the first
ISA has made the declaration referred to in
Article 17(2)(a) and that declaration is available to the
Authority specified for supplementary search before
it starts the search, that Authority may decide not to
establish a supplementary international search report,
in which case it shall so declare and promptly notify
the applicant and the International Bureau accordingly
(see new PCT Rule 45bis.5 (e)). If you cannot obtain
an ISR, it may be possible for you to request a private
prior art search of the application.

Without an ISR, you will be in less of a position to
make an informed evaluation about whether you are
likely to obtain a patent in the national phase, noting
however, that since this is a decision to be taken by
the designated (or elected) Offices, and since the
national/regional law applied by those Offices varies
as to what subject matter is patentable, the fact that
no ISR was established might have different conse-
quences on the further patent granting procedure
before the various Offices.

PCT E-mail Updating Service:  Possible
Problems for Certain Subscribers
It has come to our attention that some subscribers to
the PCT e-mail updating service have not been
receiving the e-mails announcing the publication of
the PCT Newsletter on the Internet, as well as other
important announcements. We have looked into this
problem and it is possible that the persons affected
are no longer receiving the e-mails because their firm

has an e-mail filter system that is picking up the
notification and treating it as spam.

Some filters are set up to delete all “yelling” e-mails,
that is, those containing upper case in the title, and
others tend to be suspicious of html with graphics.
Our e-mail notifications contain both of these
elements. We are looking into ways of avoiding this
problem but unfortunately different filters look for
different spam identifiers and it is difficult to predict
how individual systems are set up. Some spam filter
systems allow some choice as to how the spam is
filtered. Such systems leave the final decision about
what is or is not spam up to each end-user so that
e-mails can be tailored and configured down to that
last user. If, however, an e-mail is identified (albeit
mistakenly) by someone as spam, any future mails
will not get through.

Note that the PCT e-mail updates are sent from
pct.legal@wipo.int. Please ensure that this address
is recognized as a “safe” address and will not be
blocked by your spam filter.

Practical Advice
Publication of a rectification of an obvious
mistake after international publication

Q:  I filed an international application on 16 April 2007,
claiming priority of an earlier application filed on
25 April 2006. It was only after my international
application was published recently that I noticed that
there was a mistake in the description of the invention.
I therefore immediately submitted to the International
Searching Authority (ISA) a request for rectification
of an obvious mistake. If that request for rectification
is authorized by the ISA, will the international
application be republished with the corrected text? If
it is not authorized, can the request for rectification
itself be published so that designated Offices and third
parties can be made aware of that mistake?

A:  Since your international application was filed after
1 April 2007, PCT Rule 91, as amended with effect
from that date, applies (it is important to note that for
international applications filed before 1 April 2007,
PCT Rule 91 as applicable prior to that date applies*).

It is recalled that under new PCT Rule 91.2, the
applicant may request the competent authority to
authorize a rectification of an obvious mistake within
26 months from the priority date (note that depending

on the part of the international application concerned,
or depending on the stage in the proceedings during
the international phase, authorities other than the ISA
(the receiving Office, the International Bureau (IB) or
the International Preliminary Examining Authority)
may be competent to authorize the rectification – see
PCT Rule 91.1(b) for details). The authority will
authorize the rectification if it is obvious to that
authority that, as at the international filing date (or
other applicable date under PCT Rule 91.1(f)),
something else was intended than what appears in
the document concerned and nothing else could have
been intended than the proposed rectification (PCT
Rule 91.1(c)).

If your request for rectification of an obvious mistake
in the description is authorized by the ISA, the IB
will, in accordance with PCT Rule 48.2(i), publish the
following as soon as possible, free of charge:

• a revised version of the front page of the published
international application;

• the replacement sheets (marked with the words
“RECTIFIED SHEET (RULE 91)”; and

• a statement reflecting the rectification and/or the
applicant’s letter requesting rectification.

The documents concerned will be available under
the “Documents” tab of the relevant published
international application at: www.wipo.int/pctdb/en/

Designated (or elected) Offices (as well as the
receiving Office and international authorities, as
required) will be aware of the rectification through its
publication on PatentScope. Generally, a designated
Office must process the international application in
the national phase “as rectified”, unless the
Office:

• has already started the processing or examination
of the international application before the date on
which that Office is notified by the IB of the
authorization of the rectification concerned (PCT
Rule 91.3(e)), or

• finds that it would not have authorized the
rectification if it had been the competent authority
(however, it must give the applicant the opportunity
to make observations) (PCT Rule 91.3(f)).

If your request for rectification is refused by the ISA,
you may request the IB in writing, within two months
from the date of the notification of refusal, to publish,
together with the international application, information
concerning the request for rectification and its refusal,
namely:

• the request for rectification,
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• the reasons for refusal by the authority; and

• any further brief comments that you may wish to
submit.

