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Meeting of International Authorities 
The 16th session of the Meeting of International Authorities under the PCT was held in Seoul, 
Republic of Korea, from 16 to 18 March 2009. The report (once it has been published) and 
working documents can be found on the WIPO website at:

The Meeting considered a memorandum by the Director General of WIPO entitled “The Future 
of the PCT” (PCT/MIA/16/9), which had previously been discussed and welcomed by informal 
meetings of heads of Offices and representatives of users and user organizations.  The 
Authorities confirmed the support which had been expressed by the heads of Offices for the 
principle of a roadmap for developing the PCT so as to ensure that the PCT, as the main work 
sharing platform of the international patent system, provided a strong basis for the acquisition of 
international patent protection. 

Some of the proposed measures which found general support included: 

– an Office which establishes an international search report in its role as 
International Searching Authority should not repeat the same search in the 
national phase in its role as designated Office; 

– making international preliminary examination more useful by introducing top-up 
searches and ensuring that at least one written opinion and further opportunity for 
response is offered in Chapter II proceedings; 

– introducing a system permitting third party observations to be made in the 
international phase. 

The Meeting also considered whether the process of international preliminary examination, 
including the content and format of the international reports, could be made more useful and 
relevant to subsequent national phase processing (documents PCT/MIA/16/3 and 4).  The 
European Patent Office presented measures which it considered might be useful to other 
International Authorities, including seeking informal clarifications from the applicant before 
conducting the international search, and requiring a response to the international preliminary 
report on patentability in the regional phase before further examination took place.  It also 
presented a proposal that requires applicants making amendments under PCT Article 34 to 
indicate the basis of those amendments in the international application as filed (document 
PCT/MIA/16/11). 

The Meeting discussed, and agreed to in principle, proposals to further develop the quality 
framework set out in Chapter 21 of the International Search and Preliminary Examination 
Guidelines (document PCT/MIA/16/2).  These proposals will be the subject of broader 
consultation before the framework, set out in the existing Guidelines, is updated.  The Meeting 
further supported the development of improved arrangements for designated Offices to give 
feedback to International Authorities (document PCT/MIA/16/5) and agreed that the Authorities 
which form a partnership in the context of the European patent system should coordinate 
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activities seeking to improve the review of quality reports by Authorities (documents 
PCT/MIA/16/5 and 12). 

Proposals for revision of the PCT minimum documentation (document PCT/MIA/16/7) were 
discussed and referred back to the relevant task force for further consideration. 

There was general agreement that, in principle, an Authority offering the service of 
supplementary international search should be able to adopt a limitation on the extent of 
searches which it offers in addition to the “all or nothing” question of competence to perform a 
supplementary international search in any particular case (document PCT/MIA/16/8).  The 
Meeting requested the International Bureau to review how this matter might best be clarified, 
and it is expected that this issue will be discussed in the PCT Working Group in May. 

There was no clear agreement on the appropriate way to deal with certain possible situations 
relating to the incorporation by reference of missing parts and elements in international 
applications (document PCT/MIA/16/10).  The International Bureau was invited to take the 
various comments into account and to consider when and how best to consult on possible new 
provisions clarifying certain issues in the Receiving Office Guidelines. 

The Meeting further considered a number of issues (documents PCT/MIA/16/13 and 14) which 
arise from the desire to allow effective processing of international applications in XML format, 
including matters of how replacement paragraphs might be provided and numbered, and how 
changes to the application needed to be made apparent in the resulting amended application 
body. 

The Meeting also agreed that improvements were desirable to the arrangements for 
establishing equivalent amounts of certain fees (document PCT/MIA/16/6).  The details of the 
issue are expected to be considered by the PCT Working Group in May. 

Notification under PCT Rule 90.4(d) (Spanish Patent and Trademark Office) 
The Spanish Patent and Trademark Office, in its capacities as receiving Office, International 
Searching Authority and International Preliminary Examining Authority, has informed the 
International Bureau that it waives the requirement under PCT Rules 90.4(b) and 90.5(a)(ii) to 
submit a separate power of attorney and/or a copy of a general power of attorney.  Particular 
instances in which a separate power of attorney or a copy of a general power of attorney is 
required are as follows: 

(a) in case of reasonable doubt regarding the agent’s entitlement to act, and 

(b) upon appointment of, or for any paper submitted by, an agent or a common 
representative who was not indicated in the Request Form at the time of filing.

Once the 
Agreement enters into force, it will be possible, in respect of international applications filed on or 
after a date which is yet to be determined, to extend the protection conferred by European 
patent applications and patents to Montenegro.

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Practical Advice 

Modes of filing documents/correspondence after filing the international application 
electronically 

Q:  I have filed, on behalf of an applicant, an international application online with the 
International Bureau as receiving Office using the PCT-SAFE software.  Having received the 
international search report, I now wish to file amendments to the claims under PCT Article 19.  
Can these amendments be filed online as well, or, failing that, can they be filed by way of an 
e-mail attachment, or do they still have to be filed on paper?   

A:  Although it is possible to file international applications electronically using the PCT-SAFE 
software, either online or using physical media such as CD-R, it does not allow for the 
submission of subsequent documents in either of these forms.    

Even though, according to PCT Rule 89bis.2, the PCT provides for the filing of documents other 
than the international application in electronic form or by electronic means, the modes of 
transmittal of documents under the PCT which are available to the applicant are determined by 
the Office of receipt of the documents concerned.  Since amendments under PCT Article 19 are 
transmitted to the International Bureau (IB), it is the IB which determines the mode of transmittal 
of the amendments.  The IB will accept documents sent by fax, but not by e-mail, noting that if 
the amendments are transmitted by fax, the original of the document (confirmation copy) should 
be furnished to the IB within 14 days, as is also the case for transmission by fax of the 
international application or any replacement sheets containing corrections to the international 
application.  In other words, a confirmation copy is required in respect of any documents which 
are to be published, in view of the fact that the confirmation copy would normally be of better 
quality, and reproduction via optical character recognition would therefore be more accurate. 

Although advance copies of notifications may be sent to applicants via e-mail by the IB, as well 
as by the receiving Office, International Searching Authority and/or International Preliminary 
Examining Authority if they are prepared to do so5, followed by a paper notification, note that 
only informal enquiries which are not related to specific international applications may be sent 
via e-mail by the applicant himself/herself.  Correspondence or documents relating to a specific 
international application may not be sent by the applicant via e-mail because this form of 
communication cannot be used validly to perform any procedural act before the IB, including the 
submission of amendments under PCT Article 19, requests for changes under PCT Rule 92bis 
or requests for withdrawals under PCT Rule 90bis and, to this date, no other PCT Office or 
Authority has informed the IB of the acceptance of the submission of documents by e-mail. 

An electronic document upload service, which would allow users to upload a number of 
applicant-submitted documents other than the international application itself, including 
amendments to the claims under PCT Article 19, is currently under development.  The 
International Bureau plans to make this service available to applicants in the near future.  For 
further information, see PCT Newsletter No. 01/2009, page 2.
