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Collaborative Search and Examination Pilot News

It is recalled that PCT Newsletter No. 07-08/2018 contained details of a Collaborative Search
and Examination (CS&E) pilot, whereby the IP5 Offices', upon the applicant’s specific request
to participate, all contribute towards the international search report and the written opinion of the
International Searching Authority (ISA) for a particular international application. Each
participating Office planned to process around 50 international applications as main ISA during
the first year (July 2018 to June 2019) and a similar quantity in the second year (July 2019 to
June 2020).

Further to the announcement in PCT Newsletter No. 07-08/2019 that KIPO and the USPTO had
started accepting new international applications into the CS&E pilot from 1 July 2019, please
note that those Offices have now reached their limit for international applications to be accepted
by them as main ISA for the second year of operation. They are therefore no longer accepting
requests to participate in the pilot.

International Searching Authority (ISA) that is still accepting to carry out main international
searches within the framework of the pilot, provided that the ISA concerned is competent to
carry out the main search for the application concerned.

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PCT Patent Prosecution Highway (PCT-PPH) Pilots

New one-way PCT PPH pilot program (Peru and the European Patent Office)

On 2 January 2020, a new one-way PCT-PPH pilot program started between the National
Institute for the Defense of Competition and Intellectual Property Protection (Peru) (INDECOPI)
and the European Patent Office (EPO). Under this program, accelerated processing in the
national phase before INDECOPI is available on the basis of a PCT application with a positive
written opinion from either the ISA or the IPEA, or a positive international preliminary report on
patentability (IPRP) (Chapter Il), issued by the EPO in its capacity as ISA/IPEA. Note that the
program is also available on the basis of national work products.

WIPO Digital Access Service for Priority Documents

It is recalled that, by using the WIPO Digital Access Service for Priority Documents (DAS), a
PCT applicant can request the International Bureau (IB) to retrieve a copy of an earlier
application from DAS for use as a priority document, instead of providing or arranging for the
provision of a certified copy. Note that, in order to be able to make use of the DAS service, the
national/regional office with which the earlier application was filed must be a DAS depositing
Office, and not necessarily the receiving Office with which the international application is filed.
International Bureau

As from 15 January 2020, the IB, in its role as depositing Office, will accept requests from
applicants to register certified copies of international applications for industrial designs under
the Hague Agreement as priority documents in DAS.

Practical Advice

Signatures in the case where no agent has been appointed and there is more than one
applicant; appointment of a common representative

Q: I'am going to file an international application together with another applicant. For financial
reasons, we prefer not to use the services of an agent at this stage, and to deal with all the
necessary formalities for the filing of the application ourselves. Is this possible, and if so, do we
both need to sign all the documents in connection with the application, or can one of us do so
on behalf of the other?

A: In the majority of cases, the receiving Office does not require the appointment of an agent, or
it requires the appointment of an agent only if the applicant is not resident in the country of filing
of the international application. There are, however, a few Offices that require the appointment
of an agent in all cases, so please check this before filing. The requirements for each receiving
Office regarding the appointment of agents, where they have been furnished to the International
Bureau, are indicated at or near the end of Annex C (for each Office concerned) of the PCT
Applicant’s Guide (www.wipo.int/pct/en/guide/index.html). Note that if you use ePCT to prepare
your application, the ePCT-Filing software provides a validation message if the appointment of
an agent is required by the selected receiving Office, but an agent has not already been added.
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For the purposes of this Practical Advice, we will presume that the competent receiving Office
with which you intend to file the international application does not require the appointment of an
agent. Even though you are permitted to file with that receiving Office without appointing an
agent, it would, however, be very prudent to benefit from the knowledge and expertise of a
patent attorney who is experienced in the filing of patent applications, in particular PCT
applications, as well as in the drafting of patent claims. We highly recommend that you request
assistance from such an agent in order to avoid any possible loss of rights. The PCT procedure
can be fairly complex for anyone who is not an experienced user, even though there are many
safeguards when filing and managing the international application using an electronic filing
system such as ePCT. You should bear in mind that you would not be able to make certain
modifications to the application, such as adding new matter, after the international filing date.
This means that you need to ensure that, upon filing, your application contains all the
information necessary to properly disclose your invention. A patent attorney can also give you
strategic advice, taking into account the specificities of the invention.

Furthermore, please be aware that, for the purposes of entering the national phase in the
countries which are of interest to you, many designated (or elected) Offices will, in any case,
require the appointment of an agent who practices in the country concerned, and in any case,
the national phase procedure requires a good knowledge of the applicable national law. For
further information on national phase requirements regarding the appointment of agents, please
refer to the National Chapters (Summaries) in the PCT Applicant’s Guide for each country
where you seek protection.

If you decide to proceed with the application without appointing an agent in the international
phase, either you or your co-applicant can act as common representative (provided that
whoever acts as common representative is a national and/or resident of a PCT Contracting
State) and carry out all the necessary steps on behalf of the other applicant during the
international phase. The common representative should preferably be indicated in Box No. IV
of the request form or, if filing electronically using ePCT-Filing, by entering the relevant
information after clicking on the button to add “Agent/Common representative/Address for
correspondence”. Note that if no indication of an agent or common representative is given in
the request form, one of you will be deemed to be the common representative. In accordance
with PCT Rule 90.2(b), the “deemed” common representative would be the first-named
applicant in the request who is entitled, according to PCT Rule 19.1, to file an international
application with the selected receiving Office.

If you are the person who will act as common representative, the other applicant can appoint
you as such by:

- signing the request form in which you are named specifically as common representative
(or in which you, presuming that you are entitled to file an international application with
the receiving Office, are the first-named applicant in the request form); or

- signing and submitting to the receiving Office a separate or general power of attorney
appointing you as a common representative (models of those forms are available at:
www.wipo.int/pct/en/forms/pa/index.htm).

As a duly appointed common representative (as opposed to a “deemed” common
representative), you would then be able to carry out all actions in respect of the international
application on behalf of your co-applicant, including the submission of requests for changes
under PCT Rule 92bis, amendments to the claims under PCT Article 19, the filing of a demand
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for international preliminary examination, as well as the withdrawal of the international
application, any designations, any priority claims, a demand or any elections.

If you have signed the request form (in which you are either indicated as common
representative or you are the “deemed” common representative) but the other applicant has not
signed it, and a power of attorney appointing you as common representative has not been
submitted by the other applicant, the lack of signature of the request form will not be considered
a defect, given that PCT Rule 26.2bis states that it is sufficient if it is signed by at least one
applicant. In fact most actions that you, as deemed common representative, take regarding the
international application would have the effect of an act by both applicants. You would not,
however, be entitled to withdraw the international application, any designations, any priority
claims, a demand or any elections without the signature of your co-applicant

(PCT Rule 90bis.5). This is because any notice of withdrawal requires the signature of all
applicants, unless it has been signed on behalf of the other applicant(s) by a duly appointed
agent, a duly appointed common representative, or the agent of the latter.

Before you file your international application, please ensure that you are fully aware of all the
costs involved in filing an international application, entering the national phase in the various
countries in which you might wish to have protection, and in maintaining the patent, if granted.
These can be found in the various annexes of the PCT Applicant’s Guide.

(annexed to the Regulations under the PCT) and the PCT Applicant’'s Guide, paragraph 5.189. A 90% reduction in the international filing fee
(including the fee per sheet over 30), the supplementary search handling fee and the handling fee, as well as an exemption from the transmittal
fee payable to the International Bureau as receiving Office, is also available to applicants from certain States—see footnotes 2 and 13. (Note that
if the CHF 100, 200 or 300 reduction, as the case may be, and the 90% reduction are applicable, the 90% reduction is calculated after the CHF 100,
200 or 300 reduction.) The footnotes to the Fee Tables follow Table II.

Authorities also agreed with the
need for better coordination between the 1B and Offices in their various roles in the PCT in the
development of systems and technology standards to deliver improvements in services.

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EPO: Change in the Conditions for Entitlement to the 75% Reduction in the PCT
Search and Preliminary Examination Fees

On 12 December 2019, the Administrative Council of the European Patent Organisation made a
decision concerning the reduction of the fees for international search and preliminary
examination carried out on international applications filed by of nationals of certain States. That
decision supersedes the decision of 21 October 2008 which was published in the Official
Journal of the EPO, No. 10/2008 (see also PCT Newsletter No. 12/2008, page 7).

As a result of that decision, there will be a change, as from 1 April 2020, in the conditions for a
75% reduction in the search fee and the preliminary examination fee payable to the European
Patent Office (EPO), in the form of a new category of States whose nationals and/or residents
can benefit from the fee reduction, as indicated under (b), below. Furthermore, the

75% reduction will also apply to the supplementary search fee.

As from 1 April 2020, the above-mentioned fees will be reduced by 75% if the international
application, the request for supplementary international search or the demand for international
preliminary examination, as the case may be, is filed:

(a) by a natural person who is a national of and resident in a State which is not a
Contracting State of the European Patent Convention, and which, on the date of filing
of the application or on the date of payment of the supplementary search fee or of the
preliminary examination fee, is classed by the World Bank as a low-income or
lower-middle-income economy?; or

(b) by a natural or legal person who, within the meaning of PCT Rule 18, is a national of
and resident in a state in which a validation agreement with the European Patent
Organisation is in force2.

If there are several applicants, each must satisfy one of these criteria.

The reduction in the search fee will apply to all international applications filed on or after 1 April
2020, and the reduction in the supplementary search fee or in the preliminary examination fee
will apply in respect of payments made on or after 1 April 2020.

United Kingdom: Information Regarding the Status of the UK’s Membership in the
European Patent Organisation following the withdrawal from the European Union

In view of the withdrawal of the United Kingdom (UK) from the European Union (EU) on

31 January 2020, the following information has been issued by the European Patent

Office (EPO) regarding the UK’s membership in the European Patent Organisation, as well as
the status of UK professional representatives and legal practitioners before the EPO.

The UK’s membership of the European Patent Organisation

The UK's withdrawal from the EU has no impact on its status within the European Patent
Organisation, an international organization independent from the EU, with 38 contracting states
established on the basis of the European Patent Convention (EPC). Equally, the procedures
under the EPC and the PCT remain unaffected. Consequently, the EP designation in the
request form (Form PCT/RO/101) continues to include GB. Furthermore, applicants who are
nationals and/or residents of the UK continue to be entitled to file international applications with
the EPO as receiving Office (in addition to the UK Intellectual Property Office® and the
International Bureau).

Status of UK professional representatives and legal practitioners

The principles governing representation before the EPO also remain unaffected by the UK's
withdrawal from the EU.

In particular, UK European patent attorneys who have been entered on the list of professional
representatives before the EPO in accordance with Article 134(2) EPC remain fully entitled to
represent their clients in proceedings before the EPO, including oral proceedings, without the
need for a work permit in either of the states in which proceedings established by the EPC may
be conducted, that is, Germany or the Netherlands. The UK's withdrawal from the EU also has
no implications on any future requests for entry of UK candidates on this list of professional

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representatives before the EPO. Similarly, legal practitioners qualified and having their place of
business in the UK who are entitled to act as professional representatives in patent matters
there, such as barristers and solicitors, may represent parties in proceedings before the EPO
(Article 134(8) EPC).

Furthermore, UK professional representatives remain entitled, pursuant to Article 134(6) EPC,

to establish a place of business in any contracting state of the EPC in which proceedings under
the EPC may be conducted, but should bear in mind that any regulations governing entry to and
residence in the territory of a given EU member state, such as regulations on visa requirements,

will apply.

Ireland: New Legislation Concerning the Treatment of PCT Applications as
National Patent Applications

The Intellectual Property Office of Ireland has notified the International Bureau (IB) that new
legislation, effective from 2 December 2019, has been enacted to allow the applicant(s) of an
international application designating Ireland to request that it be treated as an application for a
patent in Ireland under Part Il of the Patents Act 1992, under certain conditions. These
conditions include circumstances where an international application designating Ireland:

- isrefused an international filing date under the PCT, or
— is withdrawn or deemed withdrawn, or

- has ceased to be deemed to be an application for a European patent designating
Ireland.

Where no PCT filing date was accorded, the applicant(s) must first petition the Controller for a
filing date for the application. Such a request should be made within three months of the date of
withdrawal of the international application or the date of the notification by the IB or receiving
Office that the application is withdrawn or is considered withdrawn, where applicable, and no
later than 31 months from the filing date or the priority date of the international application,
whichever is earlier. The request must state the name and address of the applicant and be
accompanied by:

— acopy of the international application as filed;
- a statement of the reasons for the request, if petitioning for a filing date;

- any document, information or evidence verifying the said statement, or verifying the
withdrawal or deemed withdrawal of a duly filed PCT application; and

- the prescribed fee, if any.

Should the applicant, nevertheless, eventually succeed in obtaining a European Patent
designating Ireland by the parallel Euro PCT route, then such a patent, when granted, would
supersede the Irish patent granted via this new route.

PATENTSCOPE News

PCT patent families

You can now find information related to patent families for PCT applications in PATENTSCOPE.
A new option, under “Refine Options”, will give access to family members and the indication
“PCT family” will appear in the documents in question.

Each of the more than 2.7 million unique PCT patent families available in PATENTSCOPE
includes:

- a PCT member considered to be the main representative of the family;
- national applications that have specified a prior PCT application;
- national phase entry records; and

- the priority application of the PCT application when it is a unique and first publication.

New searchable CPC field

Also new in PATENTSCOPE is the searchable CPC (Cooperative Patent Classification?) field.
PATENTSCOPE now contains more that 200 million CPC entries corresponding to more than
40 million distinct filings, under which 99% of PCT applications are classified.

