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Filing and Processing of International Applications in Electronic Form 

Reminder:  Ceasing of development, distribution and support for the PCT-SAFE software 
by the International Bureau 

As already announced in PCT Newsletter No. 07-08/2021, on 30 June 2022, the International 
Bureau (IB) will end its development, distribution and support of the PCT-SAFE software;  the 
final scheduled release will be in April 2022, and no further updates to the software will be 
provided after that date. 

It is expected that the few remaining receiving Offices (ROs) that currently accept PCT-SAFE 
filings (those of Germany, Israel, the Republic of Korea, the United Kingdom and the United 
States of America) will notify the IB in the near future that they will no longer accept PCT-SAFE. 

The IB strongly advises applicants, as from 1 July 2022, not to prepare and file PCT 
applications using any existing versions of the PCT-SAFE software, even if an RO has not yet 
formally notified the IB by that date that it will no longer accept PCT-SAFE filings.  Filers who 
use PCT-SAFE as from 1 July 2022 will do so at their own risk. 

Any remaining PCT-SAFE users are strongly advised to transition to ePCT-Filing as soon as 
possible, if accepted by their competent RO.  For the list of ROs which accept ePCT-Filings 
(currently 75 Offices, although two more Offices will be added on 31 January 2022), please 
refer to:

PATENTSCOPE now gives access to over 100 million searchable inventions, which include all 
published PCT applications and 73 national and regional patent collections of participating IP 
offices.  Additional national/regional collections will be added in 2022. 

It is recalled that, in PATENTSCOPE, patent publications are aggregated for search and 
display:  for each jurisdiction, patent republications sharing the same filing number are not 
counted separately from their first publication.  As a result, the 100 million inventions milestone 
actually corresponds to around 125 million patent publications.

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Warning About Requests for Payment of Fees 

New invitation 

Further to the many warnings that have been published in the PCT Newsletter about invitations 
to PCT applicants and agents to pay fees that do not come from the International Bureau of 
WIPO (IB) and are unrelated to the processing of international applications under the PCT, a 
new invitation has been identified originating from “EIPS – European Intellectual Property 
Services”.  To view an example of the invitation, as well as the many other examples that have 
been brought to the attention of WIPO by PCT users, and for further information on such 
requests in general, please refer to:

PCT applicants and agents should note that it is the IB alone which publishes all PCT 
applications promptly after the expiration of 18 months from the priority date (PCT 
Article 21(2)(a)); there is no separate fee for such international publication, and the legal effects 
of international publication are set out in PCT Article 29. 

If they have not already done so, PCT applicants and agents are advised to bring this 
information to the attention of the people responsible for handling payments of fees within their 
organizations, as well as to the attention of inventors who might also receive such requests. In 
case of doubt in relation to any such invitation, please do not hesitate to contact the IB at:

Practical Advice 

Filing an international application where the applicant for the earlier application is not the 
same as the applicant for the international application. 

Q:  I am going to file an international application on behalf of a corporate applicant 
(Company B).  The earlier application, the priority of which is going to be claimed in the 
international application, was filed by a different company (Company A), and later assigned to 
Company B.  Should I take any action to explain why the applicant in the earlier application is 
not the same as the applicant in the international application? 

A:  Upon entry into the national (or regional) phase, many designated (or elected) Offices 
require proof of the applicant’s entitlement to claim priority of an earlier application, where the 
applicant of the international application is not the same applicant as for the earlier application, 
or where the applicant’s name has changed since the date on which the earlier application was 
filed.  Such a requirement is permitted in accordance with PCT Rule 51bis.1(a)(iii).  You can find 
out which Offices require such proof by consulting the Summary pages of the corresponding 
National Chapters of the PCT Applicant’s Guide (https://www.wipo.int/pct/en/guide/index.html).  
The PCT Applicant’s Guide also contains information on any other requirements listed under 
PCT Rule 51bis.1(a), for example, the United States Patent and Trademark Office as 
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designated (or elected) Office requires an oath or declaration of the inventor, as permitted under 
PCT Rule 51bis.1(a)(iv).   

Although you are entitled to submit such proof of entitlement or other required documents upon 
entry into the national phase, the PCT provides for submission of a declaration (one for each 
requirement) already during the international phase which would be valid for all designated 
Offices, and in particular for those requiring proof under PCT Rule 51bis.1(a)(iii), thus 
simplifying the procedure for you in the national phase.   

In the case that you mention above, where the applicant named in the international application 
is not the same as the applicant named in the earlier application, you can submit, in accordance 
with PCT Rule 4.17(iii), a “Declaration as to the applicant’s entitlement, as at the international 
filing date, to claim priority of the earlier application, as referred to in PCT Rule 51bis.1(a)(iii)”, 
provided that the assignment from Company A to Company B took place before the filing of the 
international application.   

The declaration under PCT Rule 4.17(iii) (as well as the other declarations under PCT 
Rule 4.17) is contained in the request form, and complies with the standardized wording as 
provided for in Section 213 of the Administrative Instructions under the PCT 
(https://www.wipo.int/pct/en/texts/ai/s213.html).  The declaration can be submitted at the time of 
filing the international application, or after filing, provided that it is received before the expiration 
of the time limit under PCT Rule 26ter.1, that is, 16 months from the priority date.  However, 
note that any declaration received by the International Bureau (IB) after the expiration of that 
time limit will be considered to have been received on the last day of the time limit if it reaches 
the IB before the technical preparations for international publication have been completed.   

Declarations that are submitted at the time of filing are sent to the receiving Office and form part 
of the request form.  However, in the case of later-filed declarations, which should be 
accompanied by a letter explaining the addition of the declaration, it is recommended to send 
them to the IB, especially if the time limit under PCT Rule 26ter.1 is going to expire soon.  All 
declarations that are received by the IB before completion of technical preparations for 
publication will be published on PATENTSCOPE.  Please note that if you submit any 
declarations under PCT Rule 4.17 after the expiration of the time limit under PCT Rule 26ter.1, 
you will be notified that the time limit has expired and that you need to submit the declarations 
to each designated Office concerned. 

Wherever possible, you should prepare and submit declarations using ePCT.  If your receiving 
Office accepts international applications filed using ePCT, you can do this when filing the 
international application using ePCT.  If your receiving Office does not accept international 
applications filed using ePCT, you can file the application in your usual way and then use the 
corresponding ePCT “Action” for preparing and submitting the declarations to the IB, provided 
that you have established eOwner or eEditor access rights to the international application in 
ePCT.  By using ePCT, the standardized wording of the declaration concerned is automatically 
generated in the correct language, and any relevant bibliographic data available in ePCT will be 
automatically included in the declaration without any need for retyping.  Although less practical 
than using the integrated ePCT Action, if you do not have access rights to the international 
application in ePCT, declarations can also be prepared outside the system and uploaded in 
PDF format to the IB using the document upload function in ePCT, which does not require 
access rights.  For further information on using the ePCT Action for declarations, and, in 
particular, the electronic signing of declarations of inventorship using the external signature 
function in ePCT, please refer to the Practical Advice in PCT Newsletter No. 10/2019 at:

Please note that, in view of the fact that any declarations submitted at the time of filing form part 
of the request form (PCT/RO/101), the declaration(s) would be included in the page count of the 
international application.  This means that, if your application already contains at least 
30 sheets, you would have to pay an additional fee for each page added.  However, if you 
submit any declarations after filing the international application, you would not be required to 
pay any additional fees. 

Provided that your declaration has been submitted within the applicable time limit, you should 
be required by a designated Office to submit further documents or evidence in relation to the 
entitlement to claim priority of the earlier application only if that Office reasonably doubts the 
veracity of the declaration (PCT Rule 51bis.2(iii)).  For further information on the requirement of 
designated Offices to accept declarations under PCT Rule 4.17, please refer to the Practical 
Advice in PCT Newsletter No. 02/2014 at:

If the circumstances of a particular case are such that the standardized wording is not 
applicable, you should not attempt to make use of the declarations provided for in PCT 
Rule 4.17, but rather comply with the relevant national requirements upon entry into the national 
phase. 

Please note that the declarations under PCT Rule 4.17(ii) to (iv) relate only to the situation on 
the international filing date, and cannot be used to notify changes concerning the inventor or 
applicant which occur after that date − the procedures under PCT Rule 92bis should be used in 
such cases. 

Please also keep in mind that some designated or elected Offices, such as the European Patent 
Office, may require that the substantive transfer of the priority right from the applicant of the 
earlier application to the applicant of the international application has taken place before the 
filing date of the international application (see National Chapters of the PCT Applicant’s Guide).

On 31 January 2022, Iraq deposited its instrument of accession to the PCT, thus becoming the 
155th Contracting State of the PCT, and on 30 April 2022, will become bound by the PCT.  
Consequently, any international application filed on or after 30 April 2022 will automatically 
include the designation of Iraq.  Also, because Iraq will be bound by Chapter II of the PCT, it will 
automatically be elected in any demand filed in respect of an international application filed on or 
after 30 April 2022. 

Furthermore, nationals and residents of Iraq will be entitled, as from 30 April 2022, to file 
international applications under the PCT. 

PCT-Patent Prosecution Highway (PCT-PPH) Pilots 

New two-way PCT-PPH pilot program (Japan Patent Office – National Institute of 
Industrial Property of Brazil (INPI)) 

On 1 January 2022, a new two-way PCT-PPH pilot program started between the Japan Patent 
Office and the National Institute of Industrial Property of Brazil (INPI).  Under this program, 
accelerated processing in the national phase in one country is available on the basis of a PCT 
application with a positive written opinion from either the International Searching Authority (ISA) 
or the International Preliminary Examining Authority (IPEA), or a positive international 
preliminary report on patentability (IPRP) (Chapter II) (that is, where at least one of the claims 
has been determined as patentable), issued by the Office of the other country in its capacity as 
ISA/IPEA.

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PCT Filings in 2021 
In 2021, use of the PCT continued to grow despite the disruptions of the COVID-19 pandemic, 
and reached an estimated 277,500 applications1 – the highest number ever – representing a 
0.9% increase over 2020.  China remained the largest user of the PCT, with 69,540 applications 
filed (+0.9% growth over 2020), followed by the United States of America (U.S.), with 59,570 
applications (+1.9%).  Japan (with 50,260 applications, -0.6%), the Republic of Korea (20,678, 
+3.2%) and Germany (17,322, -6.4%) again held the third, fourth and fifth rankings, 
respectively.  The total for each country in the top 10, followed by that country’s percentage 
share of all filings, was as follows: 
 

  1. China     69,540  25.1% 

  2. United States of America 59,570  21.5%

China-based telecommunications company Huawei Technologies was the top PCT applicant for 
the fifth year running, with 6,952 applications published in 2021, followed by Qualcomm Inc. of 
the U.S. (3,931), Samsung Electronics of the Republic of Korea (3,041), LG Electronics Inc. of 
the Republic of Korea (2,885) and Mitsubishi Electric Corp. of Japan (2,673).  Of the top 
10 applicants, Qualcomm Inc. recorded the most significant increase (+80.9%) in the number of 
published applications in 2021, and as a result moved up from fifth position in 2020 to second in

In terms of filings by educational institutions, the University of California maintained its position 
held since 1993 as the largest user of the PCT System with 551 published applications.  The 
top 10 list consists of four universities each from China and the U.S. and one each from Japan 
and Singapore.  For more detailed information on PCT filings by educational institutions, please 
refer to the press release (Annex 3). 

