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1. This document summarizes the activities in the field of building respect for IP undertaken by the World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO) Program 17 in the period from October 2011 to September 2012.  The activities were guided by the Program’s objectives defined in the 2012-2013 Program and Budget, as well as by Development Agenda Recommendation No 45.  They focused on responding to Member States’ requests for legal and technical assistance, also taking duly into account Development Agenda Recommendations 1, 6, 12 to 14, and 17, and on fostering cooperation with partner organizations and the private sector, in order to ensure further integration of development-oriented concerns in joint activities. 
2. It is recalled that WIPO Strategic Goal VI “International Cooperation on Building Respect for IP” is a broad, cross-cutting goal which aims to create an enabling environment that promotes respect for IP in a sustainable manner and strengthened capacity in Member States for the effective enforcement of IP rights, taking into account societal interests and development-oriented concerns.  Strategic Goal VI is supported by many different WIPO Programs and many of the activities set out under paragraphs 5 to 13, below, benefited from close in-house cooperation, in particular with:  Program 9 (Africa, Arab, Asia and the Pacific, Latin America and the Caribbean Countries, Least‑Developed Countries);  Program 10 (Cooperation with Certain Countries in Europe and Asia);  Program 16 (Economics and Statistics);  Program 19 (Communications);  and Program 20 (External Relations, Partnerships and External Offices).   
3. The following Sections illustrate activities of WIPO related to building respect for IP, undertaken by Program 17, while not aiming to present an exhaustive report as there are other areas of WIPO’s work that deliver contributions to Strategic Goal VI.  Section I focuses on assistance to Member States, Section II provides information on cooperation and coordination between the work of WIPO and other international organizations, non-governmental organizations (NGOs), and the private sector, Section III makes reference to publications on the latest developments in the field of building respect for IP.  This document takes account of requests made at the seventh session of the Advisory Committee on Enforcement (ACE) that additional information relating to technical assistance activities provided by WIPO in the field of IP enforcement be shared. 

4. A regular update on WIPO’s activities in the field of building respect for IP, with links to relevant programs, is made available on the WIPO website at http://www.wipo.int/enforcement/en/activities/.
I.
ASSISTANCE TO MEMBER STATES:  LEGISLATIVE ADVICE, TRAINING AND AWARENESS-RAISING

5. In the period under review, Program 17 continued to receive numerous requests by Member States for IP enforcement-related assistance.  Requested services included legislative assistance, as well as training and awareness-raising for law enforcement officials and the judiciary.
6. Regarding legislative advice, Program 17 focused on scrutinizing the compatibility of current or draft legislation with enforcement-related obligations under Part III of the Agreement on Trade-Related Aspects of Intellectual Property Rights (TRIPS Agreement), taking due account of the balances and the flexibilities incorporated in the Agreement.  WIPO legislative assistance is provided to the requesting Member State on a confidential basis.  
7. In addition, WIPO organized specialized national and regional workshops, meetings, seminars, study visits, and colloquia targeted at comprehensively addressing building respect for IP:
· Sub-Regional Workshop on Intellectual Property for Judges of Member States of the African Intellectual Property Organization and other francophone African States, Libreville, Gabon, November 9 to 11, 2011


The objectives of this Workshop, jointly organized with the African Intellectual Property Organization (OAPI) and in cooperation with France’s Industrial Property Office (INPI), were to provide a discussion forum for participating judges to exchange information on topical questions related to IP enforcement.  Approximately 
40 participants representing Benin, Burkina Faso, Burundi, Cameroon, Central African Republic, Chad, Comoros, Congo, Côte d’Ivoire, Guinea, Madagascar, Mali, Mauritania, Niger, Rwanda and Togo took part in the Workshop. 
· Training Course on the Enforcement of Intellectual Property Rights, Tokyo, Japan, December 12 to 16, 2011

