The Secretariat introduced the document and outlined the progress made in the Information Technology Modernization Program since the last Hague Union Assembly.

The Secretariat reminded that, since the last Assembly, Phase II deployment activities for the Hague Registry had been suspended due to the imminent accessions of new Hague member States, and that deployment activities would recommence only when the necessary IT system and procedural changes had been implemented in the legacy IT system, and had become stable.
 AUTONUM  
The Secretariat also recalled that the Independent Validation and Verification (IVV) exercise being undertaken by the Madrid Registry, would also be of benefit to the Hague Registry when Phase II deployment activities were resumed.
 AUTONUM  
The Secretariat informed that the procedural changes in the legacy IT system have stabilized, and that the planning of Phase II deployment activities has recommenced.  Phase II production deployment for the Hague System has been scheduled for the second quarter of 2016.
