CURRICULUM VITAE OF MR. KHAMIS J. SUEDI

Mr. Khamis J. Suedi, a career diplomat worked at the Tanzanian Permanent Mission to the United Nations in New York (1977-1982).  Headed the Economic Section in the Department of Legal and International Organizations in the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Dar es Salaam, Tanzania from 1982-1987.  Also worked at the Tanzanian Permanent Mission to the United Nations Office in Geneva (1987-1990).

Mr. Suedi attended and participated in the United Nations General Assemblies in New York, from 1977 to 1982.  During that period, he served as a representative to the Administrative and Budgetary Committee (5th Committee) of the United Nations General Assembly.  From 1977-1981, he was also a representative to the Committee for Programme and Coordination (CPC) of the Economic and Social Council (ECOSOC).  From 1987 to 1989, Mr. Suedi was alternate Permanent Representative both to the United Nations Industrial Development Organization (UNIDO) and the International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA) in Vienna.

In 1988 and 1989, represented Tanzania in the GATT Multilateral trade negotiations of Uruguay Round, on the TRIPs chapter.  From 1987 to 1989, represented Tanzania in UNCTAD negotiations on Technology and Commodities issues.  In 1989, Chairman of the WIPO Diplomatic Conference Negotiations Committee on Integrated Circuits held in Washington D.C.

In 1989, Vice-Chairman of the WIPO General Assembly. 

Mr. Suedi joined the World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO) in January 1990 and in October of the same year, he became Director for Relations with International Organizations and Promotion of Innovations in Developing Countries.  In 1995, he became Director, Industrial Property Human Resources Development and Inter-Agency Affairs Department.  In 1997, he became Director for the Office of Strategic Planning and Policy Development.   He is currently the Special Counsel to the Director General.

Mr. Khamis J. Suedi, born August 1951 in Bukoba, Tanzania, studied at St. Bernard’s College, Masaka, Uganda, and graduated from Fordham University with BA and MA at Lincoln Centre and Rose Hill Campus respectively in New York.  He is married and has five children.
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