This request is subject to the payment at the same
time of a special fee (currently 50 Swiss francs plus
12 Swiss francs for each page in excess of one) which
is indicated in Annex B2 (IB) of the PCT Applicant’s
Guide (www.wipo.int/pct/guide/en/gdvol1/annexes/
annexb2/ax_b_ib.pdf) (see PCT Rules 91.3(d) and
48.2(k)). If a rectification of an obvious mistake is
refused prior to completion of technical preparations
for publication, and the applicant requests the IB to
publish information concerning the request for
rectification and its refusal, this information is
published together with the international application.

Once information on a refused request for rectification
has been published, the applicant may pursue it
further before the designated (or elected) Offices
according to their national law and practice for the
rectification of obvious mistakes.

the expiration of 17 months from the priority date; under
current PCT Rule 91, it will be effective if the request
for rectification is submitted to the competent
authority before the expiration of 26 months from the
priority date.

Warning About Requests for Payment of
Fees (Reminder)
Further to the many warnings that have been
published in the PCT Newsletter about invitations to
PCT applicants and agents to pay fees that do not
come from the International Bureau (IB) of WIPO and
are unrelated to the processing of international
applications under the PCT, a new invitation has been
identified originating from “IBFTPR - International
Bureau for Federated Trademark & Patent Register”.

PCT applicants and agents should note that it is the
IB alone which publishes all PCT applications
promptly after the expiration of 18 months from the
priority date (see PCT Article 21(2)(a)); there is no
separate fee for such international publication, and
the legal effects of international publication are set
out in PCT Article 29.

Practical Advice
Later submission of the abstract of the
international application

Q:  I recently filed an international application with
which I inadvertently omitted to include the abstract.
Would such omission be covered by the provisions
of PCT Rule 20 concerning missing elements or
parts? If not, what are the consequences of a later
submission of the abstract?

A:  A missing abstract is not covered by PCT Rule 20,
as amended on 1 April 2007, which enables the
inclusion of accidentally omitted elements of the
international application referred to in PCT
Article 11(1)(iii)(d) or (e) (that is, the whole of the
description or the whole of the claims (see PCT
Rule 20.3)) or parts of the international application
(that is, part of the description, part of the claims or
part or all of the pages of drawings (see PCT
Rule 20.5)), the furnishing of which would normally
result in the according of a later international filing

date (for further details, see the “Practical Advice” in
PCT Newsletter No. 05/2007).

A missing abstract is a defect under PCT Article 14
which may be corrected after the filing of the
international application without affecting the
international filing date. If the abstract is missing, the
receiving Office invites the applicant, in accordance
with PCT Article 14(1)(b), to furnish the missing
abstract within the time limit of two months from the
date of that invitation (see PCT Rules 26.1 and 26.2).
A copy of the invitation will be sent to the International
Bureau (IB) and the International Searching Authority
(ISA)). Upon receipt of that invitation, the ISA will
proceed with the international search (PCT
Rule 38.1).

As with other defects under PCT Article 14, a lack of
compliance with the requirement to furnish the
abstract can theoretically result in the withdrawal of
the international application (see PCT
Article 14(1)(b)). Although the time limit fixed in the
above-mentioned invitation for furnishing the abstract
may be extended by the receiving Office upon
request, note that, for the purposes of international
publication, if the original abstract is in Chinese,
French, German, Japanese, Russian or Spanish, the
IB must prepare an English translation of the abstract,
and if the original abstract is in English, or in one of
above-mentioned languages other than French, it
must also prepare a French translation. The abstract
should therefore preferably be submitted as soon as
possible to allow sufficient time for translation.

If you file the international application using the
PCT-EASY functionality of the PCT-SAFE software,
the software draws your attention to the missing
abstract by way of a yellow light and a validation
message. If you proceed, nevertheless, without
including the abstract, you will not be entitled to the
reduction under Item 3(a) of the Schedule of Fees
annexed to the PCT Regulations. This is because
the PCT-EASY physical medium which is filed with
the paper application must contain a copy in electronic
form of the data contained in the abstract, as well as
the request (see Section 102bis of the Administrative
Instructions under the PCT). Any later submission of
the abstract in this case must be made on paper.
However, in the case of international applications filed
fully electronically using the PCT-SAFE software,
even though, as in the case with PCT-EASY
functionality, a later-filed abstract would have to be
filed on paper, the applicable fee reduction would not
be affected.
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If the international application does not contain an
abstract and the ISA does not receive a notification
from the receiving Office to the effect that the applicant
has been invited to furnish a missing abstract (or if
an abstract has been filed and the ISA finds that the
abstract does not comply with PCT Rule 8), PCT
Rule 38.2 provides for the establishment of an
abstract by the ISA. If the abstract has been prepared
by the ISA, the international search report (ISR) will
be accompanied by the abstract as established by
the ISA (PCT Rule 44.2). Where the ISA establishes

the abstract, comments on that abstract may be sent
by the applicant within one month from the date of
mailing of the ISR; those comments may or may not
be taken into account by the ISA. If the ISA decides
to take those comments into account and (further)
amend the abstract, it will notify the IB of the final
content of the abstract (see PCT Rule 38.3).