National collection of Japan

The national collection of Japan has been expanded to include data as of 1964 (it previously
held data published as of 1993), and is available in the PATENTSCOPE search system at:

https://patentscope.wipo.int/search/en/advancedSearch.jsf

Furthermore, filing and publication numbers have been harmonized, thus removing any
ambiguity in the identification of filing and application numbers that had previously been
encountered with different representations of the year according to the Gregorian and Japanese
calendars.

Improvement in search results

The stemming for many languages, including Arabic, Bulgarian, Danish, Estonian, German,
Greek, Indonesian, Italian, Romanian, Spanish, Swedish, has been improved and leads to more

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relevant search results. It is recalled that stemming uses the root form of a keyword in order to
find a word with the same root. For example, using the keyword “electrical” finds documents
containing “electricity”, “electric”, etc.

Practical Advice

Meeting the requirements for restoration of the right of priority under the “due care”
criterion

Q: Forreasons beyond my control, | failed to file an international application within the
12-month priority period, and was only able to file it two days after the expiration of that period.
The designated Offices where | intend to enter the national phase require, in order to restore the
right of priority, that the applicant’s failure to file within the priority period occurred in spite of due
care required by the circumstances having been taken. | would like to know what | need to
submit to maximize the likelihood that the receiving Office, which checks that criterion, makes a
positive finding as to the due care criterion. Also, could you give me some idea of the kind of
circumstances in which due care could be considered to have been taken?

A: Full details on how to make a request for restoration of the right of priority were given in the
Practical Advice in PCT Newsletter No. 09/2015 at:

www.wipo.int/edocs/pctndocs/en/2015/pct_news_ 2015 9.pdf

It is recalled that, in addition to requesting restoration of the right of priority, either under Box
No. VI of the request form (PCT/RO/101) or by way of a letter to the receiving Office submitted

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within the applicable time limit under PCT Rule 26bis.3(e)°, you must also furnish within that
same time limit a “statement of reasons” explaining why you failed to file the international
application within the priority period (PCT Rule 26bis.3(b)(ii)). The statement of reasons should
take into consideration the restoration criterion which you seek to satisfy, and it should
preferably be accompanied by a declaration or other evidence in support of the statement (PCT
Rule 26bis.3(b)(iii)).

In order to meet the “due care” criterion (as opposed to the less stringent criterion of
“unintentionality”, for which a simple declaration is generally sufficient), the statement of
reasons should describe in detail the specific facts and circumstances that led to the late filing,
as well as any remedial or alternative steps taken to attempt a timely filing of the international
application. Generally, the standard of having exercised “due care” within the meaning of PCT
Rule 26bis.3(a)(i) can only be met if the applicant has taken all measures which a reasonably
prudent applicant would have taken.

In determining whether the applicant exercised the “due care” of a reasonably prudent person,
the receiving Office considers the facts and circumstances of each particular case. Itis not
sufficient for an applicant to demonstrate that, in general, he/she has taken all precautions to
adhere to time limits for filing international applications. Instead, the applicant must show that
he/she exercised all “due care” for the particular application in question. The receiving Office
will engage in a factual analysis of the applicant’s specific acts related to the filing of the
international application up to the expiration of the priority period.

Where the applicant is represented by an agent, both the applicant and the agent must show
that they exercised “due care” in order to satisfy that criterion. As far as the applicant is
concerned, the appointment of a qualified representative would, under normal circumstances,
generally be sufficient to satisfy the criterion of “due care”.

While each receiving Office engages in its own case-by-case analysis, the PCT Receiving
Office Guidelines (www.wipo.int/pct/en/texts/pdf/ro.pdf) contain examples of circumstances
where a receiving Office may find the “due care” criterion to be satisfied. The examples in the
Guidelines will give you an idea of how detailed, in your situation, the statement of reasons
would need to be and help you determine what, if any, evidence should be submitted to support
your statement.

For example, in the case where the failure to meet the priority period was due to human error by
the agent’s or applicant’s administrative staff (non-attorneys such as assistants or paralegals)
who has been entrusted with the performance of certain administrative tasks:

“A prudent applicant or agent carefully chooses, trains and monitors the work of a reliable,
experienced, adequately trained and supervised employee. A human error by an assistant
in the docketing, monitoring, preparation or filing of the international application is not
attributed to the applicant or agent if the applicant or agent can show that “due care” was
exercised in the management of the assistant and the failure to file within the priority
period in this particular case was an isolated human error. In the statement of reasons,
the applicant or agent should usually outline the number of years the assistant has been
entrusted with the particular task, the level of training and supervision provided to the

The time limit under PCT Rule 26bis.3(e) is two months from the expiration of the priority period, unless early
international publication has been requested earlier than this, in which case it is prior to the completion of technical
preparations for international publication.
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assistant and whether the assistant has performed all his [or her] duties diligently in the
past.” [PCT Receiving Office Guidelines, paragraph 166M(f)]

Further examples of common reasons for failure to file the international application within the
priority period can be found at:

It should be noted that, while the same standard cannot be expected from an individual inventor
or a small or medium-sized enterprise, any applicant or agent is expected to set up an efficient
and reliable reminder, supervision and back-up system which corresponds to best practices in
the field.

If the receiving Office finds that the statement of reasons and any evidence provided by the
applicant is not sufficient to make a determination as to whether the relevant criterion would be
fulfilled, it will, before refusing the request for restoration, inform the applicant of its intention to
refuse restoration of the right of priority and give the applicant the opportunity to provide any
observations, evidence or declarations within a (further) time limit set by the Office by issuing
Form PCT/RO/158 (Notification of Intended Refusal of Request to Restore Right of Priority
and/or Invitation to Furnish Declaration or Other Evidence). After the expiration of the
applicable time limit, the Office will make a determination as to whether the criterion in question
has been met or not, based on any reply received, and notify the applicant by issuing

Form PCT/RO/159 (Notification of Decision on Request to Restore Priority).

Where a statement of reasons is not sufficient, it may be supplemented as described above, but
if no statement of reasons was provided at all during the time limit indicated in PCT

Rule 26bis.3(e), please be aware that the receiving Office will normally refuse the request
to restore the right of priority, indicating that the refusal is because the statement of
reasons was missing.

If you are concerned about any possible publication by the IB of confidential documents
submitted to the receiving Office as evidence relating to your request for restoration, the
receiving Office may, upon receipt of a reasoned request by the applicant, or on its own
decision, not transmit to the IB such evidence where it is considered confidential, and that
information would consequently not be made publicly available (PCT Rule 26bis.3(h-bis)).
Examples of information which might qualify under that Rule are private details of persons
involved in the late filing of the international application, such as the name of a paralegal, or
medical certificates stating the nature of an illness. You may even decide to already expunge
from the document from the start such confidential information which is not necessary for the
receiving Office to decide on the request for restoration.

For information on which Offices accept requests for restoration of the right of priority and which
criterion (if they only apply one criterion) they apply, as well as information on any fees payable
to the Office for making such a request, please refer to the table at:

Please note that applicants may also request restoration of priority rights in the national phase
(PCT Rule 49ter.2), to the extent that the designated Office accepts such a request and applies
the criterion concerned. Any such request must be filed with each designated Office concerned
within one month from the applicable time limit under PCT Article 22. More information can be
found in the restoration table at the above-mentioned link.

(Note that
if the CHF 100, 200 or 300 reduction, as the case may be, and the 90% reduction are applicable, the 90% reduction is calculated after the CHF 100,
200 or 300 reduction.) The footnotes to the Fee Tables follow Table II.

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Practical Advice

Possible remedies where time limits under the PCT have been missed due to unforeseen
events

Q: I am a patent attorney working for a law firm, and have a number of pending PCT
applications, as well as applications that | am planning to file in the near future. | am concerned
about the effects of the current novel Coronavirus (Covid-19) pandemic, and what will happen
regarding our pending PCT applications, as well as applications yet to be filed, if certain PCT
deadlines are not met in the following situations:

- if the PCT Office with which an action needs to be taken is exceptionally closed; or
— if our firm is forced to close temporarily.

Please could you explain what remedies might apply in case of any delay that occurs as a result
of these circumstances?

A: This Practical Advice will take a look at the above-mentioned scenarios separately, and
suggest possible remedies that may be applicable in the circumstances.

The Receiving Office or other PCT Authority or the International Bureau, with which a particular
action needs to be taken, is closed

PCT Rule 80.5(i): If a national office or intergovernmental organization acting as a receiving
Office (RO), International Searching Authority (ISA), Authority specified for supplementary
search (SISA), International Preliminary Examining Authority (IPEA), the International

Bureau (IB) or a designated/elected Office were to exceptionally not be open to the public for
the purposes of the transaction of official business on a particular day, all PCT time limits
(including the time limits under PCT Articles 22 and 39 to enter the national phase) expiring on
that day would be extended, under PCT Rule 80.5(i), to the next subsequent day on which that
Office or authority is open for business.

Note that PCT Rule 80.5(i) applies to any time limit in the PCT and an equivalent provision in
the Paris Convention applies to the priority period (see Article 4(C)3, below).

PCT Article 8; Article 4(C)(3) of the Paris Convention: As far as the failure to file any new
international application within 12 months from the filing date of an earlier application (the
priority of which you wish to claim in the international application) is concerned, this is governed
by Article 4(C)(3) of the Paris Convention. Unfortunately, if the international application is
received after the expiration of the 12-month time limit, you would only have protection in the
case where the receiving Office is not open for the filing of applications, and not where the
applicant or agent’s Office is closed for business.

Temporary closure of the agent or applicant’s place of work

PCT Rules 26bis.3 and 49ter.2: One possible remedy in case of failure to file the international
application within the 12-month priority period, however, would be to attempt to make use of the
provisions concerning “restoration of the right of priority”, which give applicants who have
missed the 12-month Paris Convention priority period the possibility of restoring their priority
claim (see PCT Rules 26bis.3 and 49ter.2). The decision on a request for restoration would be
taken on a case-by-case basis by either the receiving Office or the designated Office in the
national phase, and a detailed explanation would need to be provided, in particular, if the
applicant wishes to show that the “due care” standard has been met. Please note, however,
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that some Offices have submitted a notification of incompatibility in respect of these Rules
(please refer to: www.wipo.int/pct/en/texts/reservations/res_incomp.html)

PCT Rule 82quater: For missed time limits applicable for performing an action before the RO,
ISA, SISA, IPEA or the 1B, PCT Rule 82quater may apply in circumstances such as the one you
describe. This Rule provides for excuse of delays in meeting time limits due to force majeure
reasons set out in the Rule. To benefit from this Rule, the applicant would need to present
evidence to that effect to the Office concerned, not later than six months after the expiration of
the applicable time limit, in addition to having taken the relevant action as soon as reasonably
possible. It would be up to the Office, Authority or the IB, as the case may be, to decide
whether the failure to meet the time limit could be excused according to the Rule. Please note,
however, that this Rule does not apply to the priority period and the time limit for entering the
national phase.

PCT Rule 49.6: If a PCT applicant were to fail, within the applicable time limit, to enter the
national phase due to the reason mentioned above, he/she may request the reinstatement of
rights before the relevant designated Offices under PCT Rule 49.6. This would again be a
case-by-case decision to be taken by the designated Offices and may depend on whether the
Office in question applies the due care or the unintentional standard. Please note, however,
that some Offices have submitted a notification of incompatibility in respect of this Rule (please
refer to: www.wipo.int/pct/en/texts/reservations/res_incomp.html).

If the time limit missed relates to an action to be performed in the national phase before a
designated or elected Office, possible remedies may also be available under the relevant
national laws (see PCT Rule 82bis.2 and, as an example of such a national/regional law, the
request for “further processing” at the European Patent Office (Rule 135 EPC)). In this regard,
please consult the respective National Chapters of the PCT Applicant’'s Guide and the national
Offices for further information.

(including the fee per sheet over 30), the supplementary search handling fee and the handling fee, as well as an exemption from the transmittal
fee payable to the International Bureau as receiving Office, is also available to applicants from certain States—see footnotes 2 and 13. (Note that
if the CHF 100, 200 or 300 reduction, as the case may be, and the 90% reduction are applicable, the 90% reduction is calculated after the CHF 100,
200 or 300 reduction.)

International Bureau Interprets COVID-19 Pandemic as Falling under PCT Excuse
of Delays Provision

The International Bureau (I1B) has published an interpretative statement and recommended
changes in PCT practice in light of the COVID-19 pandemic at:

www.wipo.int/pct/en/news/2020/news_0009.html

The statement confirms that the IB is interpreting the COVID-19 pandemic as falling under the
excuse of delay provision under PCT Rule 82quater.1. It is recalled that PCT Rule 82quater.1
provides for excuse of delay in meeting PCT time limits (which may relate to the submission of
documents and/or the payment of fees) due to reasons of force majeure (“war, revolution, civil
disorder, strike, natural calamity...or other like reason”).

The position of the IB is that the current global pandemic should be considered to be a “natural
calamity...or other like reason”. The IB, including in its role as receiving Office (RO/IB), will treat
favorably any PCT Rule 82quater request made which cites COVID-19 related issues, and will
not require evidence to be provided that the virus affected the locality in which the interested
party resides, has a place of business, or is staying. The IB is also encouraging PCT Offices
and Authorities to do likewise.

One acknowledged limitation of PCT Rule 82quater.1 is that it would not be an effective remedy
in a situation in which an international application had lost its legal effect as a result of having
been declared to be considered withdrawn (for example, for having failed to pay the appropriate
fees within the prescribed time limit (PCT Article 14(3)(a)). As a result, the RO/IB has decided
to delay the issuance of any such notifications (Form PCT/RO/117) until 31 May 2020, and is
encouraging all PCT receiving Offices to adopt the same practice. Furthermore, the IB
recommends that:

- for at least one further month (potentially to be further extended), such notifications
should be issued only in relation to deadlines which have expired over two months
previously; and

— receiving Offices waive the charging of late payment fees under PCT Rule 16bis.2.