Computer technology accounted for the largest share of published PCT applications in 2021 
(9.9% of the total), followed by digital communication (9%), medical technology (7.1%), 
electrical machinery (6.9%) and measurement (4.6%).  Six of the top 10 technologies recorded 
growth in 2021, with pharmaceuticals (+12.8%) reporting the fastest rate of growth, followed by 
biotechnology (+9.5%), computer technology (+7.2%) and digital communication (+6.9%).   For 
detailed information regarding the distribution of fields of technology of published applications, 
please refer to the press release (Annex 4).

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Practical Advice 

Filing international applications containing sequence listings in WIPO Standard ST.26 
format 

Q:  I filed a national application containing a sequence listing in WIPO Standard ST.25 format 
on 1 September 2021.  I wish to file an international application claiming priority of the national 
application but have heard that a new standard for sequence listings will come into force on 
1 July 2022.  What should I do? 

A:  WIPO Standard ST.26 (“ST.26”) is the new XML standard for disclosing nucleotide and 
amino acid sequences in a patent application.  Compared to WIPO Standard ST.25 (“ST.25”), 
the new standard includes additional sequence types (for example, branched sequences, 
D-amino acids and nucleotide analogs) and is more consistent with the requirements of major
sequence databases.  This should assist both the preparation of sequence listings and the
availability of sequence data for searching.

The applicable standard depends on the filing date of the international application.  Any 
disclosure of sequences in an international application filed before 1 July 2022 must continue to 
comply with ST.25, both at the time of filing and with respect to any listings submitted 
subsequently.  Any disclosure of sequences in an international application filed on or after 
1 July 2022 must comply with ST.26, even if the priority application contains an ST.25 sequence 
listing.  Note that this should also be the case for national applications, but you should check 
that with the individual Offices concerned. 

It is very important to use the correct standard that applies on the date of filing.  ST.26 
sequences include mandatory qualifiers that may require content different from the qualifier text 
in ST.25.  Consequently, while submitting a sequence listing using the wrong standard is a 
formality defect (whether ST.26 for an international application filed before 1 July 2022 or ST.25 
for an international application filed on or after that date), it may be difficult or impossible to 
correct that defect or to amend the application to use the correct standard without adding 
subject matter. 

You might therefore consider not using the full priority year and instead file your international 
application before 1 July 2022.  This would allow you to use the ST.25 sequence listing from the 
priority application in the international application without making any changes. 

If you wish to file your international application on or after 1 July 2022, you should download the 
WIPO Sequence software from https://www.wipo.int/standards/en/sequence/index.html to 
transform your ST.25 sequence listing to ST.26 format well in advance of the proposed filing 
date.  The current version of the software is fully functional for this, but the International 
Bureau (IB) expects to release a new version before May, which will be more user friendly.  You 
can find recommendations on the transformation of a sequence listing from ST.25 to ST.26 
regarding potential added or deleted subject matter in Annex VII of ST.26 at:   

https://www.wipo.int/standards/en/pdf/03-26-01.pdf 

You should also be aware that the provisions in PCT Rule 5.2(b) for the presentation of any free 
text in the sequence listing will change from 1 July 2022, removing the requirement for the free 
text also to appear in the main body of the description.  ST.26 allows a single sequence listing 
to contain free text in up to two languages – English and/or one other.  If a translation will be 
required for the purposes of international search or publication, it will therefore be possible to 
meet this requirement at the time of filing, provided that the receiving Office permits the 
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language of translation in the free text of the sequence listing for the filing of international 
applications. 

Where an Office requires a translation of the free text subsequent to filing, you will need to 
submit a new sequence listing containing the free text in the required language.  Such 
translations can be prepared manually within WIPO Sequence.  Alternatively, the software can 
export an industry standard XLIFF file containing the relevant free text terms in the original 
language.  Standard professional translation software can read these files, allowing a translator 
to provide the text in the required language such that it can be read back into WIPO Sequence 
to create the new sequence listing automatically.

(Note 
that if the CHF 100, 200 or 300 reduction, as the case may be, and the 90% reduction are applicable, the 90% reduction is calculated after the 
CHF 100, 200 or 300 reduction.)

Global Patent Prosecution Highway 

USPTO terminates Global Patent Prosecution Highway pilot with Rospatent 

The USPTO has made the following announcement with respect to its treatment of requests to 
participate in the Global Patent Prosecution Highway (GPPH) pilot when such requests are 
based on work performed by the Federal Service for Intellectual Property (Rospatent) (Russian 
Federation) as an Office of Earlier Examination under the GPPH: 

“Effective March 11, 2022, the United States Patent and Trademark Office (USPTO) will 
no longer grant requests to participate in the Global Patent Prosecution Highway (GPPH) 
at the USPTO when such requests are based on work performed by Rospatent as an 
Office of Earlier Examination under the GPPH.  In addition, in pending cases in which, 
prior to March 11, 2022, the USPTO granted special status under the GPPH to 
applications based on work performed by Rospatent, the USPTO will remove that status 
and return those applications to the regular processing and examination queue, meaning 
that they will no longer be treated as GPPH applications at the USPTO.

European Patent Office – Change in the EPO’s Practice when Sending out 
Form PCT/RO/105 
As from 1 April 2022, the European Patent Office as receiving Office is discontinuing the 
practice of systematically attaching a copy of the received Form PCT/RO/101 (request form) to 
Form PCT/RO/105 (“Notification of the International Application Number and of the International 
Filing Date”).  The copy of the request form will only be sent to the applicant together with 
Form PCT/RO/105 in cases of ex officio correction(s) by the receiving Office.  The new practice 
will allow applicants to immediately identify whether the receiving Office made a change to the 
request form, thus reducing the need for checks to be made, and it will also contribute to a 
reduction in paper consumption.  

European Patent Office – Updated PCT-EPO Guidelines 
The European Patent Office (EPO) has announced that the Guidelines for Search and 
Examination at the EPO as PCT Authority (PCT-EPO Guidelines), which contain instructions on 
the practice and procedure to be followed in various aspects of the handling of international 
applications before the EPO as International Searching Authority and International Preliminary 
Examining Authority, have been amended with effect from 1 March 2022. 

Amendments have been made to almost all parts of the Guidelines.  However, the major 
change is the expansion of Part A, which includes: 

– a chapter on languages (Chapter VII); and 

– a new section 1.6 in Chapter VI on the applicant’s entitlement to claim priority.  
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Other amendments include editorial improvements as well as updates to the text.

Practical Advice 

Fulfilling the requirement to furnish priority documents 

Q:  I am going to file a PCT application claiming priority of an earlier national application.  What 
are my options under the PCT for furnishing the priority document? 

A:  It is recalled that, in accordance with PCT Rule 17.1, where the priority of one or more earlier 
applications is claimed in the international application, the applicant must provide certified 
copies of each earlier national application (the “priority document”).  The following options are 
available to applicants for complying with this requirement, as described below.  Please note, 
however, that not all options will be available in all cases. 

Requesting the receiving Office to prepare and transmit the priority document  

One option, where the earlier application was filed with the same Office as the one acting as 
receiving Office for the international application, is to simply request the receiving Office to 
prepare and transmit the priority document to the International Bureau (IB) under PCT 
Rule 17.1(b).  You can do this by checking the corresponding box in Box No. VI of the request 
form (PCT/RO/101) (“Priority Claim and Document”).  Such a request should be made no later 
than 16 months after the priority date.  When preparing the international application using 
ePCT1 (https://pct.wipo.int), on the “Priority claims” screen the option for the receiving Office to 
prepare and transmit the priority document is automatically set in cases where the priority 
application added was filed with the same Office as the selected receiving Office.  Please note 
that some receiving Offices charge a fee for furnishing the priority document (please refer to the 
PCT Applicant’s Guide, Annex C, for details of any fees charged by your receiving Office). 

Using the WIPO Digital Access Service  

Another option is to make use of the WIPO Digital Access Service (DAS).  DAS enables you to 
request the IB to retrieve an electronic certified copy of an earlier application for use as the 
priority document, provided that the Office of filing of the earlier application (OFF) is a DAS 
depositing Office.  DAS is particularly useful in cases where the receiving Office is not the OFF, 
and so PCT Rule 17.1(b) cannot be relied upon.  You should therefore check whether the OFF

If it is possible for you to make use of DAS and you wish to do this, the first step is to request 
the OFF to provide a copy of the earlier application to DAS (if it has not already done so).  How 
you will do this will depend on the specific requirements of the OFF.  Further information can be 
found at:

PCT Applicant’s Guide:

Once the copy of the earlier application is available in DAS you will receive a DAS code relating 
to that earlier application.  Alternatively, a code that was given to you when the earlier 
application was processed will become available for use as an access code.  For example, for 
US applications, the access code is the confirmation number indicated on the EFS-Web 
Electronic Acknowledgement Receipt of the earlier application. 

The next step is to request the IB to retrieve the priority document for the file of the international 
application by checking the corresponding box in Box No. VI of the request form (PCT/RO/101) 
and providing the access code for the earlier application.  When preparing the international 
application using ePCT, select the option “International Bureau to obtain from a digital 
library (DAS)” in the “Priority claims” screen and type in the access code.  ePCT performs a 
real-time look-up in DAS to validate the access code and check that the priority document in 
question is available in the digital library.  If the validation is successful, the priority document 
will be automatically retrieved by the IB’s processing system upon receipt of the record copy. 
Although it is preferable to request the IB to retrieve the priority document at the time of filing, 
you can also make such a request via ePCT after filing, by signing in with strong authentication 
and using the online Action “Obtain priority document from DAS”.   

More detailed information on requesting an OFF to make a priority document available in the 
DAS system, and on requesting the IB to retrieve a priority document available in DAS was 
published in the Practical Advice in PCT Newsletter Nos. 11/2019 and 12/2019 at, respectively:

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The time limit to request the IB to retrieve the priority document from DAS under PCT 
Rule 17.1(b-bis) is aligned with PCT Rule 17.1(a)2, so the time limit is considered to be met if: 

– all the necessary steps have been taken with the Office of earlier filing; and

– a valid request with the access code is made to the IB before the date of publication of
the international application.

Note that the IB will not charge a fee for retrieving a priority document from DAS. 