The objectives of this Workshop, jointly organized with the Japan Patent Office (JPO), were, inter alia, to (i) review current trends and practices in the area of IP rights enforcement;  (ii) examine the motivation, elements, and liabilities for IP crimes and infringements, including proportionate sentences;  (iii) analyze the role of the law enforcement agencies and the courts, as well as right holders;  (iv) discuss various topical policy issues relating to building respect for IP.  The Workshop was attended by 18 participants, i.e., high-ranking officials from the prosecution, police forces, customs authorities, market inspection and IP offices from Cambodia, China, Indonesia, Japan, Mongolia, Philippines, Thailand, and Viet Nam.  The WIPO-led program was preceded by a program led by the JPO focusing on the Japanese experience from December 5 to 9, 2011.
· National Workshop on Enforcement of Intellectual Property Rights for Prosecutors, Police and Customs Officials, San Salvador, El Salvador, March 26 to 28, 2012
The main objective of this Workshop, organized in cooperation with the National Center of Registries, and in collaboration with the Attorney’s General Office, the National Academy of Public Security, the Directorate General of Customs, and the National Police of 
El Salvador, was to address issues within the framework of Part III of the TRIPS Agreement.  The Workshop was attended by some 70 participants.
· Sub-Regional Workshop on the Socio-Economic Effects of Intellectual Property Infringements in Member States of the West African Economic and Monetary Union for the Judiciary, the Public and Private Sector, Ouagadougou, Burkina Faso, 
March 27 to 29, 2012
The objectives of this Workshop, jointly organized with the Japan Patent Office (JPO) and in cooperation with the West African Economic and Monetary Union (also known by its French acronym, UEMOA), with the participation of the African Intellectual Property Organization (OAPI), were to enhance skills and knowledge of participants aimed to address IP infractions, to identify and discuss problems and successes in the use of the legal tools aimed to build respect for IP rights, taking into account the specific socio-economic realities in the UEMOA’s Member States, and to discuss possibilities of harmonized procedures in the UEMOA area.  Each of the Member States of the West African Economic and Monetary Union, i.e., Benin, Burkina Faso, 
Côte d’Ivoire, Guinea-Bissau, Mali, Niger, Senegal, and Togo, were represented by five participants, representing the IP office, the office for competition, the judiciary, customs, and the chamber of commerce and industry. 
· Workshop on Enforcement of Intellectual Property Rights for Judges, Washington D.C., United States of America (USA), May 8 to 10, 2012
The Workshop was organized in cooperation with the United States Patent and Trademark Office (USPTO), with the objective to enhance skills of judges from developing countries and to build an understanding of the issues relating to enforcement of and building respect for IP rights from a variety of perspectives.  The aim was also to enable judges to share their experiences with each other and with judges from the USA.  Thirteen judges from Cameroon, Egypt (two participants), Ghana, Guyana, Liberia, Malawi, Malaysia 
(two participants), Namibia, Philippines (two participants), and Zimbabwe took part in the program. 
· National Workshop on the Enforcement of Intellectual Property Rights, Riyadh, Saudi Arabia, May 22 to 23, 2012
The objectives of the Workshop were to:  (i) consider the impact of counterfeiting and piracy, including addressing the demand side;  (ii) consider the legal framework, including procedures and remedies, within which to enforce IP rights;  (iii) build capacity to improve border enforcement and market surveillance;  (iv) enhance strategic public cooperation to effectively enforce IP rights.  The Workshop was attended by around 40 participants representing judges from the Board of Grievances, high ranking civil servants from the Ministry of Commerce and Industry and from the Ministry for Culture and Information, law enforcement agents, academics and the legal fraternity.  In addition, three representatives from the private sector, and the Chairman of the IP Training Center, Cooperation Council for the Arab States of the Gulf (GCC) participated. 
· Workshop on Enforcement of Intellectual Property Rights for the Judiciary and Law Enforcement Officials, Saint John’s, Antigua and Barbuda, May 22 to 23, 2012
The Workshop aimed at improving the skills and knowledge level necessary to provide fair, efficient, and consistent handling and adjudication of IP cases, while taking due note of Strategic Goal VI development-oriented concerns.  The Workshop for the Judiciary, on 
May 22, was attended by nine Supreme Court judges from Antigua and Barbuda, Dominica, Grenada, Saint Kitts and Nevis, and Saint Lucia (all members of the Organization of Eastern Caribbean States (OECS);  the Workshop for Law Enforcement Officials, on 
May 23, was attended by around 20 officials representing national law enforcement agencies.  