Effect of the COVID-19 Pandemic on the Processing of PCT Applications at the
International Bureau

As announced in PCT Newsletter No. 03/2020, the International Bureau (IB) (including as
receiving Office) remains in full operation. Please note however that, given the unreliability of
postal systems worldwide due to the COVID-19 pandemic, the IB has suspended all
communication by postal mail until further notice. The IB is transmitting all PCT-related
documents only via e-mail to the e-mail address provided in relation to each international
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application. Itis recalled that, in addition to e-mail, PCT-related documents are also available
through ePCT. Furthermore, once an international application has been published, notifications
relating to it are also available on PATENTSCOPE.

For PCT applications in which the applicant or agent has not provided a contact e-mail address,
the IB advises PCT users to urgently provide the contact e-mail address in relation to their
pending international applications. The IB has published detailed instructions on how to submit
the contact e-mail address in relevant cases — please refer to:

www.wipo.int/pct/en/news/2020/news_0008.html

All PCT users are strongly encouraged to avoid PCT-related submissions by postal mail, and to
communicate with the IB exclusively by appropriate electronic means.

PCT Filings in 2019

In 2019, use of the PCT continued to grow, with a record-breaking, estimated 265,800t PCT
applications, representing a 5.2% increase over 2018. For the first time, China surpassed the
United States of America (U.S.) as the country with the most filings, with 58,990 applications
filed. The US had been the largest user of the PCT System since the PCT began operations in
1978, but this year it ranked second, with 57,840 applications.

WIPQO'’s Director General, Mr. Francis Gurry, upon the release of the PCT statistics for 2019,
remarked:

“China’s rapid growth to become the top filer of international patent applications via WIPO
underlines a long-term shift in the locus of innovation towards the East, with Asia-based
applicants now accounting for more than half of all PCT applications. In 1999, WIPO
received 276 applications from China. By 2019, that number rose to 58,990 - a 200-fold
increase in only twenty years.” (Press Release PR/2020/848)

As was the case in 2018, Japan (with 52,660 applications), Germany (19,353) and the Republic
of Korea (19,085) held the third, fourth and fifth rankings. Asia-based applicants accounted for
52.4% of all PCT applications filed in 2019, while Europe accounted for 23.2% and North
America accounted for 22.8%.

It is important to note that this total, as well as the filing figures which follow, are provisional because not all PCT
applications that were filed with national and regional Offices in 2019 have been received at the International Bureau,
and the final figures will only be available later in the year.
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The total for each country in the top 10, followed by that country’s percentage share of all filings,
were as follows:

1. China 58,990 22.2%
2. United States of America 57,840 21.8%
3. Japan 52,660 19.8%
4. Germany 19,353 7.3%
5. Republic of Korea 19,085 7.2%
6. France 7,934 3.0%
7. United Kingdom 5,786 2.2%
8. Switzerland 4,610 1.7%
9. Sweden 4,185 1.6%
10. Netherlands 4,011 1.5%

Among the top 15 origins, double-digit annual growth was recorded by Turkey (+46.7%), the
Republic of Korea (+12.8%), Canada (+12.2%) and China (+10.6%) in 2019. The strong growth
in Turkey moved it up to the top 15 rank for the first time. Among the top 15 origins, the only
two countries to report a decrease in filings were Germany (-2%) and the Netherlands (-3%).

Chinese telecommunications company, Huawei Technologies was the top PCT applicant for the
third year running, with 4,411 applications published in 2019. It was followed by Mitsubishi
Electric Corporation (Japan), Samsung Electronics (Republic of Korea), Qualcomm (U.S.) and
Guang Dong Oppo Mobile Telecommunications (China). The top ten applicants are listed
below, with the number of PCT applications that were published in their names in 2019:

2. Mitsubishi Electric Corporation (JP) 2,661
3. Samsung Electronics Co., Ltd (KR) 2,334

9. Robert Bosch Corporation (DE) 1,687
10. LG Electronics Inc. (KR) 1,646
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Of the top 10 applicants, six filed mainly in the field of digital communication, namely, Ericsson,
Guang Dong Oppo Mobile Telecommunications, Huawei Technologies, LG Electronics,
Samsung Electronics and Qualcomm. A list of the top 50 PCT applicants is available in the
press release (Annex 2). As far as filings by educational institutions are concerned, the
University of California maintained its position held since 1993 as the largest user of the PCT
System with 470 published applications. The top 10 list consists of five institutions from the
U.S., four from China and one from the Republic of Korea. For more detailed information on
filings by educational institutions, please refer to the press release (Annex 3).

As far as PCT filings by field of technology are concerned, computer technology accounted for
8.7% of all published PCT applications, followed by digital communication (7.7%) electrical
machinery (7%), medical technology (6.9%) and measurement (4.7%). Among the top 10
technologies, semiconductors (+12%) and computer technology +11.9%) were the fields with
the highest rates of growth in 2019. For detailed information regarding the distribution of fields
of technology of published applications, please refer to the press release (Annex 4).

The publication of the final figures for 2019 filings (in the form of the Yearly Review of the PCT)
will be announced in the PCT Newsletter later in the year.

Notifications of Incompatibility under PCT Rule 20.8(a-bis) and (b-bis)

It is recalled that in October 2019, the PCT Assembly adopted a number of new rules which will
enter into force on 1 July 2020. New PCT Rule 20.5bis was adopted to deal with the furnishing
of a correct element or part of an international application in the case of erroneously filed
elements or parts (as opposed to PCT Rule 20.5, which covers the case of furnishing of a
missing part of the application). New PCT Rule 20.5bis “Erroneously Filed Elements and Parts
will permit the exchange of the erroneously filed element or part with the correct one, or,
through incorporation by reference, will permit the addition of the correct element or part. It will
cover the following scenarios:

— the furnishing of a correct element or part on or before the date on which all filing date
requirements are fulfilled (new PCT Rule 20.5bis(b));

- the furnishing of a correct element or part after the date on which all filing requirements
were fulfilled (new PCT Rule 20.5bis(c));

- the valid incorporation by reference of a correct element or part as contained in an
earlier application (new PCT Rule 20.5bis(d))

Furthermore, new PCT Rule 20.8(a-bis) was adopted concerning the possible incompatibility of
PCT Rules 20.5bis(a)(ii) and 20.5bis(d) with the national law applied by receiving Offices, as
follows:

“If, on October 9, 2019, any of Rules 20.5bis(a)(ii) and (d) are not compatible with the
national law applied by the receiving Office, the rules concerned shall not apply to an
international application filed with that receiving Office for as long as they continue not to
be compatible with that law, provided that the said Office informs the International Bureau
accordingly by April 9, 2020...”

New PCT Rule 20.8(b-bis) was also adopted concerning the possible incompatibility of PCT
Rules 20.5bis(a)(ii) and 20.5bis(d) with the national law applied by national Offices, as follows:
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“If, on October 9, 2019, any of Rules 20.5bis(a)(ii) and (d) are not compatible with the
national law applied by the designated Office, the rules concerned shall not apply in
respect of that Office in relation to an international application in respect of which the acts
referred to in Article 22 have been performed before that Office for as long as they
continue not to be compatible with that law, provided that the said Office informs the
International Bureau accordingly by April 9, 2020...”

Collaborative Search and Examination Pilot News

It is recalled that PCT Newsletter No. 07-08/2018 contained details of a Collaborative Search
and Examination (CS&E) pilot, whereby the IP5 Offices, upon the applicant’s specific request to
participate, all contribute towards the international search report and the written opinion of the
International Searching Authority (ISA) for a particular international application. Each
participating Office planned to process around 50 international applications as main ISA during
the first year (July 2018 to June 2019) and a similar quantity in the second year (July 2019 to
June 2020).

Industrial Property Office is available on the basis of a PCT application with a positive written
opinion from either the International Searching Authority (ISA) or the International Preliminary
Examining Authority (IPEA), or a positive international preliminary report on patentability (IPRP)
(Chapter II), issued by the CNIPA in its capacity as ISA/IPEA. Note that the Norwegian
Industrial Property Office already takes part in the Global Patent Prosecution Highway pilot.

Practical Advice

Alternatives to paper transmittal and receipt of PCT-related documents

Q: I have up until now only filed PCT applications on paper with the International Bureau as
receiving Office (RO/IB), or with my national receiving Office using an electronic filing system
that does not require an e-mail address to be provided. | have received PCT-related
correspondence on paper by postal mail only and have never included my e-mail address on
the request form. Given that the IB has announced that it has suspended all communication by
postal mail until further notice, what are the options for sending and receiving documents
relating to my current applications electronically in a secure manner?

A: Due to the effects of the current COVID-19 pandemic on the operations of the IB and on
postal systems worldwide, applicants (or their agents) are strongly discouraged from sending
PCT-related documents by postal mail since their delivery cannot be guaranteed at this time.
Similarly, the IB itself (including in its role as receiving Office) will no longer transmit
PCT-related documents by postal mail and so you are advised to communicate with the 1B
exclusively by appropriate electronic means.

In order to continue to receive PCT notifications from the IB, you must take urgent steps to
provide the IB with an e-mail address to which outgoing notifications can be sent in respect of
your pending international applications. The information that follows explains the different
measures that you can take to do this.

Upload a document to the IB using ePCT

If you have not already done so, you should create a WIPO account so that you can log in to
WIPOQO’s ePCT system and upload documents to the IB in electronic form. For further detalils,
please refer to:

www.wipo.int/pct/en/epct/learnmore.htmlI?N=690 and
www.wipo.int/pct/en/epct/learnmore.htmI?N=820

You should then upload a single letter for one of your pending international applications,
requesting the recording under PCT Rule 92bis of an e-mail address for sending PCT
notifications and include a list of all the other applications to which this change should also
apply. Please select the document type “Request Change under PCT Rule 92bis for multiple
applications”.

Use the Contingency Upload Service

If you have not yet created a WIPO Account in order to log in to the ePCT system, or are not in
a position to do so immediately, you can nevertheless submit documents to the IB in electronic
(PDF) format by using the Contingency Upload Service at:

https://pct.wipo.int/ePCTExternal/pages/UploadDocument.xhtml

As mentioned above for ePCT, when using the Contingency Upload Service you can similarly
upload a single letter for one of your pending international applications that includes a list of all
the other applications to which the recording of the e-mail address should also apply. Note that,
while the Contingency Upload Service provides a practical electronic alternative to sending
paper documents, it is intended rather as a back-up service only in the unlikely event that the
ePCT system is not available. The use of the Contingency Upload Service does not provide the
facilities of ePCT and is therefore not considered best practice.

If you encounter difficulties with either of the above methods for communicating your e-mail
address to the IB, given the urgency of the situation you can also:

- send an email to one of the following addresses: pct.eservices@wipo.int or
pct.infoline@wipo.int; or

- use the WIPO (PCT) customer “Contact Us” page at:
https://www3.wipo.int/contact/en/area.jsp?area=pct

If you are planning to file any new international applications in the future, you are strongly
advised to ensure that you include your e-mail address in the request form, and check the box
to authorize the IB, receiving Office and International Searching and Preliminary Examining
Authority to send notifications issued in respect of the international application to that e-mail
address if those offices are willing to do so (Box No. IV of the request form).

However, the best practice would be to file your international application using ePCT-Filing
when filing with RO/IB, or with any other competent participating receiving Office4, so that your
application is received immediately by the Office concerned, and will not be subject to any delay
due to problems with the postal service. It is recalled that if an applicant’s national or regional
receiving Office does not accept ePCT-filings, any applicant can file with the RO/IB, which is a

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competent receiving Office for any resident or national of a PCT Contracting State (PCT

Rule 19.1(a)(iii)), subject to any national security issues. ePCT-Filing does not require the
download of any software, and contains a large number of built-in validations based on the most
up-to-date reference data held by the IB that will help you avoid making errors when filing the
international application or in post-filing actions. Alternatively, you could also use any other
electronic filing method accepted by your competent receiving Office. For further information on
filing international applications using ePCT-Filing, please refer to the ePCT Help page at:

In addition to e-mail transmission of documents, PCT-related documents are also available
through ePCT. In order to access those documents, once an e-mail address for the
application has been recorded by the International Bureau® you would need to set up strong
authentication and request ePCT access rights (eOwnership) to your application.

After international publication of the international application, notifications relating to the
application are also available on PATENTSCOPE.

In your own interest, you are also advised, whenever possible, to:

— make use of WIPQO'’s Digital Access Service (DAS) as this enables you to furnish priority
documents electronically in an easy way (as well as being free of charge) (for further
information, please refer to PCT Newsletter Nos. 11 and 12/2019);

— obtain electronic signatures rather than hand-written signatures (one of the advantages
of using ePCT is that it enables you to obtain signatures electronically using the external
signature function, which could be very useful if you are not in direct contact with
someone whose signature you require — for further information, please refer to:
www.wipo.int/pct/en/epct/learnmore.html?N=992); and

- make payments electronically (it is recalled that WIPO only accepts fees paid by:
requests to debit a WIPO Current Account, credit card (under certain circumstances),
bank transfer or (within Europe only) postal transfer);

Note that the IB is also recommending that PCT national and regional Offices, including
International Authorities under the PCT, use electronic means for communication with the 1B,
such as ePCT or Electronic Data Interchange (EDI), whenever possible.