Furnishing the priority document directly to the IB yourself 

Finally, if you are already in possession of a certified copy of the earlier application, you could 
transmit it to the IB yourself.  Provided that the certified copy is in electronic format (PDF) and 
digitally signed with the certificate of the issuing Office concerned, the most efficient way to do 
this is to log in to ePCT (with or without strong authentication) and submit it to the IB using the 
“Upload documents” function.  At the time of writing, the only Offices that issue certified copies 
suitable for this purpose are: 

– AT - Austrian Patent Office

– BR - National Institute of Industrial Property (Brazil)

– CZ - Industrial Property Office of the Czech Republic

– FR - National Institute of Industrial Property (INPI) (France)

– IT - Italian Patent and Trademark Office

– PL - Patent Office of the Republic of Poland

– PT - National Institute of Industrial Property (Portugal)

– US - United States Patent and Trademark Office (USPTO)

If none of the above options is available to you for some reason, the certified copy of the priority 
document could be sent directly to the IB by courier or postal service, although the IB does not 
encourage the transmittal of documents in this way. 

2 It is recalled that, under PCT Rule 17.1(a), the priority document should be submitted by the applicant to the IB or to the 
receiving Office not later than 16 months after the priority date, provided that any copy of the earlier application which is 
received by the IB after the expiration of that time limit will be considered to have been received by the IB on the last day 
of that time limit if it reaches it before the date of international publication of the international application.

On 6 April 2022, Cabo Verde (country code: CV) deposited its instrument of accession to the 
Paris Convention for the Protection of Industrial Property, thus bringing the total number of 
States party to that Convention to 179.  Cabo Verde will become bound by the Paris Convention 
on 6 July 2022.   

It is recalled that under PCT Rule 4.10(a), it is possible to claim in an international application 
the priority of one or more earlier applications filed in, or for, any country party to the Paris 
Convention or in, or for, any Member of the World Trade Organization (WTO) that is not party to 
that Convention.  Cabo Verde is already a member of the WTO. 

Budapest Treaty 

Accession by Malaysia 

Malaysia deposited its instrument of accession to the Budapest Treaty on the International 
Recognition of the Deposit of Microorganisms for the Purposes of Patent Procedure on 
31 March 2022, bringing the total number of States party to that Treaty to 86.

Practical Advice 

Requesting that the international application be treated as an application for a type of 
protection other than a patent in a particular country 

Q:  If I wish to request a type of protection other than a patent in a particular PCT Contracting 
State, should I specify this in the international application at the time of filing? 

A:  First of all, it is recalled that protection other than a patent can only requested if the 
designated Office grants such types of protection.  The type(s) of protection available in each 
PCT Contracting State is indicated in the corresponding part of Annex B of the PCT Applicant’s 
Guide and in the table “Types of Protection Available via the PCT in PCT Contracting States” at: 

https://www.wipo.int/pct/en/texts/typesprotection.html 

Examples of such kinds of protection other than a patent are:  a utility model, a utility certificate, 
a petty patent or an inventor’s certificate.3 

You are generally not required to make, at the time of filing, any indications in the request form 
(PCT/RO/101) or in ePCT as to the specific type of protection that you are seeking in a 
particular country.  This is because the filing of the request portion of the international 
application constitutes, under PCT Rule 4.9(a), the automatic and all-inclusive coverage of all 
designations available under the PCT on the international filing date, in respect of every kind of 
protection available for each country concerned and, where applicable, in respect of both 

                                            
3  Please note that some countries which under their national law provide for a type of protection other than a patent may 

have “closed the national route”.  This means that the State may be designated only for the purposes of a regional 
patent, with the result that such other type of protection cannot be obtained via the PCT for the country concerned.  Any 
such other type of protection, for example a “certificat d’invention” in France, could only be requested in a direct national 
application.  The PCT Applicant’s Guide and PCT table containing types of protection, referred to above, do not include 
any types of protection which cannot be obtained via the PCT . 
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regional and national patents.4  Therefore, there is no requirement or facility for requesting a 
particular type of protection during the international phase.  Note, however, that if you wish an 
application to be treated as a patent of addition, certificate of addition, inventor’s certificate of 
addition or utility certificate of addition (PCT Rule 4.11(a)(i)), or a continuation or a continuation-
in-part of an earlier application (PCT Rule 4.11(a)(ii)), certain indications may be required in the 
request form. 

If you wish your international application to be treated, in a particular designated or elected 
State in respect of which PCT Article 43 applies5, as an application not for a patent but for 
another kind of protection available under the national law of the designated or elected State 
concerned (or where possible, in addition to a patent), you should indicate that choice of 
protection directly to the designated or elected Office concerned when performing the acts 
referred to in PCT Articles 22 or 39(1) for entry into the national (or regional) phase.  However, 
the time when you should do this may vary, depending on the applicable national law – some 
designated (or elected) Offices allow you to indicate your choice(s) of protection at a later time 
(PCT Rule 49bis.2(b)).  Note that, where more than one type of protection is sought, you may 
also be required to indicate which type of protection is sought primarily (see PCT 
Rule 49bis.1(b)).  If you do not make any express indication that you wish to apply for a type of 
protection other than a patent when performing the acts referred to in PCT Article 22, the 
designated Office will treat the application as an application for a patent.  

Note that where there is more than one applicant named in the international application, and 
where more than one type of protection is available in a PCT Contracting State, different 
applicants may not be indicated for different types of protection.  The same applies where a 
State can be designated for both a national and a regional patent. 

Even if you request one particular type of protection, a number of Offices will allow you to 
convert from one type of protection to another at a later date (PCT Rule 49bis.2(b)) (for 
instance, from a utility model application (or utility model) to a patent application (or patent), or 
vice versa).  This may, however, be subject to the payment of a special fee.  Although 
conversions are normally made by applicants, some Offices may convert an application ex 
officio where appropriate.

4 You should be aware that there is an exception to the all-inclusive designation if you need to exclude (irrevocably) the 
designations of certain States (specifically:  DE Germany, JP Japan or KR Republic of Korea) for any kind of national 
patent.  Such exclusion of designations is highly recommended if, at the time of filing or if a priority claim is added 
subsequently under PCT Rule 26bis.1, PCT Rule 4.9(b) applies to any of those countries and the international 
application claims priority of an earlier national application filed in the State concerned.  Withdrawing the designation of 
that State avoids the situation where the earlier national application, the priority of which is claimed, would cease to have 
effect. 

5 PCT Article 43 provides for the indication by the applicant that the international application is for the grant of a particular 
kind of protection, in any State whose law provides for such protection.

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Reminder about the Filing of International Applications Containing Sequence 
Listings in WIPO Standard ST.26 Format 
It is recalled that WIPO Standard ST.26 (“ST.26”) should be used for disclosing nucleotide and 
amino acid sequences in international applications filed on or after 1 July 2022.  Compared to 
WIPO Standard ST.25 (“ST.25”), the new standard includes additional sequence types and is 
more consistent with the requirements of major sequence databases.  This should assist both 
the preparation of sequence listings and the availability of sequence data for searching. 

Any disclosure of sequences in an international application filed before 1 July 2022 must 
continue to comply with ST.25, both at the time of filing and with respect to any listings 
submitted subsequently.  However, any disclosure of sequences in an international application 
filed on or after 1 July 2022 must comply with ST.26, even if the priority application contains an 
ST.25 sequence listing.   

You should be aware that it is very important to use the standard which applies on the date of 
filing your international application.  ST.26 sequences include mandatory qualifiers that may 
require content different from the qualifier text in ST.25.  Consequently, while submitting a 
sequence listing using the wrong standard is a formality defect (whether ST.26 for an 
international application filed before 1 July 2022 or ST.25 for an international application filed on 
or after that date), it may be difficult or impossible to correct that defect or to amend the 
application to use the correct standard without adding subject matter. 

If you intend to file your international application on or after 1 July 2022, you should download 
the WIPO Sequence software from:  https://www.wipo.int/standards/en/sequence/index.html to 
transform your ST.25 sequence listing to ST.26 format well in advance of the proposed filing 
date.  Please note that WIPO has just released a new version of WIPO Sequence – for further 
information, please refer to “WIPO Sequence Version 2 Released with New Support 
Resources”, below.

European Patent Office and Japan Patent Office:  Suspension of their PPH pilot 
programs with the Federal Service for Intellectual Property (Rospatent) (Russian 
Federation) and the Eurasian Patent Office (EAPO) 

The European Patent Office (EPO) (with effect from 25 April 2022) and the Japan Patent Office 
(JPO) (with effect from 10 May 2022) have both announced that they have suspended their 
PPH agreements with both Rospatent and the EAPO.   

This means that, as far as the PCT-PPH agreements between the EPO and Rospatent, and 
between the JPO and Rospatent, are concerned (where PCT work products from the 
international search and examination procedures are taken into account for expedited patent 
prosecution), the EPO and the JPO will no longer grant PCT-PPH requests where such 
requests are based on work performed by Rospatent.  In addition, in pending cases where, prior 
to 25 April 2022 in the case of the EPO, and prior to 10 May 2022 in the case of the JPO, those 
Offices accelerated the processing of applications based on PCT work performed by Rospatent, 
they will remove the PCT-PPH status and return those applications to the regular processing 
and examination queue, meaning they will no longer be treated as PCT-PPH applications at 
those Offices.

Release of WIPO Sequence Version 2 with New Support Resources 
On 16 May 2022, WIPO released version 2.0 of the WIPO Sequence Suite software, which 
helps patent applicants to prepare biological sequence listings under WIPO Standard ST.26.  
Packages for Windows, Mac OS and Linux are available on the WIPO Sequence webpage at: 

https://www.wipo.int/standards/en/sequence/ 

It is recalled that WIPO Sequence is a desktop application to help applicants author sequence 
listings - including DNA, RNA and amino acids - compliant with WIPO Standard ST.26.  
Biotechnology applications, including those for genetic sequencing and medical therapeutics, 
must adhere to the global transition from ST.25 to ST.26 as from 1 July 2022 (please refer to 
“Reminder About the Filing of International Applications Containing Sequence Listings in WIPO 
Standard ST.26 Format”, above).  WIPO Sequence is the first software distribution produced by 
WIPO for use by patent applicants in all jurisdictions, standardizing a drafting process that 
previously varied from office to office.  All Offices have agreed to support the free software so 
that applicants across the world have access to the same tool. 

New Support Resources 

With the latest release, WIPO has also launched two new resources to help applicants generate 
WIPO ST.26-compliant sequence listings:  a knowledge base and an e-mail notification list.   
The software user manual has also been updated. 

The knowledge base contains answers to frequently asked questions and tips on how to solve 
common issues with WIPO Sequence and ST.26.  The content is provided initially in English, 
with machine translations to be made available over time in all other PCT languages:  Arabic, 
Chinese, French, German, Japanese, Korean, Portuguese, Russian, and Spanish.  An 
important component of the knowledge base is the points of contact for IP Offices where 
applicants can find contacts for each Office where they file, for addressing questions about 
preparing sequence listings.   
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The announcement list will inform users about new releases and important messages for WIPO 
Sequence, so they can be promptly notified of changes.  Users are encouraged to sign up for 
the list by going to the registration page.