· Workshop on Enforcement of Intellectual Property Rights for Law Enforcement Officials, Basseterre, Saint Kitts and Nevis, May 25, 2012
The Workshop aimed at improving the skills and knowledge level of law enforcement officials, necessary to provide fair, efficient, and consistent handling and adjudication of IP cases, while taking due note of Strategic Goal VI development-oriented concerns.  The Workshop was attended by around 25 officials representing national law enforcement agencies.
· National Workshop for Judges on the Enforcement of Intellectual Property Rights, Tirana, Albania, June 14 to 15, 2012
The Workshop aimed at building the capacity of Albanian judges on the enforcement of IP rights and discussing recent developments in this field.  Around 40 participants,  i.e., 
30 judges, and the remaining participants from the private sector, representatives from collective management organizations, and staff members of the Albanian Copyright Office (ACO), took part in the Workshop.  
· Regional Workshop on the Disposal of Counterfeit Goods for the Judiciary, Law Enforcement Officials and Environmental Officers, Bangkok, Thailand, July 3 to 4, 2012
WIPO and the United Nations Environmental Program (UNEP) Regional Office for Asia and the Pacific (ROAP) jointly organized this Workshop with the aim to build capacity, in the public interest, on the environmentally friendly destruction of counterfeit goods containing harmful substances and hazardous waste (HSHW), to strengthen the collaboration between WIPO and UNEP, as well as with the private sector, pertaining to the environmentally sound disposal of counterfeit goods, and to maintain environmental security and promoting sustainable development.  The Workshop was attended by a total of 52 participants, representing the judiciary, law enforcement agencies, and environmental agencies from Cambodia, Malaysia, Philippines, Thailand, and Viet Nam, intergovernmental organizations such as the United Nations Economic and Social Commission for Asia and the Pacific (ESCAP), the World Customs Organization (WCO), and the World Health Organization (WHO), the US Embassy, NGOs, and the private sector.   

· Workshop on Intellectual Property Rights Enforcement, Beirut, Lebanon, 
July 17 and 18, 2012
The Workshop, organized in cooperation with the Ministry of Economy and Trade of Lebanon and the Beirut Traders Association, aimed to provide government officials and IP stakeholders with the requisite information regarding the importance of IP enforcement, taking due note of WIPO Strategic Goal VI concerns.  It was attended by 50 law enforcement officials and private stakeholders.  
· Regional Workshop on the Enforcement of Intellectual Property Rights for the Judiciary and Law Enforcement Officials, Lusaka, Zambia, July 26 to 27, 2012
The objectives of the Workshop, organized in cooperation with the African Regional Intellectual Property Organization (ARIPO) and the Patents and Companies Registration Agency (PACRA) of Zambia, and with support of the USPTO, were to (i) consider the value of IP protection and enforcement to the social and economic development of the participating countries;  (ii) examine the minimum standards and flexibilities contained in Part III of the TRIPS Agreement;  (iii) review topical issues, including consumer 
awareness-raising as a preventative measure and the equitable disposal of infringing goods;  and (iv) envisage national and regional strategies for effective cooperation, including public/private partnership, as well as capacity-building needs.  The Workshop was attended by over 70 participants, primarily experienced high court judges and senior law enforcement officials from the police and customs administrations of the following African countries:  Botswana, Gambia, Ghana, Kenya, Lesotho, Liberia, Madagascar, Malawi, Mauritius, Mozambique, Namibia, Seychelles, Sierra Leone, South Africa, Sudan, Swaziland, Uganda, United Republic of Tanzania, Zambia, Zimbabwe, as well as participants from UNDP, NGOs and the private sector.
· Sub-regional Conference on the Enforcement of Intellectual Property Rights for Judges, Vilnius, Lithuania, September 4 to 5, 2012 