(No. 03/2020) dealt with possible remedies where time limits under the PCT have been missed
due to unforeseen events (in the specific example, due to the effects of the current COVID-19
pandemic).

Requesting eOwnership will in most cases require a confirmation code to be sent via Form PCT/IB/345, and therefore it
is necessary for an e-mail address to have already been recorded for the sending of notifications by e-mail.

(including the fee per sheet over 30), the supplementary search handling fee and the handling fee, as well as an exemption from the transmittal
fee payable to the International Bureau as receiving Office, is also available to applicants from certain States—see footnotes 2 and 13. (Note that
if the CHF 100, 200 or 300 reduction, as the case may be, and the 90% reduction are applicable, the 90% reduction is calculated after the CHF 100,
200 or 300 reduction.) The footnotes to the Fee Tables follow Table II.

Italian Patent and Trademark Office: Opening of National Route

The Italian Patent and Trademark Office has notified the International Bureau (IB) that it will
open the national route for obtaining patent protection via the PCT on 1 July 2020. Therefore,
any designation or election of Italy in an international application filed on or after 1 July 2020 will
constitute an indication under PCT Rule 4.9(iii) that the international application is for the grant
of a regional (European) patent and also a national patent in Italy.

Furthermore, the Office has notified the IB that, under PCT Articles 22(1) and 39(1)(a), for
international applications filed on or after 1 July 2020:

- the time limit for entry into the national phase in Italy will be 30 months from the priority
date; and

— atranslation of the international application into Italian will be required

published in the PCT Applicant’s Guide after 1 July 2020.

Withdrawal of Notification of Incompatibility of Certain PCT Rules with National

As a consequence, the following PCT Rules are applied, respectively, by RO/IT with effect from
1 July 2020, in respect of international applications filed on or after that date:

— PCT Rule 26bis.3(a) to (i) (concerning restoration of right of priority by receiving
Offices);

— PCT Rules 20.3(a)(ii) and (b)(ii), 20.5(a)(ii) and (d), and 20.6 (concerning defects under
PCT Article 11(1), missing parts, and incorporation by reference of elements of parts)

Furthermore, the Office in its capacity as designated Office has notified the IB that, with respect
to international applications filed on or after 1 July 2020, its national law is compatible with:
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— PCT Rule 49ter.1(a) to (d) (effect of restoration of right of priority by receiving Office);
and

— PCT Rule 49ter.2(a) to (g) (restoration of right of priority by designated Office).

In addition, the Office has notified the IB that, in its capacity as receiving Office and designated
Office, it will apply both the “due care” and the “unintentional” criteria to requests for restoration
of the right of priority in respect of international applications filed on or after 1 July 2020. There
will be no fee payable for making such requests, however, they will be subject to a stamp duty

(imposta di bollo) of EUR 15.

Amendments to the PCT Regulations

PCT Rules 15, 16, 57 and 96: providing a legal basis in the PCT for the transfer via the
IB of fees collected by one Office for the benefit of another Office; and

would make available to the public on behalf of the elected Office.

A summary of the main new features follows.

ePCT update for applicants

— title of invention: although in ePCT the text of the title of invention defaults to upper
case, by selecting a new checkbox “Allow lower case” it is possible to add certain
characters that require the use of lower case;

— payment of fees to the International Bureau as receiving Office (RO/(IB): the various
methods of online payment of fees to RO/IB have been combined into one payment
method, “online payment”, and the selection of the specific payment method is now
made at the time of payment when using WIPO’s online payment platform;

— reductions in the search fee: recent changes regarding reductions in the search fee
which are applicable to certain applicants have been taken into account;

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- new ePCT Timeline item and ePCT notification: a new item has been added to the
ePCT Timeline to indicate when priority documents are due for a given international
application. A corresponding new ePCT Notification is available as a preference under
“Notifications” so that the recipient is notified when the 16-month time limit is reached
for furnishing a certified copy to the IB; and

- applicants can now perform some ePCT Actions before the international application has
been transmitted to the IB (for example, submission of translations, declarations or
powers of attorney to the receiving Office).

The EPO (which already accepts international applications filed using ePCT, EPO Online Filing,
the EPO web-form filing service and the EPO case management system (CMS)) has notified the
International Bureau (IB) that, with effect from 1 July 2020, it will no longer accept international
applications filed in electronic form using the PCT-SAFE software.

Commencement of pilot project for EPO Online filing version 2.0

The EPO has announced that, on 4 May 2020, it started a pilot project for EPO Online filing
version 2.0. In addition to enabling the online filing of documents under the EPC, the pilot also

request form is done through embedding the International Bureau's ePCT-Filing engine within
the system, ensuring that applicants have the benefits of the same checks performed by ePCT.

At the time of release, the new PATENTSCOPE search facility provided dozens of search
gueries specially curated by patent information experts who have identified technological areas
relevant to the detection, prevention and treatment of COVID-19. It is recalled that
PATENTSCOPE contains over 83 million patent and related documents, provides
comprehensive searching of patent information with multi-lingual search capabilities and an
automatic translation system that uses artificial intelligence technologies for highly accurate
results. Via the new COVID-19 functionality, thousands of documents deemed of potential use
to innovators working on COVID-19 mitigation efforts would be returned.

Practical Advice

Excuse of delay in meeting time limits — an example of a missed time limit for filing
amendments to the claims under PCT Article 19

Q: Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, our client was in quarantine and not equipped to provide
instructions in time regarding the filing of amendments under PCT Article 19 with the
International Bureau. As a result, we have not been able to draft and file those amendments
within the time limit under PCT Rule 46.1. Is it possible to request an excuse of the delay of
filing those amendments, and if so, what is the procedure for making that request?

A: PCT Rule 82quater.1 provides for excuse of delay in meeting a PCT time limit for actions

such as the submission of documents and payment of fees — including the filing of amendments
to the claims under PCT Article 19. The provision under PCT Rule 82quater.1 refers to reasons
of force majeure (“war, revolution, civil disorder, strike, natural calamity... or other like reason”).

The International Bureau (IB) has clarified that its position is that the current global pandemic
should be considered to be a “natural calamity ... or other like reason” — please refer to the IB’s
interpretative statement at:

In order to have your amendments under PCT Article 19 accepted by the IB, you should:

— submit the amendments under PCT Article 19 to the IB in electronic form! as soon as is
reasonably possible; and

1 It is recalled that the IB strongly discourages the transmittal of documents relating to an international application by

postal mail during this period of pandemic. In the case of PCT Article 19 amendments, you are advised to file them by
using the dedicated Action in ePCT (www.wipo.int/pct/en/epct/learnmore.html?N=840). However, use of the Action is not
possible if the time limit has already expired, in which case you should use the document upload feature in ePCT,
including for submitting other types of document for which there is no dedicated ePCT Action available (such as the
request under PCT Rule 82quater) (www.wipo.int/pct/en/epct/learnmore.htm|?N=820). If you have not yet created a
WIPO account in order to log in to the ePCT system and are not in a position to do so immediately, you can submit
documents in PDF format using the Contingency Upload Service at:
https://pct.wipo.int/ePCTExternal/pages/UploadDocument.xhtml

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- make a request under PCT Rule 82quater for an excuse of the delay in meeting the
applicable time limit by submitting, in electronic form?, a statement to the IB not later
than six months after the expiration of the time limit under PCT Rule 46.12, citing
“COVID-19 related issues” as the reason for the delay.

Normally, under PCT Rule 82quater you would be required to present evidence to the Office,
Authority or the IB, as the case may be, that the time limit concerned was not met due to the
reason given. However, the IB will treat favorably any PCT Rule 82quater request made which
cites COVID-19 related issues, and will not require you to provide evidence that the virus
affected the locality in which you (or the applicant), reside, have a place of business, or are
staying (please refer to the IB’s interpretative statement mentioned above).

Please note however, that the PCT System has many interdependent processes and an
excused delay in one action may have repercussions elsewhere, which you would need to take
into account where an action is delayed. For example, if PCT Article 19 amendments are filed
late, the application may need to be republished, with a corresponding delay in provisional
protection. Furthermore, if you wish to consider requesting international preliminary
examination and would like the International Preliminary Examining Authority (IPEA) to take into
account the PCT Article 19 amendments for the purposes of international preliminary
examination, the amendments may not be available by the time you have to file the demand for
international preliminary examination (that is, before the expiration of the time limit under PCT
Rule 54bis). You may of course, after filing the demand, request the IPEA to wait until the
amendments have been prepared and filed and/or, if necessary, request the IPEA to excuse
any delay in meeting the time limit to file the demand. However, that may delay issuance of the
international preliminary examination report, which you would normally wish to receive before
deciding on any national phase entry.

Therefore, despite the generally favorable treatment of any requests under PCT Rule 82quater
to excuse delays in meeting time limits, it is in the applicant’s interest to avoid delaying any
actions to the extent possible, even where the circumstances make it difficult.

Please note that PCT Rule 82quater is applicable for performing actions before the receiving
Office, International Searching Authority, Authority specified for supplementary search, IPEA or
the 1B, however it is not applicable in the following circumstances:

- in the case of the priority period which, according to PCT Article 8, is governed by
Article 4 of the Paris Convention (the PCT Regulations, however, provide for the
possibility of requesting restoration of the right of priority, either during the international
phase or in the national phase, provided that the Offices concerned have not made any
reservations in this respect); and

- if a time limit missed relates to an action to be performed in the national phase before a
designated or elected Office. Possible remedies before those Offices may be available
under the relevant national laws (PCT Article 48(2), PCT Rule 82bis.2), and designated
and elected Offices are required under PCT Rule 49.6 to provide for the possibility to
reinstate rights with respect to an application, unless a designated State has made a

2 The time limit under PCT Rule 46.1 is two months from the date of transmittal by the International Searching Authority of

(annexed to the Regulations under the PCT) and the PCT Applicant’s Guide, paragraph 5.189. A 90% reduction in the international filing fee
(including the fee per sheet over 30), the supplementary search handling fee and the handling fee, as well as an exemption from the transmittal
fee payable to the International Bureau as receiving Office, is also available to applicants from certain States—see footnotes 2 and 12. (Note that
if the CHF 100, 200 or 300 reduction, as the case may be, and the 90% reduction are applicable, the 90% reduction is calculated after the CHF 100,
200 or 300 reduction.) The footnotes to the Fee Tables follow Table II.

Key to abbreviations used in fee tables:

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50" Anniversary of Diplomatic Conference on the Patent Cooperation Treaty

This month we mark the 50" Anniversary of the Diplomatic Conference on the Patent
Cooperation Treaty, which took place in Washington, D.C., United States of America from
25 May to 19 June 1970. The Diplomatic Conference resulted in the adoption of the Patent
Cooperation Treaty (hereinafter, “the Treaty”) and Regulations.

Fifty-five States that were members of the Paris Union, 23 observer States,

11 intergovernmental organizations and 11 international non-governmental organizations
attended and patrticipated in the Diplomatic Conference. All participants, whether representing
governments or organizations, had the right and opportunity to participate in the debates.

The Treaty and the annexed Regulations were unanimously adopted on 17 June 1970. The
final text of the Treaty and the Regulations was signed at the close of the conference on
19 June 1970 by 20 States, and by an additional 15 States by the end of 1970.

Using industry-leading secure technology, WIPO PROOF allows you to safeguard, at every step
of the process, research results and large data sets or any business record that could lead to a
new product or technology. The WIPO PROOF service is offered at accessible pricing, from
CHF 20 for a single WIPO PROOF token to as little as CHF 13 per token when they are
purchased in ‘bundles’ of 1,000. This is useful for high volume users, for example, those who
need to safeguard large numbers of documents, such as those relating to patent applications.

New one-way PCT-PPH pilot program (Singapore and Brazil)

Informal comments should be sent to RO/ES, together with the international application, in the
form of a separate letter entitled “PCT Directo/comentarios informales”. Note that PCT Direct
submissions are published on PATENTSCOPE.

WIPO Digital Access Service for Priority Documents

It is recalled that, by using the WIPO Digital Access Service for Priority Documents (DAS), a
PCT applicant can request the International Bureau (IB) to retrieve a copy of an earlier
application from DAS for use as a priority document, instead of providing or arranging for the
provision of a certified copy. Note that, in order to be able to make use of the DAS service, the
national/regional office with which the earlier application was filed must be a DAS depositing
Office, and not necessarily the receiving Office with which the international application is filed.
Israel Patent Office

As from 1 July 2020, the Israel Patent Office (ILPO), which already operates as both a
depositing and accessing Office for PCT applications filed with it as a PCT receiving Office, as
well as for national applications, will extend the scope of the DAS digital library to include
industrial designs and will operate as both a depositing office and an accessing office for design
applications.

PCT applicants and agents should note that it is the 1B alone which publishes all PCT
applications promptly after the expiration of 18 months from the priority date (PCT

Article 21(2)(a)); there is no separate fee for such international publication, and the legal effects
of international publication are set out in PCT Article 29.

If they have not already done so, PCT applicants and agents are advised to bring this
information to the attention of the people responsible for handling payments of fees within their
organizations, as well as to the attention of inventors who might also receive such requests. In
case of doubt in relation to any such invitation, please do not hesitate to contact the IB at:

Practical Advice

Entitlement to practice before the International Bureau as receiving Office (when an
international application is assigned to an applicant from a different country).