Practical Advice 

Options for maximizing prior art coverage in the context of searches carried out during 
the international phase 

Q:  I am going to file an international application with the United States Patent and Trademark 
Office (USPTO) as receiving Office (RO/US), claiming priority of an earlier national application 
filed in the U.S.  I have received the results of the earlier search, which already give a good 
coverage of U.S. prior art.  Is there anything that I can do to broaden the coverage of the search 
in the international phase, in particular, to get a good coverage of prior art in Europe and Japan, 
so that I know as much as possible about relevant prior art before entering the national phase? 

A:  International Search 

The applicant’s choice of International Searching Authorities (ISAs) is determined by the 
receiving Office with which he or she files the international application – in your case, the 
USPTO.4  Since you are going to file your international application with the RO/US, you can, at 
the time of publication of this Practical Advice, choose between the following seven ISAs:  the 
Australian Patent Office, the Federal Service for Intellectual Property (Rospatent) (Russian 
Federation)5, the Intellectual Property Office of Singapore, the Israel Patent Office, the Japan 
Patent Office, the Korean Intellectual Property Office and the United States Patent and 
Trademark Office.  As you have a choice of ISAs, you can select an ISA that is not the same 
Office as the one which carried out the search of the earlier national application (the USPTO), 
and by so doing, you might benefit from a prior art search using different resources from those 
used for your earlier application.  

Please note that if you choose an Office other than the USPTO, the following factors should be 
considered before making your decision (details of which can be found in the corresponding 
part of Annex D of the PCT Applicant’s Guide at:  https://www.wipo.int/pct/en/guide/index.html):

If an applicant decides to file the international application with the International Bureau as receiving Office (RO/IB), the 
competent ISA(s) is (or are) the same as would have been competent if the international application had been filed with 
the national Office of, or acting for, a Contracting State of which the applicant (or applicants) is a resident or national 
(PCT Rule 35.3).  Note that there may be a wider choice of ISAs when filing with RO/IB if there are two or more 
applicants from different PCT Contracting States.   
Please refer to the statement dated 22 March 2022 on the USPTO website 
(https://www.uspto.gov/about-us/news-updates/uspto-statement-engagement-russia-and-eurasian-patent-organization). 
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– the fees set by the chosen ISA – each ISA sets its own fees and these do vary; 

– the language in which the ISA is prepared to carry out the search, and whether the ISA 
will require a translation of the international application (although please note that all of 
the above-mentioned ISAs are prepared to carry out searches of international 
applications in English); 

– whether the ISA is prepared to carry out a search on the subject matter of your 
international application; 

– whether you intend to file a demand for international preliminary examination with a 
particular International Preliminary Examining Authority (IPEA) – certain IPEAs will only 
act as IPEA if they were also chosen as ISA for the international application concerned; 
and 

– whether there is a limit on the number of international applications that a particular ISA 
is prepared to search when the international application concerned was filed with a 
particular receiving Office. 

Let us take the example of choosing the Japan Patent Office (JPO) as ISA in order to benefit 
from a solid search of the prior art featuring in the documentation held at the JPO.  Without 
taking into account any applicable fee reductions, the (international) search fee at the JPO is 
currently 1,475 US dollars for an international application filed in (or translated into) English, 
compared to 2,180 US dollars for a search carried out by the USPTO, so in this case, the 
amount of the search fee would be lower at ISA/JP.  Please note, however, that the JPO does 
have a limit on the number of international applications filed at RO/US that it will search, and so 
you will need to check with the JPO that this limit has not yet been met.  For further details, 
please refer to Annex A(i) of the Agreement between the Japan Patent Office and the 
International Bureau of the World Intellectual Property Organization in relation to the functioning 
of the Japan Patent Office as an International Searching Authority and International Preliminary 
Examining Authority under the Patent Cooperation Treaty at:

Supplementary international search 

If you would like to further broaden the prior art search during the international phase, you could 
also request a supplementary international search from one or more of the Authorities which 
carry out supplementary international search (SISAs), irrespective of the Office with which the 
international application is filed (or the State of nationality and/or residence of the applicant(s)), 
but you cannot select the same Office as both ISA and SISA.  A request for supplementary 
international search must be filed at the IB.  The following 10 Offices are currently prepared to 
carry out supplementary international searches:  the Austrian Patent Office, the European 
Patent Office, the Federal Service for Intellectual Property (Rospatent) (Russian Federation)6, 
the Finnish Patent and Registration Office, the Intellectual Property Office of Singapore, the 
National Intellectual Property Authority, State Enterprise “Ukrainian Intellectual Property Institute 
(Ukrpatent)”, the Nordic Patent Institute, the Swedish Intellectual Property Office, the Turkish 
Patent and Trademark Office and the Visegrad Patent Institute.

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The following factors should be considered before deciding which Office to use for the purposes 
of supplementary international search (details of which can be found in the corresponding part 
of Annex SISA of the PCT Applicant’s Guide): 

– the scope of documentation that can be searched at a particular Office;

– the amount of the supplementary search fee charged by the SISA – each ISA sets its
own fees and these may vary, depending on the scope of the supplementary search
that it will carry out;

– the language accepted for supplementary international search (although please note
that all SISAs are prepared to carry out a supplementary international search on an
international application in English); and

– whether the SISA is prepared to carry out a supplementary search on the subject matter
of your international application.

As an example, you could choose the European Patent Office (EPO), which will provide you 
with a search of the PCT minimum documentation as well as the documents held in its search 
collection.  It will accept international applications in English, French or German, and currently 
charges 1,912 Swiss francs for such a search, and there is also a supplementary search 
handling fee (payable for the benefit of the IB) of 200 Swiss francs (this is the same amount for 
all SISAs). 

Although diversifying the searches in the international phase to maximize the prior art coverage 
might add to the costs that you will incur in the international phase, it should provide you with 
more complete and extensive search results, and guide you even better in your future 
decisions.  Note also that certain designated Offices offer fee reductions in the national phase 
for international applications for which an international search report or supplementary 
international search report has been established by certain Offices (further information is 
available in the corresponding National Chapter (Summary) of the PCT Applicant’s Guide).

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Second reminder about the Filing of International Applications Containing 
Sequence Listings in WIPO Standard ST.26 Format 
As already announced in the PCT Newsletter Nos. 03/2022 and 05/2022, for international 
applications filed on or after 1 July 2022, nucleotide and amino acid sequences should be 
disclosed in conformity with WIPO Standard ST.26 (“ST.26”).  The submission of a sequence 
listing using the wrong standard is a formality defect which may be difficult or impossible to 
correct without adding subject matter.  You should therefore ensure that you use the correct 
standard applicable at the time of filing (that is, using ST.25 for an international application filed 
before 1 July 2022 and ST.26 for an international application filed on or after that date).   

Applicants intending to file an international application on or after 1 July 2022 should download 
the WIPO Sequence software from:  https://www.wipo.int/standards/en/sequence/index.html to 
transform any ST.25 sequence listing to ST.26 format well in advance of the proposed filing 
date.

Amendments to the PCT Regulations – Entry into Force on 1 July 2022 (Reminder) 
It is recalled that the Assembly of the PCT Union (PCT Assembly) that was held from 4 to 
8 October 2021 adopted amendments to the PCT Regulations that will enter into force on 1 July 
2022.  The amendments are as follows: 

– Amendments to PCT Rules 5, 12, 13ter, 19 and 49 relate to implementation in the PCT
of WIPO Standard ST.26 (“Recommended Standard for the Presentation of Nucleotide
and Amino Acid Sequence Listings using XML (eXtensible Markup Language)”) and will
apply to any international application with an international filing date that is on or after
1 July 2022;

– Amendments to Rule 82quater relate to strengthening safeguards for applicants and
third parties in the case of a general disruption that affects meeting time limits under the
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Regulations and will apply to any time limit fixed in the Regulations that expires on or 
after 1 July 2022.

Third Reminder:  Ceasing of Development, Distribution and Support for the 
PCT-SAFE Software by the International Bureau 
As announced in PCT Newsletter Nos. 07-08/2021, 01/2022 and 05/2022, as from 30 June 
2022, the International Bureau (IB) will end its development, distribution and support of the 
PCT-SAFE software.  No further updates to the software will be provided.   

The Korean Intellectual Property Office (KIPO) and the United States Patent and Trademark 
Office (USPTO) are the only two remaining receiving Offices that have not yet formally notified 
the IB of their intention to stop accepting PCT-SAFE filings.  However, while PCT applicants 
may be able to continue to prepare and file PCT applications using existing versions of the 
PCT-SAFE software as from 1 July 2022, the IB specifically advises against doing so.   

Any remaining PCT-SAFE users are strongly advised to transition to ePCT-Filing as soon as 
possible.

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Languages Accepted for Language-Dependent Free Text in Sequence Listings in 
accordance with PCT Rule 12.1(d) 
It is recalled that the Assembly of the PCT Union (PCT Assembly) that was held from 4 to 
8 October 2021 adopted, among others, amendments to PCT Rule 12.1(d) of the PCT.  The 
amendments relate to language-dependent free text contained in the sequence listing part of 
the description of an international application.  This amended rule will enter into force on 1 July 
2022.  Furthermore, a new paragraph (a-bis) was added to Section 332 of the Administrative 
Instructions under the PCT, with effect from the same date.  This paragraph prescribes that 
each receiving Office shall notify the International Bureau (IB) of the language or languages of 
any language-dependent free text which, having regard to PCT Rules 12.1(a) and (b), it is 
prepared to accept under PCT Rule 12.1(d) for the filing of the sequence listing part of the 
description. 

The following receiving Offices have notified the following information to the IB in accordance 
with Section 332(a-bis): 

– DE  German Patent and Trade Mark Office:  German.  The Office permits the 
language-dependent free text to be provided additionally in English as a second 
language.  

– EA  Eurasian Patent Organization:  English or Russian.  The Office will also accept 
the language-dependent free text in both Russian and English within a single sequence 
listing. 

– IB  International Bureau (RO/IB):  any language.  The IB will accept the language-
dependent free text also in English, as a second language. 

– JP  Japan Patent Office:  English.  The Office will accept the language-dependent free 
text also in a language other than English, as a second language. 

– KR  Korean Intellectual Property Office:  English (recommended) or Korean.  The 
Office will also accept the language-dependent free text in both English and Korean 
within a single sequence listing. 

– Norwegian Industrial Property Office:  Norwegian or English.  The Office will accept 
the language-dependent free text in both Norwegian and English within a single 
sequence listing.  

Other notifications are expected to follow shortly.  The above information will also be indicated 
in the corresponding parts of PCT Applicant’s Guide, Annex C, with effect from 1 July 2022. 