The Conference, organized in cooperation with the State Patent Bureau of the Republic of Lithuania, analyzed practical issues that are central to the enforcement of IP rights and, more broadly, to building respect for IP, including potential hurdles in implementing the applicable European Union legal framework.  The Conference also brought the participants up to date on civil enforcement efforts, as well as alternate models, such as the development of soft law.  Over 40 judges and other members of the judiciary from Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania and Poland attended the Conference.
· Colloquium for Judges on the Enforcement of IP Rights, Singapore, 
September 26 to 27, 2012
The objectives of this Colloquium, organized in cooperation with the Intellectual Property Organization of Pakistan and with the assistance of the European Union, are Strategic Goal VI driven, and aim to (i) discuss the scope and impact of counterfeiting, including the need for public awareness as an alternative to punitive measures;  (ii) examine the justification for criminal sanctions;  (iii) consider a strategic approach to enforcement, bearing in mind the socio‑economic challenges in Pakistan;  and (iv) review topical issues, including effective public/private cooperation.  The Colloquium was attended by over 
20 participants, principally judges and prosecutors, from various provinces of Pakistan.
8. Further, Program 17 participated in a number of training programs for government officials, teachers of IP, and for law students, and made presentations on building respect for IP:  
inter alia, WIPO-WTO Advanced Course on IP for Government Officials, Geneva, Switzerland, March 22, 2012;  WIPO-WTO Colloquium for Teachers of IP, Geneva, Switzerland, 
June 18 to 22, 2012;  WIPO-University of Geneva Summer School on IP, Geneva, Switzerland, July 12, 2012;  WIPO and the American University Washington College of Law, Summer Program on International Organizations, Law and Diplomacy, Geneva, Switzerland, 
June 21 to 25, 2012.
9. In addition, Program 17 supported Program 19 in assisting Member States, upon request, to educate and raise awareness on the importance of IP and on the impact of counterfeiting and piracy.  Inter alia, a series of workshops was conducted with a view to disseminating a better understanding of IP rights and to raising public awareness on socio-economic consequences associated with counterfeit goods: 
· WIPO Regional Workshops on the Dangers of Counterfeit Goods to Public Health;  Manila, Philippines, October 24 to 25, 2011;  Mombasa, Kenya, November 1 to 3, 2011; Casablanca, Morocco, December 5 to 6, 2011
These Workshops were jointly organized by WIPO and the US State Department (DOS), under the Cooperative Grant Agreement, with the assistance of the Intellectual Property Office of the Philippines (IPOPHL), the Kenyan Anti-Counterfeiting Agency, and the Moroccan Industrial and Commercial Property Office.  The Workshops aimed at spreading a better understanding of IP rights among the relevant audiences and raising public awareness in this regard.  The Workshop in Manila, Philippines, was attended by around 180 participants representing IP offices, law enforcement agencies, health officials, consumer associations, journalists, and the private sector.  The Workshop in Mombasa, Kenya, was attended by around 90 participants representing IP offices, law enforcement agencies, health officials, consumer associations, journalists and the private sector.  The Workshop in Casablanca, Morocco, was attended by around 100 participants representing IP offices, law enforcement agencies, consumer associations, journalists and the private sector.  
II.
INTERNATIONAL COORDINATION AND COOPERATION 
10. In line with the objectives set out in the 2012-2013 WIPO Program and Budget, Program 17 continued to further enhance systematic and effective international cooperation in order to ensure a balanced and transparent approach to building respect for IP in accordance with Strategic Goal VI and Recommendation 45, to effectively and efficiently conduct activities related thereto, and to avoid a duplication of work.  Relevant activities are outlined below: 
· 5th and 6th WCO Counterfeiting and Piracy (CAP) Group Meetings, Brussels, Belgium, October 25 to 26, 2011, and May 2 to 3, 2012
WIPO has continued its cooperation with WCO and attended in the 5th and 6th Meetings of the WCO Counterfeiting and Piracy Group (CAP).  The 5th Meeting focused on discussing and sharing experiences and practices regarding capacity building activities and tools;  
it also considered case studies and new trends which have been identified by member customs administrations pertaining to counterfeiting and piracy.  At the 5th Meeting, WIPO made a presentation on the draft Working Paper on Enforcement of Intellectual Property Rights in Countries in Transition, focusing on the two main parts of the document:  (i) border enforcement and (ii) market surveillance. The 6th Meeting covered experiences and practices regarding capacity building activities and related tools.  In addition, a progress report on the WCO Information Repository of IP Legislation on Border Measures was shared.
· International Conference on Economic Aspects of IP and on IPR Enforcement, Chisinau, Moldova, November 9 to 10, 2011
WIPO participated in the International Conference on Economic Aspects of IP and IPR Enforcement, which was organized by United Nations Economic Commission for Europe (UNECE), the State Agency on Intellectual Property of the Republic of Moldova (AGEPI), and the USPTO.  The Conference focused on IP rights enforcement, as well as on the economic aspects of IP, and WIPO made a presentation on its current work in the field of building respect for IP. 
· Eighth Green Customs Partners’ Meeting, The Hague, Netherlands, January 10 to 11, 2012
WIPO participated in the Eighth Meeting of the Partners to the Green Customs Initiative (GCI) and made a presentation on the main activities of Program 17, focusing on issues of common interest to the Green Customs Partners, such as (i) building capacity of customs and other enforcement officers to implement Part III of the TRIPS Agreement;  
(ii) awareness raising on building respect for IP;  and (iii) cooperation with international organizations in the field of building respect for IP, including with a view to the environmentally friendly destruction of counterfeit goods. 

· Cross-Regional Seminar on Current Methods for Combating Cybercrime, Odessa, Ukraine, March 28 to 30, 2012

WIPO participated in the Cross-Regional Seminar on Current Methods for Combating Cybercrime, which was organized by the International Telecommunication Union, in collaboration with the International Multilateral Partnership Against Cyber Threats (IMPACT) and A.S. Popov Odessa National Academy of Telecommunications (A.S. Popov ONAT).  The Seminar focused on strategic aspects of cyber security and cybercrime, and on current technical and procedural measures to combat cybercrime.  WIPO made a brief presentation on counterfeiting and piracy in the virtual world, and used the opportunity to draw attention to the developments in the framework of the ACE.
· Advanced Workshop on Enforcement of Intellectual Property Rights against Trade in Counterfeit Goods, Jakarta, Indonesia, April 18 to 20, 2012 