Q: I filed an international application on behalf of an applicant (applicant A) with the
International Bureau as receiving Office (RO/IB), as the applicant’s national receiving Office was
closed for a long period due to the COVID-19 pandemic. Applicant A is a national and resident
of country A, and | am registered to practice before the patent Office of country A. The
applicant now wishes to assign the international application to a new applicant (applicant B)
who is a national and resident of country B. | have the following questions about the right to
represent applicant B given the new situation:

1. Am | entitled to represent applicant B in respect of the application?

2. Can applicant B appoint a new agent registered to practice before the patent Office of
country A?

3. Can applicant B appoint a new agent registered to practice before the patent Office of
country B?

A: Although there is no requirement for the applicant to be represented at the RO/IB, the
applicant is always strongly advised to appoint an agent to act on his/her behalf. Concerning an
agent’s right to represent an applicant before RO/IB, according to PCT Rule 83.1bis, any person
who has the right to practice before the national Office of, or acting for, a Contracting State of
which the applicant (or if there are two or more applicants, any of the applicants) is a resident or
national is entitled to practice in respect of the international application before the RO/IB under
PCT Rule 19.1(a)(iii))*. Furthermore, any person having the right to practice before RO/IB in
respect of the international application is automatically entitled to practice in respect of that
application before the IB in any other capacity, as well as before the competent International
Searching Authority (ISA) and competent International Preliminary Examining Authority (IPEA).

For scenario 1, above, as you were entitled to represent the applicant at the time of filing the
international application, as far as the RO/IB is concerned, you may continue to act as agent in
respect of the international application before the RO/IB and the International Authorities,
regardless of what happens regarding any future assignment of the application to another
applicant. Applicant B is therefore not obliged to appoint a new agent having the right to
practice before the national Office of, or acting for, a Contracting State of which he/she is a
resident or national, in other words, country B.

Note that, if you do continue to act as agent of record for the international application, it is not
necessary to furnish a power of attorney in your favor signed by applicant B, provided that the
request for the recording of a the change of applicant is requested by you (and not by

1 Where the IB acts as receiving Office pursuant to PCT Rule 19.1(b) (that is, where the national (or regional) Office does

not act as receiving Office but the IB acts as receiving Office on behalf of that State for its nationals or residents), any
natural or legal person has the right to practice before it.

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applicant B). This is because the RO/IB has waived the requirement to furnish the power of
attorney under PCT Rule 90.4(d) and 90.5(c).

For scenario 2, however, where applicant B wishes to appoint a new agent in country A, the
situation is different, as he/she cannot appoint someone who is only entitled to practice before
the Office in country A. This is because, for any new appointment of agent, the appointed
person must, in accordance with PCT Rule 83.1bis, have the right to practice before the
national Office of, or acting for, a Contracting State of which the applicant B is a resident or
national.

As far as scenario 3 is concerned, therefore, where applicant B wishes to appoint a new agent
registered to practice before the patent Office of country B, given the above-mentioned
requirement under PCT Rule 83.1bis, it follows that applicant B, who is resident in and a
national of country B, can appoint a new agent who has the right to practice before the Office of
country B. That principle applies at any time during the international phase.

Please note that if applicant B appoints a new agent, a power of attorney would be required for
the new agent to be recorded by RO/IB, due to the fact that the IB’s power of attorney waiver
does not cover the situation where a new agent is appointed who was not indicated in the
request form at the time of filing.

Note that the determination of right to practice before the RO/IB contrasts with the situation
where an international application is filed with a national or regional Office as receiving Office. If
the application had been filed with the national Office of country A, applicant B would either
have to retain you as agent, or appoint another agent who has the right to practice before that
Office. This is because, for filings with national (or regional) Offices, the agent must, in
accordance with PCT Rule 90.1, have the right to practice before the Office with which the
international application was filed. Therefore, any new agent must be an agent who has the
right to practice before the national/regional RO where the application was filed, irrespective of
the nationality/residence of any new applicant.

(Note that
if the CHF 100, 200 or 300 reduction, as the case may be, and the 90% reduction are applicable, the 90% reduction is calculated after the CHF 100,
200 or 300 reduction.)

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End of COVID-19-related RO/IB Extended Period for Considering PCT
Applications as Withdrawn for Failure to Pay Fees

In its announcement published on 9 April 2020 (www.wipo.int/pct/en/covid_19/82quater.pdf), the
International Bureau, in its role as receiving Office (RO/IB), indicated that it would defer the
issuance of notifications declaring international applications as considered withdrawn for having
failed to pay the appropriate fees within the prescribed time limit (Form PCT/RO/117) until

31 May 2020. This action was taken as a measure to assist PCT applicants whose financial
situations may have been impacted by the effects of the COVID-19 pandemic. In its further
announcement published on 27 May 2020 (www.wipo.int/pct/en/news/2020/news_0014.html),
the RO/IB stated that it would further extend that period until 30 June 2020.

While continuing to apply PCT Rule 82quater.1 to excuse delays in meeting certain PCT time
limits when requested (as indicated in the 9 April announcement), the RO/IB restarted on

1 July 2020 the issuance of Form PCT/RO/117 for failure to pay the required PCT fees. The
RO/IB will nevertheless continue to waive the payment of any applicable late payment fees
under PCT Rule 16bis.2 until further notice.

Excuse of Delay in Meeting Time Limits Due to Unavailability of Electronic Means
of Communication (PCT Rule 82quater.2)

It is recalled that the Assembly of the PCT Union, during its fifty-first session which was held in
Geneva from 30 September to 9 October 2019, adopted, in addition to other rule changes, new
PCT Rule 82quater.2 concerning the excuse of delay in meeting certain time limits due to the
unavailability of electronic means of communication at an Office or organization. This rule
entered into force on 1 July 2020.

International Bureau

The International Bureau (IB), including as receiving Office, has issued a notification in which it
states that, with effect from 1 July 2020, delays in meeting time limits may be excused under
PCT Rule 82quater.2(a) where the ePCT system (with or without strong authentication) or the
PCT Contingency Upload Service was being used but was unavailable for a minimum of a
continuous one-hour period on a specific working day at the IB.

This applies to all time limits fixed in the Regulations under the PCT and in the Administrative
Instructions under the PCT within which an action is to be performed before the IB. It also
applies to time limits fixed in invitations or notifications issued to the applicant by the IB. Please
note, however, that it does not apply to the priority period.

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An interested party who wishes to request excuse of delay in meeting a time limit under PCT
Rule 82quater.2(a) before the 1B should:

1. submit a request to the IB, indicating that the time limit was not met due to the
unavailability of the ePCT system or the PCT Contingency Upload Service on a specific
date, and

2. perform the relevant action on the next working day at the IB on which the ePCT
system or the PCT Contingency Upload Service was again available.

The IB will excuse a delay in meeting the time limits referred to above, if conditions 1 and 2,
above, are met and if the IB acknowledges that the ePCT system or the PCT Contingency
Upload Service was unavailable for at least a continuous one-hour period on the day in
guestion. The IB will communicate its decision to the interested party by way of

Form PCT/IB/345, or Form PCT/RO/132 when it acts as receiving Office.

Electronic Filing and Processing of International Applications

Reminder about the importance of making e-filing data available to the International
Bureau

When e-filing an international application, regardless of the receiving Office (RO) with which the
application is filed and the software used, a number of files in .pdf and .xml format are
automatically generated and grouped together as a filing package. In addition to the
bibliographic data used to render the PDF files, such as the request form and fee calculation
sheet, the XML files also contain important information that is used by the processing systems
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at the International Bureau (IB). For example, when e-filing an international application using
ePCT-compatible software that allows the user to copy and paste the WIPO Account Customer
ID and eOwnership code during the signature process (PCT-SAFE, EPO Online Filing software,
JPO-PAS), once the record copy has been subsequently received at the IB, access rights can
be automatically assigned in ePCT to the holder of the corresponding WIPO Account based on
the information contained in one of the XML files in the filing package.

For electronic filings submitted directly online to the RO, the XML files are automatically
included in the electronic filing package.

For electronic filing with the United States Patent and Trademark Office (USPTO) as RO using
ePCT-Filing or PCT-SAFE, or with the Israel Patent Office as RO using ePCT-Filing, the XML
files will be included in a data package zip file produced by the e-filing software. It is important
to upload the zip file to the RO e-filing system (for example, EFS-Web) so that it can
subsequently be forwarded by the RO to the IB with the record copy.

If the IB does not receive the data package zip file, due either to the failure by the applicant to
provide it, or to the omission by the RO to transmit it along with the record copy, manual
processing will subsequently be required for certain processes. Inthe case of ePCT access
rights, they cannot be assigned automatically by the IB’s systems as the Customer ID and
eOwnership code will be missing, and the applicant will have to submit a separate eOwnership
request.

Fee-related processes designed to facilitate the payment and reimbursement of fees efficiently,
in an automated manner, also rely on the XML data contained in the files generated by the
e-filing software. For example, in the case of the European Patent Office as RO and/or
International Searching Authority, any fee-related instructions provided at the time of filing are
included in the electronic filing package, without which automated processing is not possible.

Collaborative Search and Examination Pilot News

It is recalled that PCT Newsletter No. 07-08/2018 contained details of a Collaborative Search
and Examination (CS&E) pilot, whereby the IP5 Offices?, upon the applicant’s specific request
to participate, all contribute towards the international search report and the written opinion of the
International Searching Authority (ISA) for a particular international application. Over the course
of its operational phase, the International Authorities accepted around 460 applications into the
pilot. The applications were filed in English, Chinese, French, German, Japanese and Korean
and covered a wide range of technical fields and special cases, such as sequence listings and
lack of unity of invention.

The operational phase of the CS&E pilot concluded on 30 June 2020, therefore as of 1 July
2020, the pilot is now closed to new applications. The applications accepted in the pilot will be
followed through their national phase processing and the effects of the process will be
evaluated.

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WIPO Digital Access Service for Priority Documents

Practical Advice

The furnishing of a correct element of an international application where the originally
filed element was filed erroneously

Q: I filed an international application, claiming the priority of an earlier application filed on

16 July 2019, with the Intellectual Property Office® (United Kingdom) as receiving Office
(RO/GB) on 14 July 2020 (that is, two days before the expiration of the 12-month priority
period). A week later, | realized that | had erroneously submitted the claims from a different
application, together with the correct abstract, description and drawings. | would like to know
whether | can replace the incorrect claims with the correct claims in the application in question,
without being accorded a later international filing date and losing my right to claim priority of the
earlier application. Please could you confirm whether this is possible, and if so, what do | need
to do? Also, will the original (wrong) claims be made available to the public?

A: Note that, where an applicant claims priority of an earlier application and notices that he/she
has filed the wrong set of claims (or description or drawings) before the expiration of the
12-month priority period, one option is to simply refile the international application with the
correct claims immediately, and withdraw the original application. Alternatively, in accordance
with new PCT Rule 20.5bis(b) and (c), for all international applications filed on or after 1 July
2020, it is possible to request the receiving Office to exchange the claims with the correct ones.
However, if the correct claims are received by the receiving Office on a later date, the
international filing date would be changed to the date of receipt of the correct claims by the
receiving Office. Since you only noticed the mistake after the expiration of the 12-month priority
period, if you took either of the above actions, you would no longer be able to validly claim
priority of the earlier application (without attempting to request restoration of the right of priority).
In the first option, the date of receipt of the newly filed international application would fall outside
the priority period, and in the second option, the date of receipt of the correct set of claims
would become the international filing date, which would also fall outside the priority period.

If it is important to retain the originally accorded international filing date, new PCT

Rule 20.5bis(d) enables you to request confirmation of incorporation by reference of elements
and parts in the case of an erroneously filed element or part (as opposed to PCT Rule 20.5,
which covers the case of furnishing of a missing part of the application), where that element or

part was completely contained in the earlier application concerned. This means that if the
“correct claims” were in fact completely contained in the priority application, you will be able to
add the correct set of claims to your application, provided that you submit to RO/GB, within the
applicable time limit under PCT Rule 20.7 (that is, two months from the date on which one or
more elements referred to in PCT Article 11(1)(iii) were first received by the receiving Office’), a
written notice confirming that the new (correct) set of claims is incorporated by reference in the
international application under PCT Rule 4.18. In accordance with PCT Rule 20.6, that notice
should be accompanied by the following?:

— asheet or sheets embodying the entire element as contained in the earlier application,
the priority of which is being claimed, and

- if you have not yet furnished the priority document, a copy of the earlier application as
filed.

Provided that the receiving Office determines that the correct set of claims is completely
contained in the earlier application, those claims will, in accordance with PCT Rule 20.6(b), be
considered to have been contained in the international application on the date on which one or
more elements referred to in PCT Article 11(1)(iii) were first received by the receiving Office.
Therefore, the original international filing date will be retained.

In accordance with PCT Rule 40bis.1, the International Searching Authority (ISA) may invite the
applicant to pay additional fees where a missing part or a correct element or part is furnished
later under PCT Rules 20.5(c), 20.5bis(c), 20.5(d) or 20.5bis(d), and the ISA has been notified
that it has been included in the international application or that it is considered to have been
contained in the international application on the date on which one or more elements referred to
in PCT Article 11(1)(iii) were first received by the receiving Office, as the case may be, only after
the ISA has begun to draw up the international search report (ISR). Please note that the
European Patent Office (EPO), which is the competent ISA for international applications filed
with RO/GB, charges such an additional fee in respect of erroneously filed elements.

Therefore, in your case, where all the claims were erroneously filed, if the EPO as ISA has
already begun to draw up the ISR in respect of the original, erroneously filed claims by the time
it has been notified that the correct claims have been incorporated by reference, you might be
requested to pay that additional fee (please refer to the decision of the EPO’s Administrative
Council of 27 March 2020 (OJ EPO 2020, A36) (www.epo.org/law-practice/legal-texts/official-
journal/2020/04/a36/2020-a36.pdf)).