PCT Statistics 2021 
The PCT Yearly Review, 2022 edition 

The 2022 edition of the PCT Yearly Review summarizes PCT activities and developments in 
2021.  It contains a comprehensive set of statistics relating to PCT filings and the performance 
of the international patent system in 2021 (including filings by top countries of origin, by top 
applicants and by technical field, as well as statistics on participation of women inventors in 
PCT applications), and also contains statistics relating to national phase entries in 2020 (the 
latest available year).  The Yearly Review also features information on the special theme 
mentioned below, and includes a summary of the advantages of the PCT. 
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The special theme this year is “How the COVID-19 crisis affected PCT filings.”  The COVID-19 
crisis prompted sudden and profound changes in innovation practices and strategies.  While 
many of these changes concerned homegrown activities, innovators also adjusted their 
international outlook.  This year’s special theme focuses on this international dimension, as 
seen through the lens of PCT application filings.  It does so, in part, by comparing the evolution 
of PCT filings during the course of the pandemic to what occurred in previous economic crises.  
The trends and patterns that emerge provide useful insights, not just into how innovators 
responded, but also more broadly into the very nature of the crisis itself.

Practical Advice 

Avoiding submitting sensitive information during the international phase, where possible 

Q:  I would like to submit a declaration of inventorship (under PCT Rule 4.17(iv)) for the United 
States Patent and Trademark Office (USPTO) as a designated (or elected) Office in respect of 
an international application that I am about to file.  Unfortunately, the inventor has been in an 
accident and is physically unable to sign the declaration.  I would therefore like to submit a 
medical certificate attesting that the inventor is unable to sign, but wondered whether it would 
be possible to ask for the certificate to be treated as confidential and not to be made available to 
the public as part of the file of the international application?  

A:  If you submit a document containing sensitive information to the International Bureau (IB), 
such as a medical certificate, please be aware that generally, from the date of publication of the 
international application, the IB is required to provide public access to any document in the file 
of the international application concerned (PCT Rule 94.1(b)).   

Where a document is confidential and is not required during the international phase, it should 
therefore not be submitted.  As far as the particular declaration of inventorship is concerned, it is 
the USPTO as a designated Office that will ultimately decide whether a declaration is 
acceptable or not.  The IB is not in a position to verify whether in your particular case a medical 
certificate can replace the inventor’s signature.   
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If you do not want the medical certificate to be publicly accessible, it is not recommended to 
submit it during the international phase.  We therefore advise you to submit the required 
declaration in the national phase directly to the USPTO, either signed or with an explanation as 
to why it could not be signed (and if necessary, together with the certificate in question), but 
relying on your competent US counsel to advise you on this matter in the US national phase.1 

In this connection, please also note that, under the PCT, it is not possible during the 
international phase to submit information on inventors and at the same time request that such 
information remain confidential (that is distinct from some national and regional laws).  Any 
information relating to inventors submitted as part of the PCT procedure will generally be made 
publicly available.    

Only in exceptional situations under the conditions mentioned below would a document not be 
published or made publicly accessible.  Although there is a procedure for preventing public 
access to certain information, that procedure is intended to be for situations where applicants 
submit confidential information by accident, or where confidential information is required in the 
context of requests for restoration of the right of priority but should remain confidential (please 
refer to PCT Rules 48.2(l) and 94.1(e), and Rule 26bis.3(h-bis) where restoration of the right of 
priority is requested).  The standard is a strict one and applicants must submit a reasoned 
statement to explain why the following requirements would be met: 

– this information does not obviously serve the purpose of informing the public about the
international application;

– public access to such information would clearly prejudice the personal or economic
interests of any person; and

– there is no prevailing public interest to have access to that information.

In general, applicants should always carefully consider, before filing an international application 
or any related documents, whether the information in question contains any sensitive 
information and whether it is required during the international phase, and, should that be the 
case, whether it would then meet the above-mentioned requirements.  Where a confidential 
document is only required in the national phase, it is advisable to submit it directly to the 
relevant designated Office(s).

1 Please note, however, that declarations under PCT Rule 4.17 may be submitted at any time prior to the expiration of 
16 months from the priority date (or even later, provided that the declaration is received before the technical 
preparations for international publication have been completed), so if the inventor recovers and is in a position to sign the 
declaration during this period, it may still be possible to submit the declaration during the international phase.

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Meeting of International Authorities 
The 29th session of the Meeting of International Authorities under the PCT was held as a virtual 
meeting from WIPO Headquarters in Geneva, Switzerland, on 20 to 22 June 2022.  The 
Summary by the Chair and working documents can be found on the WIPO website at:

The topics discussed included: 

– the results of the meeting of the Quality Subgroup, including agreement to continue
reporting on quality management systems via the publication of quality reports, to
perform again paired reviews of Quality Management Systems, as well as
recommendations for further work on quality management;  for further details, please
refer to the Summary by the Chair (Annex II to document PCT/MIA/29/10);

– a status report on the PCT Minimum Documentation Task Force led by the European
Patent Office (document PCT/MIA/29/4) and proposed amendments to the PCT
Regulations and Administrative Instructions in relation to the work of this Task Force
(document PCT/MIA/29/5).  The proposals will introduce requirements to make
documents in Office patent collections electronically available for searching by
Authorities in order to be part of the PCT minimum documentation, and a procedure for
regularly reviewing the list of non-patent literature in the PCT minimum documentation
to cover all areas of subject matter and reflect advances in technology.  New proposals,
taking into account comments made by Authorities, will be prepared and presented at
the fifteenth session of the PCT Working Group in October 2022;

– the evaluation phase of the IP5 PCT Collaborative Search and Examination pilot
(document PCT/MIA/29/6).  This phase has been extended to June 2023 to allow
analysis of national phase examination for applications that are part of the pilot;

– a proposal to promote the improvement of the international search report and written
opinion (document PCT/MIA/29/7), presented by the China National Intellectual
Property Administration.  Authorities noted particular interest in proposals to merge the
international search report and written opinion so as to simplify them and reduce
duplication of data entry and information;

– a proposal on the citation of non-written disclosures as relevant prior art in international
search and preliminary examination, which would allow such disclosures to be
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considered when preparing reasoned statements on novelty and inventive step in 
written opinions (document PCT/MIA/29/2).  The International Bureau (IB) intends to 
bring this proposal to the PCT Working Group in October 2022, taking into account 
comments from Authorities;  

– the issue of formalities checking in the PCT (document PCT/MIA/29/3).  Authorities 
discussed the roles of receiving Offices, International Searching Authorities and the IB 
in formalities checking, and how the standard of “reasonably uniform publication” could 
be applied more consistently.  This issue will be brought to the whole PCT membership 
at the PCT Working Group in October 2022; 

– a report on the transition from WIPO Standard ST.25 to WIPO Standard ST.26 for 
sequence listings, including the development of an updated version of WIPO Sequence, 
a software tool enabling applicants to prepare sequence listings compliant with WIPO 
Standard ST.26 and to enable patent Offices to verify the compliance of filed sequence 
listing data with WIPO Standard ST.26 (document PCT/MIA/29/8); and 

– a status report on PCT online services (document PCT/MIA/29/9).  Future priorities for 
online services were discussed, including the use of XML for developing more efficient 
processes, and the elimination of paper for communications from Offices to applicants. 

Budapest Treaty 

Accession by Indonesia 

Indonesia deposited its instrument of accession to the Budapest Treaty on the International 
Recognition of the Deposit of Microorganisms for the Purposes of Patent Procedure on 
13 July 2022, bringing the total number of States party to that Treaty to 87.  The Budapest 
Treaty will enter into force with respect to Indonesia on 13 October 2022.  For further 
information, please refer to Budapest Notification No. 350 at:

European Patent Convention 

Accession by Montenegro 

Montenegro deposited its instrument of accession to the European Patent Convention (EPC) on 
15 July 2022, and will become bound by that Convention on 1 October 2022.  This will bring the 
number of Contracting States of the EPC to 39.  Therefore, any international application filed on 
or after 1 October 2022 will include the designation of Montenegro for a European patent. 
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Furthermore, as from 1 October 2022, it will be possible for nationals and residents of 
Montenegro to file international applications with the European Patent Office (EPO) as receiving 
Office, in addition to the Ministry of Economic Development, Department for Intellectual Property 
(Montenegro) or the International Bureau of WIPO. 

The extension agreement between Montenegro and the European Patent Organisation will 
terminate with the entry into force of the EPC in Montenegro on 1 October 2022.  It will 
thereafter no longer be possible to extend European patent applications and patents to 
Montenegro as from that date.  The extension system will, however, continue to apply to 
European and international applications filed prior to 1 October 2022, as well as to European 
patents granted in respect of such applications.

A summary of the main new features follows. 

What’s new in ePCT for applicants? 

– WIPO Standard ST.26 for sequence listings:  ePCT has been updated to take into 
account the new WIPO Standard for the filing of sequence listings; 

– adding a translation of the ST.26 sequence listing:  if the language-dependent free text 
in the sequence listing does not match the language in which the international 
application will be published, a translation may be added at the time of filing using a 
shortcut button for this purpose; 

– if the language-dependent free text in the sequence listing is not a language accepted 
by the ISA selected for international search, a translation may be added at the time of 
filing using a shortcut button for this purpose; 

– if the Office with which the earlier application was filed is a DAS depositing Office, a 
new validation draws the attention of the user to the fact that DAS is a viable option if 
the user is in possession of the access code; 

– if the application body is attached in PDF format, an information message is displayed 
advising the applicant to consider attaching a ZIP file containing the original files that 
were used to create the specification, in the event that conversion issues are discovered 
after filing; 

– online Action – Article 19 amendments:  when preparing a standard accompanying 
letter, an improved interface is available for filling in the relevant claim numbers and the 
corresponding basis for the amendment;  

– clicking on the bell icon in the navigation bar now offers the option, in addition to the 
Notifications generated by ePCT, to go directly to the Messages page of the WIPO IP 
Portal and see all the messages generated by other WIPO IP services that have been 
integrated into the IP Portal, such as WIPO Pay;  the basket icon is a shortcut to the 
WIPO Pay platform; 
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– the new strong authentication option—push notifications—is now available for selection
on the login page when accessing ePCT (for further information on this new feature,
please refer to PCT Newsletter No. 04/2022); and

– recovery e-mail:  you now have the possibility to include a recovery e-mail address in
your WIPO Account profile, in case you need to recover your Username or password
and can no longer access the main e-mail address associated with your WIPO Account.

What’s new in ePCT for Offices? 

A number of changes have been implemented in ePCT for Offices, for international applications 
filed on or after 1 July 2022, to support the filing and processing of sequence listings in ST.26 
XML format.  For example, the document upload function, for upload to the International 
Bureau, receiving Office, International Searching Authority and International Preliminary 
Examining Authority of sequence listings for applications filed on or after 1 July 2022, has been 
updated to permit XML files, containing sequence listings, up to a maximum file size of 50MB, 
preferably in ZIP format.  Also, updates to a number of Forms have been made in relation to 
ST.26 implementation. 

Furthermore, improvements have been implemented for a number of features, and the following 
Forms are now available in additional languages:  PCT/RO/106, 110, 111, 141 146, 152 and 
PCT/ISA/202 and 206.

WIPO Digital Access Service for Priority Documents (DAS)

Resolution of Technical Issues with WIPO Sequence Software 
WIPO Sequence software was developed to help applicants generate standard-compliant 
nucleotide and/or amino acid sequence listings as part of their patent applications. 