The objectives of this Workshop, organized by the USPTO and the Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN) Secretariat, were to enhance skills and knowledge of participants relating to addressing counterfeiting and to raise awareness on the socio-economic effects of counterfeiting.  The Workshop was organized for participants from Brunei Darussalam, Cambodia, Indonesia, Lao People’s Democratic Republic, Malaysia, Philippines, Singapore, Thailand, and Viet Nam, representing law enforcement agencies, notably customs, police, the prosecution, the judiciary, food and drug authorities, standards (consumer protection) and IP offices.  WIPO participated in a panel on public awareness as a non‑punitive measure to address IP infractions.
· Conference on “Enforcement of Intellectual Property Rights: The Review of Directive 2004/48/EC”, Brussels, Belgium, April 26, 2012

WIPO attended the Conference on “Enforcement of Intellectual Property Rights: The Review of Directive 2004/48/EC”, open to all stakeholders, and which aimed at providing stakeholder input to the European Commission in relation to IP enforcement policies.  The Conference was attended by various stakeholders (European Union (EU) institutions, 
EU Member States, NGOs, consumer organizations, and right holder associations). 
· WTO Meeting of the Council of TRIPS, Geneva, Switzerland, February 28 to 29, and June 5 to 6, 2012
WIPO attended the meetings of the Council for TRIPS, where World Trade Organization (WTO) Members discussed, inter alia, enforcement trends, and how and where to handle counterfeit trademarked goods.  
· Annual Meeting of the International IP Crime Investigators College Advisory Group, September 10, 2012; International Law Enforcement IP Crime Conference, 
September 11 to 13, 2012, Panama City, Panama

WIPO participated in the International Law Enforcement IP Crime Conference and facilitated an Interactive Roundtable on “Environmentally Sound Disposal of Counterfeit Goods”.  At the annual meeting of the International IP Crime Investigators College (IIPCIC), the program of the College was discussed and it was agreed that WIPO would have the opportunity to address Recommendation 45 development-oriented issues in training programs for the police.  WIPO had also participated in the first meeting of the IIPCIC which took place on March 22, 2012. 
· European Observatory on Infringements of Intellectual Property Rights – First Plenary Meeting, Alicante, September 27 to 28, 2012

WIPO attended the first Plenary meeting of the European Observatory on Infringements of Intellectual Property Rights (EU Observatory).  The meeting served to discuss current and future activities of the EU Observatory. 
· Cooperation with the IPR Business Partnership Group
WIPO has continued its cooperation with the IPR Business Partnership Group and participated in the Group’s strategic meeting in Verona, Italy, on October 31, 2011;  in the Group’s annual meeting in Amsterdam, the Netherlands, on March 22, 2012;  and in the Group’s meeting in Geneva, Switzerland, on June 20, 2012.  At these meetings, WIPO briefed the Group on the work program of the ACE and underscored the importance of balanced IP enforcement systems, encouraging programs on Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR).  
III.
PUBLICATIONS
11. As part of the series of WIPO Case Books on the enforcement of intellectual property rights, WIPO published in June 2012 a new Case Book in Spanish authored by 
Professor Horacio Rangel-Ortíz from Mexico.  It provides an analysis of enforcement-related case-law from the Latin American and Caribbean region.  With the aim to reflect the latest developments in IP enforcement, the English and the French versions of the WIPO Intellectual Property Enforcement Case Book are currently being updated.  The third edition of the WIPO Case Book on the enforcement of intellectual property rights is currently being finalized by the Hon. Justice Louis Harms, Deputy President of the Supreme Court of South Africa and is expected to be made available by the end of 2012.  It analyzes and discusses recent case law developments in common and civil law jurisdictions.  Mrs. Mireille Buydens, Attorney-at-Law at the Brussels and Paris Bar and Professor of IP law at the University of Brussels, Belgium, agreed to reflect the latest developments in the area of IP enforcement in a new edition of the French Case Book.  The edition will compile an analysis of case law of French speaking countries and will also make reference to recent developments at the European level.  
12. Furthermore, Program 17 contributed to numerous WIPO publications, integrating information in relation to Strategic Goal VI, and continued to develop its service aimed at facilitating access to online database of IP case law.  Member States and Observers of the Committee are invited to submit additional information, where applicable.
13. New developments and topical issues in building respect for IP at national and international levels, emphasizing awareness‑raising activities, are reflected in a periodic newsletter that is electronically available in the English, French and Spanish language.  
Any relevant information that Member States and Observers of the Committee wish to have reflected in the newsletter may be submitted to the Secretariat.