In the situation where the correct set of claims has been incorporated by reference under PCT
Rule 20.6(b), the erroneously filed set of claims will remain in the application (PCT

Rule 20.5bis(d)). The receiving Office will mark those erroneously filed sheets as
“ERRONEOUSLY FILED (RULE 20.5bis)”, move those sheets to the end of the claims (without
repagination), and will transmit them to the International Bureau (IB). The IB will publish those
sheets on PATENTSCOPE as part of the international application. This contrasts with the
situation under PCT Rule 20.5bis(c), where the applicant requests the receiving Office to simply
replace the erroneously filed element with the correct one (without requesting incorporation by
reference), in which case the correct element will replace the erroneously filed element, which

Or, if you have received an invitation under PCT Rule 20.5bis(a) from the receiving Office, the time limit is two months
from the date of that invitation.

If the earlier application is not in the language in which the international application was filed, or where a translation of
the international application is required, please refer to PCT Rule 20.6(a)(iii).
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will then be removed from the application and thus will not be published as part of the
international application or made available on PATENTSCOPE?®.

Please note that some Offices, in their capacities as receiving Office and/or designated (or
elected) Office, have notified the IB under PCT Rule 20.8(a-bis) and (b-bis), respectively, that
new Rules 20.5bis(a)(ii) and (d) are not compatible with their applicable national law (for those
Offices which have submitted to the IB a notice of incompatibility under PCT Rule 20.8(a) or (b),
it is deemed that the notice of incompatibility also applies to PCT Rule 20.8(a-bis) or (b-bis),
respectively). This means that not all receiving Offices would allow you to confirm incorporation
by reference of an erroneously filed element, and not all designated Offices will take into
account any decision made by a receiving Office to accept incorporation by reference of an
erroneously filed element. The list of Offices which have made such a notification of
incompatibility can be found at:

In the case where an applicant has filed an international application with a receiving Office that
has made such a notification under PCT Rule 20.8(a-bis), the applicant may request the
receiving Office to transmit the international application under PCT Rule 19.4(a)(iii) to the IB as
receiving Office, which does accept the incorporation by reference of correct elements or parts
where erroneously filed elements or parts have been filed. Note also that if a particular
designated Office has made such a reservation, this does not mean that that Office will not
accept the corrected set of claims as you could still proceed with those claims before it,
provided that you were prepared to accept the consequences of a later international filing date.
In that case, you could still consider whether it would be worthwhile requesting restoration of the
right of priority before that designated Office.

National Institute of Industrial Property (Chile) joins the Global PPH pilot

On 6 July 2020, the National Institute of Industrial Property (Chile) joined the Global Patent
Prosecution Highway (GPPH) pilot, bringing the number of Offices taking part in the pilot to 27.
It is recalled that under this pilot, it is possible to make a request for accelerated processing at
any participating office, based on work products (including, where applicable, a PCT written
opinion from either the ISA or the IPEA, or an international preliminary report on patentability
(IPRP) (Chapter II)) from any one of the other participating offices, provided that at least one
claim has been found to be patentable by the office of earlier examination, and that any other
applicable eligibility criteria are met. The pilot uses a single set of qualifying requirements and
aims to simplify and improve the existing PPH network to make it more accessible to users.

Practical Advice

Access by third parties to information in the file of the international preliminary
examination

Q: I am considering filing a demand for international preliminary examination as this will enable
me to make amendments to my international application under PCT Article 34. | would like to
know whether the international preliminary report on patentability (Chapter Il of the PCT) is
accessible to third parties, and if so, whether any other documents in the file of the international
preliminary examination will also be accessible to such persons.

A: While the Patent Cooperation Treaty (PCT Article 38) provides that the file of the
international preliminary examination is confidential, in practice, the file is no longer confidential
after the establishment of the international preliminary report on patentability (Chapter Il of the
PCT) (IPRP (Ch. 1)) (also known as International Preliminary Examination Report (IPER)). To
better understand the current provisions relating to third party access to the international
preliminary examination file, it is helpful to first look at the following background information.

PCT Article 38 expressly provides that the International Bureau (IB) and the International
Preliminary Examining Authority (IPEA) shall not allow unauthorized access to the file of the
international preliminary examination by any person or authority. Access to that file by third
parties prior to the establishment of the IPRP (Ch. II) will thus be permitted only if requested or
authorized by the applicant. However, once the international preliminary report on patentability
IPRP (Ch. Il) has been established, the IPEA sends a copy to the applicant and to the IB under
PCT Rule 71.1(a), and the IB communicates a copy to the elected Offices upon the expiration of
30 months from the priority date (PCT Article 36 and Rule 73.2(a)). The elected Offices may
access the file of the international preliminary examination, and allow public access to that file if
so provided by the applicable national law (PCT Rule 94.3).

In January 2004, PCT Rule 94.1(c) entered into force with the result that the IB could make the
IPRP (Ch. Il) available on behalf of the elected Offices. A number of elected Offices expressly
authorized the IB to make that report publicly available on PATENTSCOPE
(www.wipo.int/patentscope/en/), but this is not done before the expiration of 30 months from the
priority date. Similarly, according to the amendments to PCT Rules 71.1(b) and 94.1(c), which
entered into force on 1 July 2020, any other document in relation to the international application
concerned that is received at the IPEA, or established by the IPEA, on or after that date will also
be made available on PATENTSCOPE after 30 months from the priority date2. Note, however,
that not all IPEAs are technically ready to implement new PCT Rule 71.1(b), but they will start

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sending such documents to the IB as soon as their technical systems have enabled this. You
should therefore be aware that any documents sent to or from the applicant during the
international preliminary examination (IPE) procedure on or after 1 July 2020 may now become
available to the public.

As far as the actual documents in the file of the IPE which the IPEA transmits to the applicant
and IB are concerned, some are annexed to the IPRP (Ch. Il) itself, and some are transmitted
separately, as explained below.

The following documents, where applicable, are annexed to the IPRP (Ch. Il), as provided by
PCT Rule 70.16:

— any replacement sheet submitted under PCT Rule 66.8 containing amendments under
PCT Article 34, as well as any accompanying letter;

- any replacement sheet submitted under PCT Rule 46.5 containing amendments under
PCT Article 19, as well as any accompanying letter;

- any replacement sheet under PCT Rule 26.4 containing a rectification of an obvious
mistake authorized by the IPEA under PCT Rule 91.1(b)(iii) 3, as well as any
accompanying letter;

unless any such replacement sheet has been superseded or considered reversed by a later
replacement sheet or an amendment resulting in the cancellation of an entire sheet under PCT
Rule 66.8(b). Note that:

- any replacement sheet referred to above that has been superseded or considered
reversed by a later replacement sheet or an amendment resulting in the cancellation of
an entire sheet; and

- any letter relating to such superseded or reversed sheet

will be annexed to the report where the IPEA considers that the relevant superseding or
reversing amendment goes beyond the disclosure in the international application as filed, or
where the amendment was not accompanied by a letter indicating the basis for the amendment
and the report is established as if the amendment had not been made.

Amended PCT Rule 94.1(c) provides for the IB to additionally make publicly available (on
PATENTSCOPE), on behalf of elected Offices, copies of any of the following documents
received at or established by the IPEA in relation to the international application concerned on
or after 1 July 2020, as listed in new Section 602bis of the Administrative Instructions under the
PCT#5:

— any written opinion issued by the IPEA;

— any letter containing arguments that the applicant submitted to the IPEA under PCT
Rule 66.3 (in the case where the applicant disagrees with the written opinion of the
IPEA);

Where the request for rectification was not taken into account for the IPRP Ch I, the report shall so indicate and the
sheets relating to the rectification will nevertheless be annexed to the report.

Note that in certain situations, there may be an overlap in the types of documents that are annexed to the IPRP (Ch. I1)
and those which are transmitted separately.

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- any replacement sheet containing amendments under PCT Article 34 and any letter
accompanying the amendments, including any such amendments and letters that have
been superseded;

— any invitation to restrict the claims or pay additional fees issued by the IPEA,;

— any protest against the invitation to restrict the claims or pay additional fees and the
decision thereon (regardless of whether the applicant has specifically requested that the
protest be annexed to the IPRP (Ch. 1)) in accordance with PCT Rule 68.3(c));

— any other document in its file that the IPEA wishes to transmit.

In addition to the IPRP (Ch. Il) and its annexes and accompanying papers, the IB also publishes
on PATENTSCORPE a translation into English of the body of the report where that is required by
any elected Office in accordance with PCT Rule 93bis (if a translation of any annexes is
required, this must be prepared and sent to the elected Offices concerned by the applicant).

The amended Regulations provide for greater transparency of the IPE procedure, which assists
elected Offices and the public. Elected Offices accordingly have easier access to the file of the
IPE on a single platform via PATENTSCOPE, including those documents which, before 1 July
2020, they could only have obtained from the IPEA. This facilitates national phase processing,
eliminating unnecessary duplication of work by national/regional Offices, and provides them with
a comprehensive understanding of the IPE results.

Note that if you file a demand and subsequently do not wish to have the Chapter Il file publicly
accessible, the only way of achieving this would be to withdraw the demand before the IPRP
(Ch. ) is established. The IPEA would then discontinue the processing of the application and
no IPRP (Ch. Il) would be established (PCT Rule 90bis.6(c)).

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PCT Working Group

The thirteenth session of the PCT Working Group was held in Geneva from 5 to 8 October 2020
in the form of a hybrid meeting — the first WIPO technical meeting of this kind. The chair and
vice chairs, as well as many of the delegations, attended remotely, and a number of delegations
were physically present. A wider range of member States were represented than last year, with
representatives of 78 member States (18 more than in 2019) physically or remotely present.
The meeting took place for two hours per day and participants benefitted from interpretation into
six languages. The meeting was very successful. Some of the main points discussed are
summarized below.

Implementation of WIPO Standard ST.26 in the PCT

The Working Group agreed to submit amendments to the PCT Regulations for approval by the
PCT Assembly at its session to be held in the first half of 2021. The amendments would enable
WIPO Standard ST.26 for the presentation of nucleotide and amino acid sequence listings using
XML to apply to international applications filed on or after 1 January 2022 (please refer to
document PCT/WG/13/8).

Review of Supplementary International Search

The Working Group recommended to the PCT Assembly to maintain the current supplementary
international search system despite its low use.

Strengthening PCT Safeguards in Case of General Disruption

The Working Group considered a proposal by the European Patent Office (EPO), France,
Switzerland and the United Kingdom to allow an office to extend time limits in the PCT
Regulations in case of general disruption where the office is located. After discussion, the
Working Group invited the EPO and the other sponsoring delegations to submit a revised
proposal to the next session of the Working Group, taking into account the comments made
during the session. The Working Group also requested the IB, in cooperation with the Member
States, to assess the experiences of offices in the implementation of the interpretative
statement and recommended PCT practice changes in light of the COVID-19 pandemic that it
issued on 9 April 2020 (please refer to PCT Newsletter No. 04/2020), and to submit a report to
the next session of the Working Group (please refer to document PCT/WG/13/10).

Other Issues
The Working Group also noted reports concerning:

- coordination of patent examiner training (document PCT/WG/13/6 Rev.);
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- coordination of technical assistance under the PCT (document PCT/WG/13/7 Rev.); and

— the PCT minimum documentation task force (document PCT/WG/13/12).

Electronic Filing and Processing of International Applications

United States of America: United States Patent and Trademark Office amends rules to
facilitate the use of ePCT

The United States Patent and Trademark Office (USPTO) has adopted amendments to its
foreign filing license rules to facilitate the use of ePCT by applicants to help them prepare an
international application for filing with the USPTO in its capacity as receiving Office (RO/US).
The amendments entered into force on 30 September 2020.

While the former foreign filing license rules authorized the export of technical data via ePCT for
the purposes of preparing an international application for filing in a foreign PCT receiving
Office (for example, the International Bureau as receiving Office), they did not authorize the
export of technical data by entering it in the ePCT system (with servers in Switzerland) for the
purposes of preparing an international application for filing with RO/US (reference is made
to PCT Newsletter No. 05/2016, page 5). As a foreign filing license addresses the export of
technical data, the USPTO has amended the foreign filing license rules to further provide that a
foreign filing license from the USPTO also authorizes the export of technical data abroad for
purposes related to the use of ePCT to prepare an international application for filing with
RO/US.

The above-mentioned rule change means that PCT applicants in the U.S. (provided that they
have obtained the necessary foreign filing license and are not exporting additional subject
matter not included within the scope of the foreign filing license from the USPTO) can now
prepare their international application using ePCT and then generate a .zip file for upload to the
RO/US via one of the USPTO'’s electronic filing systems, the EFS-Web or Patent Center,
without having any of the previous concerns about the export of technical data into ePCT.

It is recalled that some of the benefits of ePCT-Filing are as follows:

it is a web-based application that does not require installation and subsequent periodic
updates of any software on the user’s computer;

there is a complete validation of the full content of the international application, including
the specification;

unlike PCT-SAFE, which only validates data making up the request form against the
version of the software installed on the user’'s computer, ePCT makes all of the
business rule validations and fee calculations in real-time and checks them against the
database of the IB, which holds the most up-to-date PCT reference data. As a result,
applications prepared in this way are less likely to require correction post-filing, and their
processing is thus more efficient and cost-effective for applicants, the receiving Office
and the IB;

ePCT interfaces with other WIPO online services for both validation purposes and
convenience, for example, it validates priority claim data entered in ePCT-Filing by
cross-checking against the DAS (WIPO Digital Access Service) system in cases where
the corresponding certified copy has been made available to DAS, and it is possible
post-filing to submit a fully-automated request in ePCT for the IB to retrieve the priority
document from DAS; and

even before the filing package is generated by ePCT (for example, for submission to
RO/US via EFS-Web), the newly-created international application will be automatically
associated with the user's WIPO account without any need for ePCT access rights to be
set up independently or requested separately, and it will therefore be possible to share
access rights with other users prior to filing, if required. As a result, once the IB
receives the record copy from RO/US, all users with access rights to the international
application will be able to enjoy secure electronic access to the file as held by the 1B
and benefit from the full suite of functions available in ePCT, such as online file
management, monitoring of certain time limits, electronic upload of documents in
electronic form and interactive “Actions” with built-in business validations (such as
requests under PCT Rule 92bis).