The International Bureau (IB) has become aware of certain technical issues when using 
versions 2.1.0 or 2.1.1 of the software which could cause potential problems in the resulting 
ST.26 sequence listings (for example, one or more sequences may have had feature tables 
missing in the exported sequence listing despite the fact that correct data had been entered into 
WIPO Sequence).  The IB has subsequently released version 2.1.2 which has fixed those 
technical issues.  Users are therefore encouraged to update WIPO Sequence when prompted 
with the auto-update message before authoring their next sequence listing, and to subscribe to 
the mailing list (https://www.wipo.int/standards/en/sequence/signup.html) for WIPO Sequence 
updates.  Clicking 'yes' after the auto-update prompt should initiate the download, but if this 
fails, please download the latest version of the WIPO Sequence software at:

If you have filed any sequence listing using version 2.1.0 or 2.1.1, you are advised to validate 
the submitted sequence listing to determine whether your listing has been affected by the 
technical issue that omits feature tables for one or more sequences.

As announced in PCT Newsletter No. 10/2021, amendments to PCT Rule 12.1(d) relating to 
language-dependent free text contained in the sequence listing part of the description of an 
international application entered into force on 1 July 2022, and a new paragraph (a-bis) was 
added to Section 332 of the Administrative Instructions under the PCT prescribing that each 
receiving Office shall notify the International Bureau (IB) of the language or languages of any 
language-dependent free text which it is prepared to accept.

Australian Patent Office and European Patent Office formalize their PCT-PPH program 

The two-way PCT-PPH pilot program between the Australian Patent Office and the European 
Patent Office (EPO), which ran from 1 July 2016 to 30 June 2022, has been extended for an 
indefinite period with effect from 1 July 2022. 
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It is recalled that, under this program, faster examination in the national phase in Australia or in 
the regional phase before the EPO, is available on the basis of a PCT application with a positive 
written opinion from either the ISA or the IPEA, or a positive international preliminary report on 
patentability (IPRP) (Chapter II) (that is, where at least one of the claims has been determined 
as patentable) issued by the other Office in its capacity as ISA/IPEA.

Applicability of 75% reduction in certain fees at the European Patent Office (EPO) 

It is recalled that the fees for international search, supplementary international search and 
international preliminary examination are reduced by 75% if the international application, the 
request for supplementary international search or the demand for international preliminary 
examination is filed:  

1. by a natural person who is a national of and resident in a state which is not a
Contracting State of the European Patent Convention, and which on the date of filing of
the application, or of payment of the supplementary international search or the
international preliminary examination fee, is classed by the World Bank as a low-income
or lower-middle-income economy; or

2. by a natural or legal person who is a national of and resident in a State in which a
validation agreement with the EPO is in force.3

Lebanon4 has been added to the list of States which fall under 1., and Belize has been removed 
from the list.  

Applicability of 75% reduction in certain fees at the Spanish Patent and Trademark Office 

It is recalled that the search fee and preliminary examination fee payable to the Spanish Patent 
and Trademark Office are reduced by 75% if the applicant, or if there are two or more 
applicants, each applicant, is a natural person or a legal entity and is a national of and resides 
in a State not party to the European Patent Convention, and which is classified by the World 
Bank in the group of countries of “low-income”, “lower-middle-income” or 
“upper-middle-income”. 

Palau4 has been added to the list of States which fall into that category and Panama has been 
removed from the list.

Eco Panplas: better recycling of lubricant containers 

Monica Miglio Pedrosa (freelance writer) looks at how a Brazilian multi award-winning company, 
Eco Panplas, specializing in the decontamination and recycling of containers used for 
lubricating oil, is planning to use the PCT to facilitate its growth in the international market.  In 
response to a question on the company’s target markets beyond Brazil, Felipe Cardoso, CEO of 
Eco Panplas, notes: 

“There is clear market demand for our technology outside of Brazil.  Latin America, 
Europe, China, the Middle East and India are potential candidates for our plan to expand 
into international markets.  But first, we need to ensure the solutions we are currently 
developing are protected in those markets.  That’s why we are looking to use the Patent 
Cooperation Treaty (PCT), as it simplifies the process of filing for patent protection in 
multiple countries and is a cost-effective way of doing so.” 

Tech transfer at NASA:  bringing NASA technology down to earth 

With some 11,000 scientists and engineers, the National Aeronautics and Space 
Administration (NASA) is one of the most productive engines of innovation in the world.  
Technology transfer has been central to NASA’s mission since its creation.  James Nurton 
(freelance writer) takes a look at how NASA’s well-established technology transfer program is 
enabling the uptake and use of its space-age inventions by a broader range of entrepreneurs 
and startups.  In developing the potential of its inventions, NASA is reaching out to under-
represented groups and sees scope for greater international collaboration.  Citing Daniel 
Lockney, Technology Transfer Program Executive at NASA Headquarters in Washington, DC, 
Mr Nurton notes that: 

“Another possible growth area is international collaboration.  While the startup program is 
focused on the United States, NASA does license to companies overseas (except where 
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there are export restrictions on the technology).  But for budget reasons, NASA rarely files 
patent applications outside of the US, so it expects non-domestic companies to come on 
board at an early stage and pay the international filing fees under the Patent Cooperation 
Treaty (PCT) […] or other application fees.

Practical Advice 

Corrigendum to the Practical Advice in the May 2022 issue of the PCT Newsletter 
(No. 05/2022) 

The following erroneous sentence was included in the Practical Advice published on page 12 of 
the above-mentioned issue, and has been deleted: 

“The JPO as IPEA will accept international applications filed with the USPTO and do not 
require that the international search be carried out by the JPO.”   

Please note that the Japan Patent Office will only act as International Preliminary Examining 
Authority if the international search is or has been carried out by that Office. 

Submitting a request for change for multiple international applications electronically 
without having access to the applications via ePCT 

Q:  I am the new agent for several PCT applications filed on behalf of the same applicant, and 
intend to submit to the International Bureau (IB) the corresponding requests for change of agent 
under PCT Rule 92bis.  I would like to do this electronically but the IB does not accept 
documents via e-mail or fax and I do not yet have access rights to the applications in ePCT.  
How can I send the requests for change? 

A:  In order for you to be recorded as agent for the international applications concerned, please 
be advised that you will need to submit a power of attorney signed by the applicant, together 
with the request for change under PCT Rule 92bis.7 

The ePCT system provides for the upload of documents to the IB even if the sender does not 
have access rights to the corresponding international applications.  If you are new to ePCT, you 
will first need to create a WIPO Account if you do not already have one, as this is required to 
use WIPO’s online services including ePCT (this is simple and should take less than two 
minutes).  The step-by-step process for new users includes a short video tutorial explaining how 
to create a WIPO Account at: 

https://pct.wipo.int/ePCT/about-newusers.xhtml 

7 A power of attorney is required as the IB has specified that a power of attorney must be furnished upon appointment of, 
or for any paper submitted by, an agent or a common representative who was not indicated in the request form at the 
time of filing.   
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With a WIPO Account secured by a username and password, it is possible to login to ePCT and 
upload documents to the IB.  After login, since you do not have access rights to the international 
applications in ePCT, you need to search for the first application on the list of cases concerned 
by the change of agent by typing the international application number in the search field and 
then the corresponding international filing date.  Provided that the number and date match, you 
can now attach one or more documents in PDF format for upload to the IB. 

When submitting a request for change in respect of multiple applications, you only need to 
upload the letter requesting the change and the power of attorney to the first application on the 
list.  As document type you should select “Request for change under Rule 92bis (for multiple 
International Applications)” and attach a letter requesting the recording of change of agent, 
including the new agent’s name, address, e-mail, telephone number and file reference.  As the 
IB generally no longer issues notifications in paper format, it is very important to indicate clearly 
and accurately the e-mail address to which the IB can send the confirmation of the recording of 
the change (Form PCT/IB/306) and any subsequent notifications. 

The letter should also contain a list of all the other international applications concerned by this 
same change, although please note that you should not include international applications for 
which the 30-month time limit has expired, as the IB will not be able to take any action on those.  
If the change concerns applications filed with more than one receiving Office (RO), you are 
advised to list them by RO, that is, to group the list by international application number.  This will 
assist the IB in processing the requested changes. 

In addition to the letter requesting the recording of change of agent, you must also attach a 
power of attorney signed by the first-named applicant or the deemed common representative 
appointing you as agent for all the international applications concerned.  Since you are 
submitting this request in respect of several applications, it would be preferable to submit a 
general power of attorney, rather than a separate power of attorney for each one, and you must 
ensure that you are entitled to represent the applicant before the RO(s) for which you wish to 
act as agent of record. 

When the required documents are attached and ready for upload, you may sign the submission 
yourself as the authorized signatory by typing in a text string signature or by attaching an image 
signature.  Alternatively, if someone other than yourself will upload the documents, for example, 
an assistant or paralegal, it is possible for that person to indicate that the required signature is 
included in the uploaded document(s) as long as you, as the new agent, have signed the 
attached letter requesting the change. 

Once you are satisfied that all the required documents are attached and you have provided the 
correct signatures, clicking “Upload” will complete your submission and the documents will be 
routed electronically to the IB.  You will be able to view the uploaded documents under 
“Documents” in the application in question and the IB will replicate them in the file of each of the 
other international applications on the list provided.

Please note that best practice is to set up strong authentication for your WIPO Account as this 
will enable you to request access rights to applications in the system and benefit from features 
such as personalized notifications, real-time validations and online “Actions” to manage your 
applications as efficiently as possible.  Strong authentication is easy to set up and the most 
efficient options are push notifications or generation of a one-time password, either using an 
app or delivered via text message (SMS).  Once set up, login with strong authentication gives 
access to the full suite of ePCT functions, including potential access rights to the full electronic 
record of your applications as held by the IB, and electronic communication of documents to the 
IB and over 70 Offices in various capacities as RO or International Searching Authority 
(ISA)/International Preliminary Examining Authority (IPEA).

On 14 July 2022, Cabo Verde deposited its instrument of accession to the Harare Protocol on 
Patents and Industrial Designs within the Framework of the African Regional Intellectual 
Property Organization (ARIPO).  Therefore, Cabo Verde became a member State of ARIPO 
with effect from 14 July 2022, and the Harare Protocol will enter into force with respect to Cabo 
Verde with effect from 14 October 2022, bringing the number of member States of ARIPO to 22, 
and the number of States party to the Harare Protocol to 20. 

This means that any international application filed on or after 14 October 2022 will include the 
designation of Cabo Verde for an ARIPO patent, as well as for a national patent.  Furthermore, 
as from 14 October 2022, it will be possible for nationals and residents of Cabo Verde to file 
international applications with ARIPO as receiving Office, in addition to the Institute for Quality 
Management and Intellectual Property (IGQPI) and the International Bureau of WIPO.

Practical Advice 

Submitting replacement sheets 

Q:  I am the agent for a PCT application and have received an invitation to correct defects in the 
international application (Form PCT/RO/106) indicating that replacement sheets of the 
description, claims and drawings are required.  Who should I send the replacement sheets to 
and what do I need to include? 