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European Patent Office as ISA: CNIPA/EPO Pilot to Start on 1 December 2020

The China National Intellectual Property Administration (CNIPA) has specified, with effect from
1 December 2020, the European Patent Office (EPO), in addition to the CNIPA itself, as
competent International Searching Authority (ISA) and International Preliminary Examining
Authority (IPEA) for international applications filed by nationals and residents of China.

The designation by the CNIPA of the EPO as ISA arises in the framework of a pilot and is
subject to the following conditions:

(a) the pilot project will be of a duration of two years;
(b) the pilot will only be applicable to international applications filed in English;

(c) the pilot will apply to international applications filed with the CNIPA or with the
International Bureau (IB), as receiving Office; and

(d) a maximum of 2,500 international applications will be accepted on a first-come-first-serve
basis in the first 12 months of the pilot, and 3,000 in the second 12 months.

A transitional period will be set at the beginning of the pilot, during which, until further notice,
applicants filing their international applications with the CNIPA as receiving Office and choosing
the EPO as ISA will have to pay the international search fee directly with the EPO acting as ISA.
The amount — payable in euros only — is indicated in PCT Fee Table I(b). The payment of the
international search fee to the EPO initiates the process for the transmission of the search copy
to ISA/EP. Applicants are invited to use the EPO’s online credit card platform
(https://www.epo.org/fee-payment-service/en/login) or, if they have an EPO deposit account, to
use the EPO Online Filing (OLF) or the EPO case management system (CMS).

WIPO Pearl: Addition of COVID-19 Terminology to Help Stimulate Innovation to
Fight Pandemic

WIPO Pearl, WIPO’s multilingual terminology database, now includes some 1,500 new
COVID-19-related terms in 10 languages, helping innovators targeting new coronavirus
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treatments and diagnostics by providing them with a baseline set of terms and their multilingual
equivalents. This advancement will foster international collaboration and promote easier access
to information in patent documents and other public resources produced around the world.

It is recalled that WIPO Pearl provides free access to a wealth of scientific and technical terms
derived from PCT applications and national patent documents, as well as to key PCT legal
terms, in all 10 PCT publication languages (Arabic, Chinese, English, French, German,
Japanese, Korean, Portuguese, Russian and Spanish). It now contains 147 key concepts
related to COVID-19, amounting to nearly 1,500 terms as each concept is given in

10 languages, which are primarily drawn from the fields of biology, medicine (especially
epidemiology and diagnostics) and public health. The aim is to help provide consistency and
clarity across different languages regarding key terminology of the COVID-19 pandemic.

Regarding the new collection of terms, WIPQO's (former) Director General Francis Gurry said:
“Innovation is increasingly global in nature, so a verified multilingual set of commonly
understood COVID-19-related terms creates a knowledge base that helps researchers access
and build upon work created in another language. WIPO is providing this upgraded service in
support of the global drive to find new treatments and vaccines for the coronavirus, which is the
quintessential global challenge requiring mutual comprehension and cooperation.”

Practical Advice

Access by third parties to the inventor’s address that was included in the request form
upon filing, but is subsequently changed following a request under PCT Rule 92bis

Q: I filed an international application in which the inventor's home address was indicated in Box
No. Il of the request form. The inventor (who is not also an applicant) later asked me to
request that his home address be changed to his professional address, where he can also be
reached. If | request the International Bureau to record such a change under PCT Rule 92bis,
will the home address be visible to third parties upon publication of the international application?

A: Concerning the inventor’s address in general, if the name and address of the inventor (or
inventors) are furnished prior to the completion of technical preparations for publication, the
name of the inventor will be made publicly available on PATENTSCOPE on the “PCT Biblio.
Data” tab of the international application concerned (please refer to PCT Rule 48.2(b)(i)) at the
time of publication of the international application, however the address of the inventor will not
be published in the bibliographic data. It used to be the case that the address of the inventor
was also made publicly available on the bibliographic data tab but, since January 2009, in
response to privacy concerns, the address data of the inventor is no longer displayed on that
tab, with the effect that personal address data is no longer indexed or displayed by Internet
search engines.

The inventor’s address is nevertheless visible to third parties, in image format only, on the front
page of the published international application, as well as in certain other documents that
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contain the inventor’s address. In addition to the request form (PCT/RO/101), which is available
under the “Related Documents on file at the International Bureau” tab, other examples are
declarations as to the identity of the inventor under PCT Rule 4.17(i) and declarations of
inventorship under PCT Rule 4.17(iv)). Both of these declarations are included as separate
items under the “Published International Application” tab of PATENTSCOPE.

In your case, if the request to record the change of address of the inventor under PCT

Rule 92bis is received by the International Bureau (IB) before the completion of technical
preparations for publication, the inventor’s professional address will be indicated on the front
page of the published international application, and not the home address.

However, Form PCT/IB/306 (Notification of the Recording of a Change) confirming the change
of address of the inventor (which will include the inventor’s address as indicated in the request
form upon filing as well as the new address) will be visible to third parties on PATENTSCOPE
under the “Related Documents on file at the International Bureau” tab but in image format only,
and not in electronic searchable form. Similarly, if you have submitted a declaration of
inventorship under PCT Rule 4.17(iv) (which requires the inventor’'s address) and the inventor’s
home address was indicated on those forms, that address will, in accordance with PCT

Rule 48.2(a)(x), also be visible to third parties on PATENTSCOPE in non-searchable image
format.

It is not a simple matter to fully remove the inventor’'s home address from an international
application once it has been included in the application. Although the applicant may request the
omission of certain sensitive information from public file access under PCT Rule 94.1(e), this is
only granted if the request is well-founded. Since a high standard must be met when justifying
such omission?, it is likely to be successful only in very rare and exceptional cases. (For further
information about such requests, please refer to PCT Newsletter No. 07-08/2016.)

It is therefore important to consider, before filing the international application, whether there is
any sensitive information that should not be included in the international application without
resulting in any defects or problems. Even though it is not a requirement under the PCT to
furnish the name and address of the inventor in order to be accorded an international filing date,
it is nevertheless strongly recommended that this information be included in the request form as
most PCT Contracting States, in their capacity as designated (or elected) States, require this
information. This avoids any problems or delays in the national phase. You should be aware
that, although it is normally possible to indicate the inventor’s professional address in the
international application, once the application enters the national phase it is the national law of
the designated Offices concerned that determines whether such an address is acceptable
instead of the home address. For further information on the requirement to include the name
and address of the inventor, please refer to the Practical Advice in PCT Newsletter No. 12/2012.
Also, Annex B of the PCT Applicant’'s Guide (www.wipo.int/pct/en/guide/index.html) includes
information on the requirements of each Contracting State or intergovernmental organization if
designated (or elected) regarding the time when the name and address of the inventor must be
given.

According to PCT Rule 94.1(e), the IB must find that: the information does not obviously serve the purpose of informing
the public about the international application, public access to such information would clearly prejudice the personal or
economic interests of any person, and there is no prevailing public interest to have access to that information.

PCT Patent Prosecution Highway (PCT-PPH) Pilots

New one-way PCT PPH pilot programs (Saudi Arabia and Japan; Saudi Arabia and United
States of America; Saudi Arabia and China)

On 1 January 2020, new one-way PCT-PPH pilot programs started between the Saudi Authority
for Intellectual Property (SAIP) and the Japan Patent Office, and between SAIP and the United
States Patent and Trademark Office, and on 1 November 2020, a new one-way PCT-PPH pilot
program started between the SAIP and the China National Intellectual Property

Administration (CNIPA). Under these programs, accelerated processing in the national phase
before the SAIP is available on the basis of a PCT application with a positive written opinion
from either the International Searching Authority (ISA) or the International Preliminary
Examining Authority (IPEA), or a positive international preliminary report on patentability (IPRP)
(Chapter II), issued by the other Offices, respectively, in their capacities as ISA/IPEA.

Practical Advice

The cost of filing an international application — finding out what fees are due when using
ePCT-Filing

Q: I am going to file an international application for the first time, and | intend to use
ePCT-Filing. Is there a way of finding out exactly how much the PCT fees will be before |
submit my application?

A: The amounts of the fees payable upon filing a PCT application vary depending on your
circumstances, as described below, but once you have entered all the necessary information in
ePCT, the system will, before you submit the application, calculate the fees in real time, taking
into account all the variables that can make fee calculation complex for applicants.

The fees payable upon filing an international application are: the transmittal fee (if applicable)
(PCT Rule 14), the international filing fee (PCT Rule 15), and the search fee (PCT Rule 16).
Other fees may also be due where applicable, such as the fee for priority document and the fee
for restoration of the right of priority.

Before the full and exact fee amounts can be calculated by ePCT, you will need to provide the
information indicated below (shown in the order in which they appear when preparing your
international application using ePCT-Filing), as it all has a bearing on the total fee calculation.

1. Select the receiving Office with which you wish to file the international application

Typically in any e-filing system or software, it is necessary to begin by selecting the receiving
Office with which you intend to file. This will directly affect the calculation of:

- the transmittal fee, which is charged by most receiving Offices® and varies, depending
on which Office you have selected*, as well as any other fees that are charged by the
receiving Office, and

— the search fee, since the choice of receiving Office will also determine which
International Searching Authority or Authorities (ISAs) are competent for your
application (see below).

There is no transmittal fee charged by the receiving Offices of: Algeria, China, India (in the case of e-filings), Morocco,
Mongolia, Slovenia and Turkey.

Please note, however, that for a very small number of receiving Offices, it is not possible for ePCT to calculate the
transmittal fee because the Offices concerned do not have a fee structure that allows the system to make the calculation
— if your receiving Office is one of these, ePCT will show the following message under “Fees”:

“IMPORTANT — ePCT is not able to calculate fees payable to this receiving Office. Please refer to the receiving Office
for the correct amounts due for payment. Look up Annex C of the PCT Applicant’s Guide.”

Unfortunately, in such a case the automated fee calculation sheet will be rendered with zeros at the time of filing and the
receiving Office will issue Form PCT/R0O102 (Notification concerning payment of prescribed fees) after filing in order to
inform you of the fees due.
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Although the main component of the international filing fee, which is payable for the benefit of
the International Bureau (IB), is always the same amount, regardless of which receiving Office
you select (currently CHF 1,330), it might have to be paid in the equivalent amount of a
currency accepted by your chosen receiving Office. However, where the selected receiving
Office has a fee structure involving more than one currency, it may be possible to pay the
transmittal fee in the local currency of the Office, and pay the international filing fee in a different
currency — in such a case, it is possible to indicate multiple currencies.

2. Indicate the priority claim (or claims), if any

If you request the receiving Office to prepare a certified copy of the priority document and
transmit it to the 1B, the amount of any fee that the Office charges for this service will be
included in the fee calculation®. Moreover, if you are requesting the restoration of the right of
priority, the amount of any fee due will also be calculated. The amounts of both of these fees, if
applicable, vary depending on the choice of receiving Office.

3. Indicate the State(s) of nationality and residence of the applicant (or applicants)

By indicating the State of nationality and residence of the applicant (or applicants) when
entering the information under the “Names” section, the system will be able to validate the
competency of the receiving Office that you have selected, given that, with the exception of the
IB as receiving Office (RO/IB) (which acts as receiving Office for nationals and/or residents of all
PCT Contracting States), all other receiving Offices will act as such only for nationals and/or
residents of certain States.

By indicating the nationality and residence of the applicant(s), ePCT can determine whether any
fee reduction is applicable in respect of applicants from certain PCT Contracting States. Note
that it is important to indicate the nationality and residence of all the applicants in order for any
such fee reduction to be correctly applied.

4. Select the ISA if more than one ISA is competent to act as such for your international
application®

As stated above, the receiving Office that is selected will determine the competent ISA(S).
Since many receiving Offices have specified more than one Office to act as ISA, you may have
a choice of more than one’. Your choice, if any, will determine the amount of the search fee
that you will pay since each ISA sets the amount of its own search fee.

Note that some ISAs offer fee reductions based on the State of nationality and residence of the
applicant(s), and some ISAs offer fee reductions in cases where the applicant is a university or
other academic institution, small or micro entity, or government agency. Where applicable,
applicants can indicate in ePCT that they fall into one of these categories, in order for the
applicable fee reduction to be taken into account in the ePCT fee calculation.

Please note that for certain receiving Offices it might not be possible to fully calculate the fee for furnishing the priority
document; for details please refer to the PCT Applicant’s Guide, Annex C. If you are able to make use of the WIPO DAS
system for furnishing the priority document, there is no fee payable if you request the IB to retrieve the priority document
from DAS (although there may be a fee payable to some depositing Offices).

You will have a wider choice if your selected receiving Office has specified more than one ISA, or, in the case of filings
with the IB as receiving Office (RO/IB), where the States of which the applicant(s) is a resident and national are not the
same.

7 Where the RO/IB is selected as receiving Office, the competent ISAs are the same as would have been competent if the
international application had been filed with the national Office of, or acting for, a Contracting State of which the applicant
is a resident or national (PCT Rules 35.3 and 59.1(b)).
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The language of filing of the application may also influence the amount of the search fee due,
as some ISAs charge different amounts, depending on the language in which the international
application is searched.