A:  Upon receipt of an international application, the receiving Office (RO) checks the application 
for any defects in accordance with PCT Article 14.  This includes checking, for example, that the 
Request Form is signed as provided in the PCT Regulations, that it contains the prescribed 
indications concerning the applicant, that it contains a title, and that the application complies 
with the prescribed physical requirements under PCT Rule 11. 

Form PCT/RO/106 relates to the physical requirements of the international application under 
PCT Rule 11 and is issued by the RO to invite you to correct, within the applicable time limit 
under PCT Rule 26.2 (that is, within two months of the notification), the defects it has found.  

The physical defects found in the application by the RO are listed in one or more of the following 
Annexes to Form PCT/RO/106: 

Annex A: for defects in the signature of the international application and request, the 
applicant’s details, the language of certain elements of the application, the title 
of the invention and the abstract. 

Annex B1: for defects in the presentation of the text matter of the international application 
as filed 

Annex B2: for defects in the presentation of the text matter of the translation of the 
international application 

Annex C1: for defects in the presentation of the drawings of the international application 
as filed 

Annex C2: for defects in the presentation of the drawings of the translation of the 
international application 

The Form PCT/RO/106 that you received should therefore have indicated in Annexes B1 and 
C1 that corrected sheets need to be submitted for defects in the presentation of the description, 
claims and/or the drawings of the international application as filed.  More precise information on 
the physical defects will also have been provided in those Annexes.  If the defect concerns only 
certain pages, the RO will have specified the page numbers and only those pages need to be 
replaced. 

If the replacement sheets are not timely submitted to the RO they will neither be accepted by 
the RO nor be transmitted to the International Bureau (IB).  However, you may request an 
extension of this time limit and the RO will consider your request in accordance with paragraphs 
154-155 of the PCT Receiving Office Guidelines, which can be found at: 
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https://www.wipo.int/pct/en/texts/ro/ro153_159.html#_153 

Your response to the invitation to correct defects should be submitted to the RO and not to the 
IB (although they will later be forwarded by the RO to the IB for processing if they are 
accepted), and it should include the replacement sheet(s) containing the corrections for all 
sheets which do not meet the physical requirements.  It is important to note that you should not 
include on the replacement sheets themselves the international application number or the 
indication that the sheets are replacement sheets.  Rather, the international application number 
and the purpose of the transmittal should be included in an accompanying letter, which should 
also draw attention to the differences between the replaced sheets and the replacement sheets.  
It is the RO which will mark the replacement sheets with the international application number 
and the stamp "SUBSTITUTE SHEET (RULE 26)".  It is also important to respect the correct 
margins (please refer to PCT Rule 11.6) so that any stamps added by the Offices do not cover 
any part of the text or drawings in the application, and to ensure that, if the correction affects the 
continuity with pages before or after, those pages are also submitted as part of the correction in 
accordance with Section 207 and 311 of the Administrative Instructions which can be found at, 
respectively: 

https://www.wipo.int/pct/en/texts/ai/s207.html 

https://www.wipo.int/pct/en/texts/ai/s311.html 

The corrected sheets must not contain any additions or modifications to the substance of the 
text or drawings as originally filed – only the physical aspects may be corrected.  If the RO finds 
any differences which are not related to the physical requirements, it will refuse the replacement 
sheets and will invite the applicant to submit new sheets containing only the corrections of the 
formal defects concerned.  In some cases, the RO forwards a copy of the refused proposed 
replacement sheets to the IB, which will not bear the stamp "SUBSTITUTE SHEET (RULE 26)", 
together with Form PCT/RO/132 explaining the refusal. 

Where applicable, the RO may draw the applicant’s attention to the possibility of submitting the 
sheets to the International Searching Authority (ISA) as a request for rectification of obvious 
mistakes under PCT Rule 91 (paragraphs 208(ii) and 302 to 308 of the PCT Receiving Office 
Guidelines).  Alternatively, with the applicant’s consent, the RO may itself forward the sheets 
containing the discrepancy to the ISA.  In any case, the RO will not insert a copy of those 
sheets into its files as part of the “home copy” of the RO and it will not send them to the IB. 

Depending on the RO, you may be able to upload your response to the invitation to correct 
defects using ePCT with strong authentication providing that you have access rights to the 
international application.  You can check if your RO allows applicants to upload documents 
using ePCT by looking at the processing settings of the office profile at: 

https://pct.wipo.int/ePCTExternal/pages/OfficeProfile.xhtml 

If it is not indicated that “applicants have the ability to upload documents using ePCT” then you 
will need to submit your response to the RO using their individual means of communication. 

Upon receipt of the applicant’s response to Form PCT/RO/106, the RO verifies that the 
applicant has submitted the corrections within the applicable time limit under PCT Rule 26.2 (if 
applicable, as extended by the RO) and whether the international application so corrected is, or 
is not, to be considered withdrawn.  However, as stated in PCT Rule 26.5, “no international 
application shall be considered withdrawn for lack of compliance with the physical requirements 
referred to in PCT Rule 11 if it complies with those requirements to the extent necessary for the 
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purpose of reasonably uniform international publication”.  In practice, this means that an RO will 
only in rare circumstances declare an application to be considered withdrawn for lack of 
compliance with the formal requirements of the PCT.  Nevertheless, it will greatly help 
applicants in the further processing of their applications in the national phase if all formality 
issues pointed out to them are already fully addressed during the international phase, thus 
avoiding further correction requests by designated Offices later on. 

Please note that certain minor defects such as in the numbering of pages, margins, page 
format, sheet size, photocopy marks and askew drawings can be corrected by the IB during the 
technical preparation of the publication.  Where such defects were already corrected by the IB 
when preparing the publication copy, a communication (Form PCT/IB/345) will be issued by the 
IB to explain this to the applicant and the replacement sheets will not be used. 

In principle, if replacement sheets are accepted, they are stamped by the RO and forwarded to 
the IB for replacement and are published.  If they reach the IB after completion of technical 
preparations, the IB will schedule a republication in order to include the replacement sheets.

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PCT Working Group 
The fifteenth session of the PCT Working Group was held in Geneva from 3 to 7 October 2022 
in hybrid format.  Some of the main items of relevance to applicants which were discussed and 
considered by the Working Group are highlighted below. 

Processing Applications in Full Text Format 

The Working Group supported the direction of proposals to develop arrangements for effective 
end-to-end processing of international applications in full text format based on XML or DOCX 
filing, but many technical and legal details need resolving (see document PCT/WG/15/14).  The 
International Bureau (IB) proposed to hold discussions with Offices and attorneys to identify 
solutions to make XML/DOCX filing an easy, secure and desirable option. 

Formalities Checking in the PCT 

The Working Group considered options for improving the quality of formalities examination in 
the PCT (see document PCT/WG/15/6).  Despite strong interest from some delegations in the 
potential to improve consistency and reduce formalities objections not necessary to ensure 
reasonably uniform international publication, several others expressed concern at the proposal 
to centralize formalities examination at the IB.  The Working Group invited the IB to consider the 
matter further, including considering the establishment of a clear definition of the standard for 
international publication and the extent to which compliance with PCT Rule 11 is required. 

The IB agreed that it would follow up separately with a proposal to allow the gradual further 
extension of the languages permitted for communication with the IB. 

Citation of Non-Written Disclosures 

The Working Group supported, in principle, a proposal by the IB to extend the definition of prior 
art to include non-written disclosures (see document PCT/WG/15/5) and invited International 
Authorities to look further at implementation details, especially around the storage and supply of 
copies of such cited references. 
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Implementation of WIPO Standard ST.26 

The Working Group noted documents related to the implementation of WIPO Standard ST.26 
(see documents PCT/WG/15/3 and PCT/WG/15/9).  Delegations looked forward to usability 
improvements in the WIPO Sequence software, and the implementation of sequence listing 
viewing features in PATENTSCOPE.  The Working Group invited the Committee on WIPO 
Standards to assess the requirements for a new standard for priority documents, allowing for 
the exchange of sequence listings and other matter in their original formats. 

Mixed-Language International Applications 

The Working Group generally supported a proposal by the European Patent Office to amend 
the PCT Regulations to deal with the issue of international applications filed containing more 
than one language where all languages are accepted by the receiving Office and International 
Searching Authority (see document PCT/WG/15/18).  However, some details needed further 
discussion. 

Formal Integration of the Patent Prosecution Highway into the PCT 

The Working Group noted previous efforts to formally integrate the Patent Prosecution Highway 
into the PCT (see document PCT/WG/15/16) and invited the IB to arrange an information 
sharing workshop at a future in-person session of the Working Group. 

Filing Medium of International Applications and Related Documents 

There was broad interest in a proposal by Brazil to allow receiving Offices to require the filing of 
international applications and submission of subsequently filed documents only in electronic 
form (see document PCT/WG/15/13).  However, delegations raised concerns over safeguards 
for applicants and consistency with the Patent Law Treaty, which requires Offices of Contracting 
Parties to accept filings on paper. 

PCT Minimum Documentation 

There was support for the proposal to amend the PCT Regulations concerning the PCT 
minimum documentation (see documents PCT/WG/15/11 and PCT/WG/15/12).  However, some 
delegations considered that implementation details in the draft associated Administrative 
Instructions needed to be finalized before the amended Rules could be adopted. 

WIPO Fee Transfer Service 

Most delegations expressed support in principle for a proposal to make use of the WIPO Fee 
Transfer Service mandatory for fees collected by one Office for the benefit of another.  There 
was also some support for offering “centralized payments” of fees to the IB on behalf of an 
Office, which would allow payments to be integrated into services delivered through ePCT (see 
document PCT/WG/15/10).  The IB would prepare proposed changes to the Rules for 
mandatory use of the WIPO Fee Transfer Service for a future session of the Working Group and 
would explore offering centralized payments as a pilot to select Offices. 
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Other Issues 

The Working Group also considered the following: 

– coordination of patent examiner training (see document PCT/WG/15/7);

– a repository of e-learning resources for the training of substantive patent examiners
(see document PCT/WG/15/4);

– coordination of technical assistance under the PCT (see document PCT/WG/15/10);

– a status report of the IP5 PCT Collaborative Search and Examination pilot (see
document PCT/WG/15/8);

– PCT online services (see document PCT/WG/15/15);

– the twenty-ninth session of the Meeting of the International Authorities under the PCT
(see document PCT/WG/15/2).

European Patent Office as ISA: CNIPA/EPO Pilot extended until 30 November 2023 
It is recalled that, on 1 December 2020, the China National Intellectual Property Administration 
(CNIPA) and the European Patent Office (EPO) began a pilot to allow PCT applicants who are 
nationals or residents of China to select the EPO, in addition to the CNIPA, as International 
Searching Authority (ISA) and International Preliminary Examining Authority (IPEA) for 
international applications filed with the CNIPA or the International Bureau as receiving Office. 

The first phase of the pilot, which started on 1 December 2020 for a two-year period and which 
is due to end 30 November 2022 will be extended by one year, from 1 December 2022 until 
30 November 2023. 