5. Add the main body of the application

Once you have attached the main body of the application (the description, claims, abstract and
drawings (if any)), ePCT will calculate the page count of your application. In the case of certain
receiving Offices (the Israel Patent Office and the United States Patent and Trademark Office)
no content can be added in ePCT, but instead, the number of pages of each of the description,
claims, abstract and drawings (if any) needs to be entered manually. Do not forget that the
number of pages of the request form (PCT/R0O/101), including any declarations under PCT

Rule 4.17, is included in the total page count and is calculated automatically by ePCT based on
the bibliographic data entered. If there are over 30 sheets in the application, ePCT will calculate
the amount of the fee for those sheets in excess of 30, which is the second component of the
international filing fee.

Since you are intending to file electronically, the system will, of course, automatically calculate
the applicable e-filing reduction under Item 4 of the Schedule of Fees annexed to the PCT
Regulations that is accorded for ePCT-Filings. A more favorable fee reduction is applied if the
description, claims and abstract is provided in a text-based format (DOCX or XML) rather than
in an image-based format (PDF).

Once you have entered all the necessary information, ePCT will be able to calculate the fees
based on the data and documents present so far in the new international application. The
amount of the fees due is displayed using the “Show fees” button on the Fees screen, and the
fee sheet can be previewed using the “Preview fee sheet” function.

If you later make changes to your draft international application, the fees due may change as a
result, and ePCT will automatically recalculate the fees for you. For example:

— adding more applicants may affect the entitlement to any fee reductions that may have
been applied to the first calculation;

- changing the language of filing or removing or changing applicants may mean that the
chosen receiving Office is no longer competent, in which case you can change the
receiving Office to RO/IB, which accepts filings in any language filed by applicants that
are nationals/residents of any PCT Contracting State (note that, after creating your draft
application in ePCT-Filing, it is only possible to change the receiving Office to RO/IB);

— changing the language of filing or removing or changing applicants may also affect the
choice of ISA, which in turn would affect the search fee; or

- if additional documents are attached and those pages affect the page count, the fee per
sheet over 30 may become applicable or, if already included in the initial calculation,
may increase.

For applicants who are not in a position to file their international applications using ePCT,
information on PCT fees can be found on the PCT website, in a single fee table
(https://www.wipo.int/pct/en/fees.pdf) and in the individual Office-specific Annexes in the PCT
Applicant’s Guide (https://www.wipo.int/pct/en/guide/index.html). Further information on
sources of information on PCT fees will be published in the December issue of the PCT

Preliminary Examining Authorities (IPEAs) during the international phase under Chapter | (Tables I(a) and I(b)) and under Chapter Il (Table II).
Fees which are payable only in particular circumstances are not shown; nor are details of certain reductions and refunds which may be available;
such information can be found in the PCT Applicant’s Guide, Annexes C, D and E. Note that all amounts are subject to change due to variations in
the fees themselves or fluctuations in exchange rates. The international filing fee may be reduced by CHF 100, 200 or 300 where the international
application, or part of the international application, is filed in electronic form, as prescribed under Item 4(a), (b) and (c) of the Schedule of Fees
(annexed to the Regulations under the PCT) and the PCT Applicant's Guide, paragraph 5.189. A 90% reduction in the international filing fee
(including the fee per sheet over 30), the supplementary search handling fee and the handling fee, as well as an exemption from the transmittal
fee payable to the International Bureau as receiving Office, is also available to applicants from certain States—see footnotes 2 and 13. (Note that
if the CHF 100, 200 or 300 reduction, as the case may be, and the 90% reduction are applicable, the 90% reduction is calculated after the CHF 100,
200 or 300 reduction.) The footnotes to the Fee Tables follow Table II.

WIPO 2019/2020 PCT User Survey

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WIPO Sequence: New Tool for Patent Applicants Filing Sequence Listings

As from 1 January 2022, WIPO Standard ST.26 for the presentation of amino acid and
nucleotide sequence listings in XML format will apply to sequence listings that form part of a
patent application at the international, national or regional level.

Last month, WIPO launched WIPO Sequence, a desktop application that enables patent
applicants to prepare amino acid and nucleotide sequence listings compliant with WIPO
Standard ST.26. Furthermore, WIPO also provides the WIPO Sequence Validator for patent
Offices to verify the compliance of filed sequence listings with WIPO Standard ST.26. WIPO
Sequence is available free of charge, and will allow all applicants to file sequence listings in a
consistent format, in contrast to the current situation where different authoring tools are made
available by IP Offices, resulting in different formats for these sequence listings.

A variety of improvements to WIPO Sequence are currently being implemented and beta
releases will be published for testing in 2021, before launching a new official version. User
feedback is crucial to validate this development. PCT users who regularly file international
applications containing sequence listings are invited to download the WIPO Sequence desktop
tool, and provide their feedback to: standards@wipo.int.

The cost of filing an international application — finding out what fees are due by
consulting WIPO’s online resources

Q: | am considering filing an international application for the first time, but would like to find out
how much the PCT fees will be before | do so. How can | do this?

A: First of all, if you are planning on filing your PCT application using ePCT-Filing, once you
have entered all the necessary information in ePCT, the system will, before you submit the
application, calculate the fees in real time, taking into account all the variables that can make
fee calculation complex for applicants. For further information, please refer to the Practical
Advice published in PCT Newsletter No. 11/2020 at:

If you do not intend to file your application using ePCT-Filing or are not able to because your
chosen receiving Office does not accept such filings, information on the fees payable upon filing
an international application, as well as those payable for entering the national phase in the
countries where you seek patent protection, is also available in various information resources
which are available on the PCT website.

The main fees payable upon filing an international application can be found in one place, in the
PCT Fee Tables at:

https://www.wipo.int/pct/en/fees.pdf

Also, for each Office, the Annexes to the PCT Applicant’s Guide list the fees payable upon filing,
other fees payable in certain circumstances during the international phase as well as the fees

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payable during the national phase (the national fees). The Annexes also contain more detailed
information on the requirements and other specificities of the Offices concerned, and can be
accessed via links in the index at:

https://www.wipo.int/pct/en/guide/index.html

Note that the PCT Fee Tables are updated once a month, whereas the PCT Applicant’'s Guide
is usually updated, where applicable, once a week.

Before you consult those resources, however, you will need to know which fees you must pay in
all cases upon filing the international application, and which fees you only pay under certain
circumstances. The main fees that you will have to pay upon filing, with an indication of the part
of the PCT Fee Tables where those fees can be found, as well as an indication of the relevant
Annex of the PCT Applicant’s Guide, are described below.

Table I(a) of the PCT Fee Tables and PCT Applicant’s Guide, Annex C

The fees indicated below (and electronic filing fee reductions, if you are filing electronically) are
indicated next to each receiving Office (RO) listed in column 1 of Table I(a) of the PCT Fee
Tables. Note that, in accordance with PCT Rule 19, you are entitled to file the international
application with the national Office of or acting for the Contracting State of which you are a
resident and/or a national, or with the International Bureau (IB) as receiving Office. You may
have a wider choice if you are a national of a country which is different from your country of
residence, or if you are entitled to file with a regional Office as receiving Office (Annex C of the
PCT Applicant’s Guide (“Receiving Offices”) indicates for each receiving Office, the States, the
nationals and residents of which it is entitled to act as receiving Office for).

The transmittal fee (PCT Rule 14) — this fee (column 2), where applicable3, payable to the
receiving Office with which you file the international application, varies depending on the
receiving Office, and is usually in its local currency.

The international filing fee (PCT Rule 15), including the fee which is payable for each sheet of
the application which is over 304 — this fee (columns 3 and 4) is collected by the receiving Office
for the benefit of the IB and is payable in the currency, or one of the currencies, prescribed by
the receiving Office. The equivalent amounts in currencies accepted by the receiving Office
other than Swiss francs are subject to changes due to exchange rate fluctuations.

Electronic filing reductions — columns 5 to 7 contain the amounts of the reductions in the
international filing fee that you would be entitled to if you were to file the international application
in one of the electronic formats prescribed in Item 4(a), (b) and (c) of the Schedule of Fees
annexed to the Regulations under the PCT (https://www.wipo.int/pct/en/texts/rules/rtax.html#_S).
Your chosen mode of filing would depend on the mode(s) of electronic filing, if any, that the
receiving Office with which you file the application is prepared to accept (details about the
modes of electronic filing accepted by each receiving Office concerned is contained in the
corresponding part of Annex C of the PCT Applicant’s Guide). The amount of the reduction, in
currencies other than Swiss francs, is also subject to fluctuations in the applicable exchange
rate.

There is no transmittal fee charged by the receiving Offices of: Algeria, China, India (in the case of electronic filings),
Morocco, Mongolia, Slovenia and Turkey.

For many years, the international filing fee and the fee per sheet over 30 have been set at 1,330 Swiss francs and
15 Swiss francs, respectively.
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The fees and reductions mentioned above can also be found in the corresponding part of the
PCT Applicant’'s Guide, Annex C, together with any other fee which might be due to the
receiving Office in certain circumstances, for example, the fee for priority document (payable if
you need to request the receiving Office to transmit to the IB a certified copy of an earlier
application, the priority of which is claimed in the international application), or the fee for
requesting restoration of the right of priority under PCT Rule 26bis.3(d).

Table I(b) of the PCT Fee Tables and PCT Applicant’s Guide, Annex D

The search fee (PCT Rule 16) — first of all you will have to ascertain which International
Searching Authority (ISA)/ISAs is/are competent to act as such for your international
application. The ISAs that you can choose are listed in Table I(a) at the end of the row
corresponding to your chosen competent receiving Office. The search fee is collected by the
receiving Office for the benefit of the ISA and is fixed by the ISA in its own currency. Equivalent
amounts of the search fee are therefore established in certain currencies accepted by the
receiving Offices that have specified the Office concerned as a competent ISA. The amount of
the corresponding search fee payable to each ISA, together with the equivalent amounts in
other applicable currencies, can be found in Table I(b) of the Fee Tables, or in the
corresponding part of the PCT Applicant’s Guide, Annex D. Note that some ISAs charge
different amounts, depending on the language in which the search is going to be carried out,
and some ISAs offer fee reductions, which will be discussed later. Other fees besides the
search fee may also be payable to the ISA in certain circumstances, such as the additional
search fee and the protest fee. For further information, please refer to the PCT Applicant’s
Guide, Annex D.

Payment of the transmittal fee, international filing fee and search fee is required in all cases
(apart from the few exceptions concerning the transmittal fee), and is due within one month of
receipt of the application by the receiving Office.

Tables I(c) and Il of the PCT Fee Tables and PCT Applicant’s Guide, Annexes SISA and E

Other fees may also be payable in particular circumstances. For instance if you decide to
request a supplementary international search of your application under PCT Rule 45bis, you will
have to pay the supplementary search fee and the supplementary search handling fee (see
Table I(c) or the corresponding part of the PCT Applicant’'s Guide, Annex SISA), and if you file a
demand for international preliminary examination under PCT Rule 53 you will have to pay the
preliminary examination fee and the handling fee (see Table Il or the corresponding part of the
PCT Applicant’s Guide, Annex E). Other fees may also be payable in certain circumstances.
For further information, please refer to Annex SISA and E, respectively.

PCT Applicant’s Guide, National Chapters

Once you have decided on the countries in which you would like to proceed with your PCT
application, you will have to pay further fees to each of the national Offices upon entry into the
national phase, and this fee may comprise several components, depending on the Office
concerned. For information on the fees charged by designated (or elected) Offices in the
national phase, please refer to the corresponding National Chapters of the PCT Applicant’s
Guide.
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Possible fee reductions/refunds

As mentioned above, the international filing fee may be reduced if the application is filed
electronically, but also, a number of receiving Offices offer a reduction in the transmittal fee, one
ISA/IPEA offers a reduction in the search and preliminary examination fees, and a number of
designated (or elected) Offices offer reductions in their national fees in the case of online filings.

Other fee reductions may also be applicable, depending on your circumstances, as outlined
below:

Fee reductions based on nationality and residence of the applicant(s): reductions in the
international filing fee, the supplementary search handling fee and the handling fee are
available if all applicants named in the international application are nationals and residents of
certain States. For further details, please refer to the table at:

https://www.wipo.int/pct/en/fees/fee_reduction_january.pdf

Furthermore, a number of Offices offer reductions in the amount of the transmittal fee, and/or
the search and preliminary examination fees for applicants from certain countries.

Fee reductions based on category of applicant: some Offices offer reductions in the transmittal
fee, the search and preliminary examination fees, and/or the national fee for certain categories
of applicants, for example small entities, academic institutions or government agencies.

Reductions/refunds if earlier results can be used: some Offices offer reductions, refunds or
partial refunds if the results of prior search and examination can be utilized by them. For
example, some IPEAs charge a lower amount for the preliminary examination fee where the
international search report was prepared by the same Office in its capacity as ISA.

Lower fees if the extent of the supplementary international search (SIS) is limited: if you decide
to request a supplementary international search, and are able to choose a more limited SIS at
your chosen Authority, the fees will be lower as different amounts may apply depending on the
extent of the document collection to be searched.

Exemptions, reductions or refunds of the national fee: a number of national (or regional) Offices
offer reductions in the national fees in a number of different situations, for example, for
applications filed by certain categories of applicants or when the international search or
preliminary examination was carried out by certain International Authorities.

To find out whether you are entitled to a reduction in respect of fees payable upon filing the
international application, please refer to the corresponding footnotes to the Fee Tables; in the
case of all reductions or refunds in the international and national phases, please refer to the
corresponding part of the PCT Applicant’s Guide, Annex C, D and E and National Chapters.