The designation by the CNIPA of the EPO as ISA in the framework of the pilot is subject to the 
following conditions: 

(a) the pilot will only be applicable to international applications filed in English;
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(b) the pilot will apply to international applications filed with the CNIPA or with the
International Bureau (IB), as receiving Office; and

(c) a maximum of 3,000 international applications will be accepted on a first-come first-
served basis during the extended 12 months of the pilot.

The transitional period set at the beginning of the pilot, during which applicants filing their 
international applications with the CNIPA as receiving Office and choosing the EPO as ISA 
have to pay the international search fee directly with the EPO acting as ISA, will continue to 
apply. 

The amount – payable in euros only – is indicated in PCT Fee Table I(b).  The payment of the 
search fee will then initiate the process for the transmission of the search copy to ISA/EP.  
Applicants are invited to use the EPO’s online credit card platform (https://www.epo.org/fee-
payment-service/en/login) or, if they have an EPO deposit account, to use the EPO Online 
Filing (OLF) or the EPO case management system (CMS).  It is not possible to pay the search 
fee by bank transfer or via the EPO’s Online Fee Payment service. 

For international applications filed with the IB as receiving Office, the search fee should be paid 
directly to the IB in euros, Swiss francs or US dollars.  The equivalent amounts in each of those 
currencies are indicated in PCT Fee Table I(b).

The Ministry of Economic Development and Tourism (Montenegro): Ceasing of 
Receiving Office Functions and Closure of National Route 
The Ministry of Economic Development and Tourism (Montenegro) has notified the International 
Bureau (IB) that, with effect from 1 October 2022, it has ceased to act as a receiving Office 
under the PCT.  As from that date, it is therefore no longer possible to file PCT applications with 
that Office.  The Office has delegated its duties as receiving Office under the PCT to the 
European Patent Office (EPO), which will act as receiving Office in addition to the IB, for PCT 
applicants who are residents or nationals of Montenegro. 

Furthermore, the Office has informed the IB that it has closed the national route for obtaining 
patent protection via the PCT for international applications filed on or after 1 October 2022.  
Applicants desiring protection in Montenegro will no longer be able to enter the national phase 
in that country.  Since Montenegro became bound by the European Patent Convention (EPC) 
on 1 October 2022, international applications filed on or after that date automatically include the
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designation of Montenegro for a European patent.  Consequently, PCT applicants will only be 
able to seek protection in Montenegro by entering the regional phase before the European 
Patent Office.  The list of States which are party to the EPC and which have closed the national 
route now includes Belgium, Cyprus, France, Greece, Ireland, Latvia, Malta, Monaco, 
Montenegro, the Netherlands, San Marino and Slovenia. 

Moreover, the Ministry of Economic Development and Tourism (Montenegro) has provided 
details to the IB concerning restrictions in its national legislation which are applicable when 
filing international applications with other Offices, as follows: any international application 
where the applicant has Montenegrin nationality or has his/her residence or its seat in 
Montenegro, and which concerns an invention of significance for the defense and security of 
Montenegro, will be subject to compulsory filing with the Ministry of Defence of Montenegro and 
shall thus not be filed with the European Patent Office (EPO) nor the International Bureau.

Practical Advice 

Considerations for requesting early publication of an international application 

Q:  I have filed an international application and am wondering if I should request early 
publication of the application, as I heard that my competitor has a similar product to my 
invention in development.  Are there any factors I should take into consideration before I 
request early publication by the International Bureau, and what should I do if I want to? 

A:  International publication of an international application is required to take place promptly 
after the expiration of 18 months from the priority date (PCT Article 21(2)(a)).  This 18-month 
period gives you a chance to further consider whether to proceed with the application and is in 
line with the practice of most jurisdictions.  You may, however, request early publication of the 
international application under PCT Article 21(2)(b)), but before doing so, you should think 
carefully about whether this is of interest to you. 

Factors to consider before requesting early publication 

There can be certain advantages that can be gained in having your international application 
published before 18 months from the priority date: 
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– it may, as in your case, be important to have it published before your competitors file an
application on a related subject matter so that your published application can be used
as a prior art when deciding patentability of your competitor’s application;

– earlier publication may confer earlier provisional protection before certain designated (or
elected) Offices under certain conditions.  Examples of such rights include the
entitlement of the applicant under some national laws to be paid royalties for
infringements made from the earlier publication date provided that a patent is granted
afterwards, and the right of the applicant under some national laws to send a cease and
desist letter to the competitor to stop manufacture of the infringing product;

– where the applicant wishes to obtain a patent grant in some Contracting States as soon
as possible, international publication of the application may be a pre-condition under
certain national laws to start national examination (though it is not a condition for
national phase entry) and it would thus be desirable to have it published early; and

– a published patent application can be cited by the applicant more readily in
advertisements, in negotiations with business partners, or for attracting investors.

However, there are also some potential negative impacts that you should also consider before 
making such a request: 

– early publication of the international application will push certain important decision-
making processes to an earlier stage.  Without a request for early publication, you can
always withdraw your application before completion of technical preparations for
international publication without disclosing its content to the public (see PCT
Rule 90bis.1(c)) if, for example, you find that the chance of getting a patent is low and
you still want to keep the content secret, or you wish to further improve the invention so
as to file an application later, or you believe that trade secret protection may be more
appropriate for your particular innovation.  In other words, once the international
publication has taken place, it cannot be undone and your application will remain
disclosed even if you withdraw your application afterwards.  You should, therefore,
carefully evaluate the particular circumstances of your application when considering to
make a request for early publication; and

– early publication may allow a competitor in the market to design around your pending
patent application from an earlier date, either to avoid the risk of infringement or to
further build on the disclosed technology.

Other relevant issues to consider 

Once you have decided that you really want to request early publication, there may also be 
some other relevant procedural issues you need to consider before or even after you file the 
request.  Examples of such issues include: 

Do you have any bibliographical changes that need to be reflected in the international 
publication?  If so, a request for the recording of a change under Rule 92bis, for example, 
should be submitted before the request for early publication. 

Do you need to correct any physical defects in the international application?  If you submit 
a correction after completion of technical preparations for early publication, but within the 
time limit given by the receiving Office, such correction would not be reflected in the early 
publication and would be the subject of a republication. 
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Is a correction or addition of priority claim under PCT Rule 26bis.1(a) required?  Such a 
correction/addition should be made before requesting the early publication, otherwise it will 
be considered not to have been submitted unless the request for early publication is 
withdrawn before completion of technical preparations (see Rule 26bis.1(b)). 

Do you wish to include references to deposited biological material?  These should also be 
submitted before requesting early publication (see Rule 13bis.4(c)). 

How to request early publication and applicable fees 

Any request for early publication of an international application must be submitted directly to the 
International Bureau (IB) (see PCT Article 21(2)(b) and Rule 48.4).  To do so, you can either 
upload a signed letter requesting early publication of your international application via ePCT 
with or without strong authentication, or by completing an ePCT Action “Request for Early 
Publication” in ePCT if you have access to the application with strong authentication. 

If a request for early publication is submitted and the international search report or the 
declaration under PCT Article 17(2)(a) is not yet available for publication with the international 
application, you will need to pay a special publication fee of CHF 200 (see PCT Rule 48.4(a) 
and Section 113(a) of the Administrative Instructions under the PCT) before publication can 
take place.  This is to cover the cost of separately publishing the international search report or 
declaration once it is received.  If, on the other hand, the report has already been provided, no 
fee will be payable (see PCT Rule 48.4(a)). 

Result of the request 

The publication will not be immediate – once the IB has received your request for early 
publication together with the fee under Rule 48.4(a) if applicable, international publication will 
take place as soon as the translations (where applicable) and technical preparations have been 
completed.  You will then be notified by the IB of the scheduled date of publication via Form 
PCT/IB/345.  On average, the preparation work can be expected to be completed by the IB 
within four to eight weeks from the date of the request for early publication.  Where a special 
publication fee is due and you have not paid the fee, you will be invited by the IB to pay the fee, 
failing which the request will not be acted upon. 

All applicants are urged to use ePCT to follow the status of their applications.  The ‘timeline’ link 
at the top of your application’s page in ePCT provides a graphical view of the key PCT dates 
and time limits for your international application.  If you have any questions regarding your 
application, you should contact the Operations Team in charge of your application.

The Ministry of Economic Development and Tourism (Montenegro):  Ceasing of

Practical Advice 

How to remove access rights in ePCT of a former employee and assign access rights to a 
new person. 

Q:  I am working as a paralegal in a patent law firm and a colleague has recently left the firm.  
Unfortunately, he did not transfer his access rights in ePCT to anyone else before leaving and, 
since he is the only one who had access to certain applications, we are now unable to access 
them in the system.  How can we remove his access rights and regain access ourselves to the 
applications in ePCT? 

A:  Gaining access to an international application in ePCT with strong authentication is referred 
to as becoming the ‘eOwner’ of that application.  There is always one original eOwner for each 
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international application, most typically the person who filed it using ePCT, however, it is also 
possible to obtain eOwner access rights by submitting a request post-filing.  Only an eOwner 
can assign or remove access rights for other users and for this reason the International Bureau 
(IB) stresses that best practice is to always have at least two eOwners for each international 
application. 

In the event that a sole eOwner is no longer available, this is where the IB can intervene to 
resolve the situation.  The agent of record or the applicant should contact the PCT Operations 
Customer Support Section (eServices Help Desk), by e-mail at pct.eservices@wipo.int to 
request that the access rights of the sole eOwner be removed.  The e-mail should indicate the 
name and e-mail address of the person whose access rights are to be removed and also the 
date of departure from the firm or company.  To the extent possible, it is preferable to include 
the list of international applications concerned in order to facilitate processing by the eServices 
Help Desk. 

After making the appropriate checks regarding the validity of this request, the IB will remove the 
former eOwner’s access rights, leaving the international applications available for a subsequent 
request for eOwner access rights.  Note that the IB can only remove existing access rights as 
part of this process and does not have the authority in the ePCT system to reassign new access 
rights to any other person.  This would require a new request for access rights to be submitted 
by the user in question. 

To avoid the need to resort to the above procedure, it is recommended to include ePCT access 
rights management in the checklist of tasks to be dealt with when employees leave their 
employment, in order to ensure that the former employee re-assigns access rights prior to 
departure. 

As previously mentioned, we strongly recommend that at least two persons within a patent 
department or law firm have eOwner access rights to international applications at all times in 
order to manage internal work and cover for absences and eventual departures.  It is therefore 
important that once you have gained access to any application, you immediately give eOwner 
access rights to at least one other person who can subsequently manage access rights as 
required.  It is possible to assign pre-defined access rights levels to other colleagues by using 
the access rights group function.  Please see the video tutorial on this topic at:

It is important to note that, if you delegate access to another person, you are responsible for 
ensuring that the person is, and continues to be, entitled to view and/or manage the relevant 
international applications.  However, the role of eOwner does not necessarily mean that you 
have any IP rights to an application and any transaction or document submitted must always be 
signed by an authorized signatory for that application.
